Parents, you are the most impor-
tant people in your child's life! You 
are their first teacher. You can 
most effectively build up or tear 
down their self-esteem. You are the 
ones from whom your child should 
know that he/she can receive un-
conditional love--no matter how 
"bad" or "good" they may behave. 

Your child should feel that you 
will always be there for him no 
matter what. Have you ever thought 
how it would feel to be a child who is 
unsure about whether his parents 
will come home, or if they have an 
argument whether they will walk 
out on him? Parents are the only 
real stability a child has. If he feels 
this stability is threatened, it is a 
frightening feeling. So, you see, you 
are your child's rock of safety, secu-
rity and support. You shape their 
values, their thinking, and their 
ways of relating to others. 

In my work with the 4-H pro-
gram, I see that the kids who get the 
most from their 4-H experiences are 
those whose parents are beside them 
leading and guiding them--not be-
hind them pushing nor ahead of 
them dragging them. Kids need 
encouragement and occasionally 
some prodding to help them try new 
experiences and to see some pos-
sible long-term benefits of choices 
they make when they are young. 

Naturally, I believe in 4-H and 
it's benefit to a child and his family. 
But it is, as we say, a "family affair." 
Few boys and girls have the motive-
