1975 ANNUAL REPORT 
The Cap Rock S. W. C. D. directors met 11 times to 

conduct a variety of business. They submitted a reso-
lution opposing land use legislation to the Panhandle 
Association of Conservation Districts, where it was ap-
proved unanimously. The resolution was then sent to 
the Annual Meeting of Texas Soil & Water Conserva-
tion Districts for consideration. The majority of the 
state's Conservation Districts oppose land use legisla-
tion. 

Jack Sutton served on a state committee that went 
to Austin and Washington to work with legislators 
when this legislation was being considered. No land use 
legislation was passed by Congress or by the Texas 
Legislature. 

The District maintains memberships in the Pan-
handle, Texas, and National Associations of Conserva-
tion Districts. 

The Directors developed the County Great Plains 
Conservation Program and were represented in the 
formulation of the Agricultural Conservation Program. 
Murry Wayne Morrison helped make the annual inspec-
tion of maintenance needs of the six completed flood-
water retarding structures in the Kent Creek Water-
shed project. 

The District helped other sponsors of the proposed 
North Rolling Plains Resource Conservation & Develop-
ment project make an effort to get the project approv-
ed and funded. The City of Quitaque Is the other local 
sponsor. The portion of Briscoe County below the Cap 
Rock is part of this project. 

County Judge M. G. Moreland issued a proclamation 
designating May 11-17 as Soil Stewardship Week. A 
film on conservation and stewardship was shown at the 
First Baptist Church in Silverton by Pastor Larry Wil-
son. The District again participated in the Texas Con-
servation Awards program. Kim Ham, a senior at Val-
ley High School. won second place in the Area Conser-
vation Essay Contest. Kim received a plaque at the 
Awards Banquet held in Lubbock last May. The Cap 
Rock S. W. C. D. raised the prize money for the Briscoe 
County Livestock Show. It also encouraged local F.F.A. 
Chapters and 4-H Clubs to participate in soil judging, 
range judging, and conservation essay contests. Two 
programs were given to the Silverton Chapter of Young 
Farmers. A conservation program on erosion control 
was provided for over 100 Scouts at Camp Haynes In 
Briscoe County. The Directors and County Agent work-
ed together on a joint tour of conservation practices 
and variety demonstrations of cotton, soybeans, 
grain sorghums. 

COTTON IN BLOW SAND 
Wind erosion was a major problem again. 14.500 acres 

of cropland not protected by growing crops or crop res-
idues, were damaged. Emergency tillage helps but does 
not solve the problem. Soil scientists at research sta-
tions have calculated that as much as two to three tons 
of soil can be moved on unprotected fields like this. 
These fields need more high residue producing crops 
of grain sorghum and small grain or soil improving 
crops like guar in rotation with cotton. 

COVER CROPS 
Some farmers took advantage of good fall moisture 

and overseeded cotton, peanuts, and some other crops 
with rye or wheat. These cover crops gave excellent 
protection against wind erosion, furnished grazing, 
and in many cases were harvested for grain. Cover 
crops of small grain do best when planted before Octo-
ber 15. They can be broadcast or drilled in blank rows. 
About 3,500 acres were overseeded this year. Minimum 
tillage was used on most of this acreage. More than 
160,000 acres of cropland had a cropping system that 
was adequate to protect and maintain the soil. 

EROSION DAMAGE 
Water erosion is a growing problem because the use 

of six and eight row equipment is increasing. These 
save labor and valuable time but can lead to erosion 
problems when terraces are torn down or plowed over. 
Gullies and washes are showing up in fields that were 
protected by terraces. More water runs off and Is lost. 
County roads have more maintenance problems. Good 
tillage, drilled crops, and crop residue management 
help on the more level fields, but do not solve the prob-
lem. 

DIVERSION TERRACE 
A new diversion terrace Is going up on the Clifton 

Stodghill farm to cut off the outside water from a par-
allel terrace system to be installed on the field below. 
Modern parallel terraces can often bg spaced to allow 
the use of six or eight row equipment. Most farms with 
slopes over one percent need some diversions or ter-
races. Many need grassed waterways. Over 170,000 feet 
of parallel terraces have been Installed In the District 
to date. 3,660,000 feet of standard terraces and 500,000 
feet of diversion terraces are on local farms. Many far-
mers are not properly maintaining their terraces. 

