(NAPS)—Migraine is a perva-

sive condition. It imposes both 
social and economic strains on 
patient, family, friends, coworkers 
and society in general. Recent stud-
ies have indicated that the majority 
of sufferers do not seek help and 
that the prevalence of migraine is 
on the rise in the United States. 

Each year, more than 17 per-
cent of women and five percent of 
men in the United States report 
one or more migraine headaches. 
This means that 8.7 million 
women and 2.6 million men are 
moderately to severely disabled by 
migraine headache annually. 

Yet, migraine still is underdiag-
nosed and undertreated by health-
care professionals. Its cause and 
cure are still scientific mysteries 
and there are many questions 
without answers. In my practice, I 
am asked a variety of questions by 
patients about migraine. 

A question I have been asked a 
lot recently is, "I've heard about a 
nasal spray pain reliever that 
relieves pain fast; what is it and 
how does it work?" The question 
often comes from patients who 
have not responded to sumatrip-
tan, a new migraine medication. 

In fact, sumatriptan is consid-
ered by many to be a break-
through drug for migraine pain. It 
is the most recent drug to be 
developed specifically to treat the 
entire migraine process. For many 
patients, sumatriptan starts work-
ing within ten minutes and pro-
vides relief for more than 70 per-
cent of patients within one hour. 
Side effects generally include tem-
porary injection-site reactions, 
feelings of flushing, dizziness, 
warmth and heaviness, and tin-
gling or tightness in various parts 
of the body, including the chest 
with the remote possibility of car-
diovascular events. 

For patients who do not respond 
to sumatriptan, and for those for 
whom the drug is medically 
unsafe, and for patients for whom 
other abortive drugs do not work, 
there is a nasal spray that is often 
an excellent treatment for the 
rapid and convenient relief of 
migraine pain. 

Butorphanol tartrate is avail-
able in a nasal spray, a new drug 
delivery system, for relieving vari- 

ous types of pain. It offers rapid 
long-acting relief from moderate 
to-severe pain in a convenien 
dosage form ideally suited for out 
patient use. It is particularly effec 
tive in the outpatient management 
of migraine pain. The nasal spray 
can be self-administered in any 
setting, thereby often avoiding the 
need for expensive emergency 
room or office visits. 

Technically, butorphanol tar-
trate is an opioid analgesic and is 
part of a large group of com-
pounds in widespread clinical use. 
The most common side effect asso-
ciated with the nasal spray pain 
reliever is drowsiness. Other sig-
nificant side effects reported dur-
ing clinical studies were dizziness 
and nausea and/or vomiting. 

When patients are suffering 
debilitating migraine pain, they 
want relief fast. In many cases, 
the nasal spray will provide rapid 
and convenient relief from this 
pain. Because it is comparable in 
potency to an injection of an opi-
oid analgesic, I advise patients not 
to drive or operate dangerous 
equipment immediately following 
medication with the nasal spray. 

Although migraine continues to 
be somewhat of a mystery, the 
answer to the number one ques-
tion "Do I have to suffer with my 
headache pain?," is no. The first 
step to finding relief is to ask a 
family physician or a headache 
specialist, "What can I do to get 
relief from the headache pain?" 
There is no need to suffer. There 
are medications and other thera-
pies to help relieve the pain. See 
your MD (Migraine Doctor). 

Brian E. Mondell, M.D., is 
medical director of the Baltimore 
Headache Institute. A neurologist, 
Dr. Mondell is assistant professor 
of Neurology at The John Hopkins 
University School of Medicine. 

If recent fire trends continue, 
Texas fire fighters can expect to 
battle nearly 14,000 fires during 
January and February this year. 
Four out of every ten of these 
fires will be outdoors. 

"Texas faces a unique outdoor 
fire threat during winter," said 
Michael E. Hines, executive 
director of the Texas Commission 
in Fire Protection. "Dry, 
dormant plants provide the fuel, 
and high winds fan the flames. A 
tossed match or a smoldering 
cigarette in these conditions can 
spell disaster." 

In January and February of 
1992 (the most recent year for 
which complete fire statisitcs are 
available), almost 6,500 outdoor 
fires occured across the state. 
Most of the fires were in empty 
fields and vacant Iota, and along 
the roads and highways. Seven 
civilians and six fire fighters 
sufferes injuries in these fires. 

In their reports to the Texas 
Fire Incident Reporting System, 
fire departments indicated that in 
fires for which the cause was 
known, more than half were 
either deliberately set or had 
suspicious origins. 

The departments attributed an 
additional one-third of outdoor 
fires to carelessness or misuse of 
fire, including 375 fires caused by 
improper handling of cigarettes 
and other smoking materials. 

Children playing with fire 
started almost 200 outdoors fires 
in the same time period. High 
winds caused 31 fires, and 24 
fires thought to be extinguished 
rekindled themselves. 

The Texas Commission on 1 

Fire Protection would like to ask 
everyone to help minimize the 
threat of outdoor fires this winter. 

The commission recommends 
these precautions: 

*Store matches and lighters 
out of children's reach. 

*If you smoke in the car, use 
your ashtray. Don't toss cigarette 
butts out the window. 

*Inspect elcetric and gas-
powered outdoor tools 
frequently, and follow safety 
precautions. 

*Take extra care with 
barbecue grills and campfires. 
Never leave outdoor fires 
unattended. Pour water on the 
embers, and check to make sure 
that ashes have completely 
cooled before leaving. 

*Report suspicious activities to 
local law enforecment authorities 
or fire officials, or call the Arson 
Reward Hotline at 1 -800-835-
6422.