TAIL WATER RECOVERY 

It is very Important to get the most out of the avail-
able Irrigation water supply. More and more tatiwater 
recovery systems are being constructed. Most farmers 
are also taking advantage of lake water. 

70.200 acres of cropland can be Irrigated In Briscoe 
County, but are not irrigated every year because few 
farms have enough water to Irrigate all of the crop-
land. Land leveling, irrigation pipelines, and good irri-
gation water management are other ways to, save waste 
and increase efficiency Thr in of :kip-row planting 
increases every ye., ,  

RECEIVE CERTIFICATES OF MERIT 
Dan Herrington and Cletus Grady of the Soil Con-

servation Service office in Silverton are showing the 
Certificates of Merit and Appreciation presented to 
them recently by George Davis. Area Conservationist 
at Amarillo. Dan received an outstanding performance 
rating and Cletus was recognized for completing 30 
years at work for S. C. S. 

During the past year, S. C. S. Technicians assisting 
the District provided 1,473 services on 456 farms and 
ranches and 20 units of government. They helped 28 
landusers to develop new conservation plans and 59 
land users to revise conservation plans. S. C. S. admin-
istered the Great Plains Conservation Program and 
provided technical assistance to 61 A. C. P. participants. 
S. C. S. also worked with the North Rolling Plains Re-
source Conservation & Development program. The Soil 
Conservation Service provides technical assistance to 
the Kent Creek Watershed project sponsors.

WASHINGTON—A partisan power play may deprive 

the citizens of a sovereign state of the right to choose 
who will represent them in the U.S. Senate. 

The Democratic majority in the Senate is practicing the 
"old politics" in the dispute over who won the election 
for the U.S. Senate in New Hampshire last year. 

The election last November between Republican Louis 
Wyman and Democrat John Durkin plainly is too close to 
call, even though the New Hampshire Ballot Law Com-
mission, whose authority has been upheld by the federal 
courts, has awarded the victory to Republican Wyman by 
a margin of two votes. 

Clearly, the dispute should be sent back to New Hamp-
shire for another election. This is what the people of New 
Hampshire want. This is what the duly certified winner of 
the election, Sen. Wyman, has advocated. But the Demo-
cratic majority intends to force the Senate to turn its back 
on pressing national business for the rest of the month to 
itself to decide the outcome of the Wyman-Durkin race. 

The majority is setting a precedent that could haunt the 
Senate for many years. Never before has the Senate inter-
fered in an election in which there has been no allegation 
of fraud. 

Democrat Durkin has not alleged that the election was 
stolen from him: he has merely asked the Senate, with its 
top-heavy Democratic majority, to overturn the judgment 
of the voters and seat him instead of the duly certified 
winner. 

The actions of the Senate Rules Committee in the Wy-
man-Durkin dispute raise many questions about the inten-
tions of the majority. 

The kindest description of the Rules Committee behavior 
is that it has not been even-handed. It has frequently made 
judgments contrary to New Hampshire law. It has ruled one 
way on some disputed ballots, and the exact opposite way 
on similar ballots. It has examined virtually all of the ballots 
protested by one candidate, and hardly any of the ballots 
protested by the other. The only consistency in the com-
mittee's actions is that they have all tended to favor Demo-
crat Durkin. 

A flagrant example of the all-too-common partisanship 
of the Rules Committee was the acceptance of two straight 
Democratic ballots cast by the same woman. She'd cast the 
other for her dying sister, she said. 

This partisanship has changed the issue from the narrow 
question of whether Wyman or Durkin will be seated to a 
matter of grave concern for all Americans. Are we to estab-
lish a precedent whereby the loser of a close election, if 
his party is In a majority in the Senate, will go to the 
Senate to have the verdict of the voters overturned? I fear 
for democracy if this is so. 

BLESSED IS, THE MAN 
This is history's most tense generation. Nations are 

concerned about  obliterating civilization with atomic 
weapons. There's uncertainty over the "energy crisis." 
In the news there's a sense of coming disaster in every 
story from Washington to Timbucktu. How can Christ-
ians possibly ljvein simple trust like "a tree planted 
by the water"? 

We say, "that's okay for people without problems, 
but I'm loaded with troubles I can't do anything about." 
God's Word says, "Cast your burden on the Lord, and 
he will sustain you; he will never permit the righteous 
to be moved" (Psalm 55 : 22 ). 

God isn't joking when he says to trust him. The 
Apostle Paul knew what problems meant, but he asked, 
"If God is for us, who is against us?" Paul was certain 
that he had Committed everything to the all-powerful 
and loving God. 

The tragedy of our time is that Christians live as 
though they have to solve their problems with their own 
feeble strengths. Truly blessed is the person who turns 
his problems over to God and watches him work. God 
will supply the needed faith if we place all we have in 
his hands. 

In the Bible we are told: "So that with good cour-
age we say, The Lord is my helper; I will not fear: What 
can man do unto me?" Hebrews 13:6

PRESIDENT'S TAX/SPENDING 

REDUCTION PROPOSALS 

President Ford surprised the 
American public and many of his 
closest advisers with his proposed 
$28 billion tax reduction program. 
Although it had been an open se-
cret for weeks that he would ask 
for an extension of the tax cuts 
enacted last spring, only a few 
top officials had expected the re-
quest for such a dramatic increase. 

I commend the President's in-
tent. Each of us would like to keep 
more of our earnings rather than 
carry the present tax burden. 
However, the President gave us 
the recipe for only half a loaf. In 
this instance half a loaf could be 
worse than no loaf at all. The 
reality is that a tax cut at our pre-
sent levels of spending could cre-
ate economic disaster Although 
the President suggested specific 
areas in which tax cuts could be 
made, he did not suggest specific 
spending programs that could be 
reduced. It would have been poli-
tically unpopular to o so, and it 
k also an extremely difficult task. 

The President did say the Con-
:;ress and the Administration must 

work together to reduce spending. 
I agree, I will support these ef-
forts. He. also also said much of 
the increase in each year's federal 
budget can be attributed to pro-
grams already on the statute 
hooks. These programs must be 
examined closely, and time is very 
short if we are to enact tax cuts 
to become effective next January. 

I hope the President will soon 
offer specific suggestions concern-
ing how the national budget can 
be reduced and the national debt 
diminished. 

FIFRA 

The House today passed a bill 
extending the Federal Insecticide, 
Fungicide and Rodenticide Act. 
The bill was not as strong as I 
would have' liked, but it became 
apparent during the hearings con-
ducted by the House Agriculture 
Committee that adoption of more 
stringent requirements for the En-
vironmental Protection Agency 
would probably have assured the 
bill's defeat. 

I believe the compromise bill 
provides important first steps to-
ward assuring accountability by 
the EPA. 

The bill states that the EPA

Equally important, the EPA is 
directed to provide an economic 
impact statement, Which would ap-
ply a dollar and cents measure-
ment to its regulations. 

GRAIN STANDARDS ACT 
Recent indictments of individ-

uals for illegal grain inspection 
practices in New Orleans and oth-
er ports have raised loud cries for 
federal or state operation of the 
inspection program. I think that 
the majority of the American pub-
lic knows that government involve-
ment is not necessarily the best 
way to solve a problem. In fact, 
government attempts to solve re-
latively isolated problems caused 
by a small minority frequently 
make operations for the majority 
of honest businessmen ever more 
burdensome. 

The ouse Agriculture Commit-
tee, of which I am a member, has 
just completed an extensive sche-
dule of hearings concerning the 
scope of the grain inspection prob-
lem and will shortly be fashioning 
a bill to deal with irregularities 
that have been uncovered. 

When the committee actually be-
gins to draft the bill's language I 
will support strengthening crim-
inal penalties in the present Grain 
Standards Act, as wet] as several 
other minor changes. I will do 
whatever I C231 to assure that go-
vernment involvement is held to 
an absolute minimum.
