service. The Scotts published 
the papers for 17 years. Mrs. 

Scott was editor of the Qui-
taque Post and Mr. Scott editor 
of the Turkey Enterprise. 

In 1954, Mr. Scott suffered a 
severe illness and was unable 
to continue his work on the 
papers. As a consequence they 
moved to Plainview after sell-
ing the Post and Enterprise. In 
1956 Mrs. Scott became 
Women's Editor for the Plain-
view Herald and held this posi-
tion for 8 years when she re-

tired to Albuquerque to be near 
her daughters

The vehicle was totally 
demolished. 

Around 12:30 while at the 
scene, Sheriff Roehr received a 
call of another accident at Sil-

verton, Brad West's pickup left 
the road and rolled over one 

time landing on its top. Jaws of 
life were used to retrieve the 
victim, transported to Amarillo 

by Silverton Ambulance Serv-
ice. The pickup was 
totaled.This wreck was worked 

by DPS Troopers Gordon 

Wade and Dude Speed, Bill 
Boling and Dick Roehr.

Park FeesTo 
Change In 
September 

After months of discussion 

and public input, the Texas 
parks and Wildlife Department 

has set new fees for Texas' 

state parks. Entrance fees will 
increase to a maximum of $5 at 

the most popular parks, while 
camping fees at some less vis-

ited parks will stay at their 
current rate. 

The department was very 
sensitive to the impacts in-
creased fees would have on 

visitation (21 million people 
visited Texas parks last year), 
and that's why most fees were 
raised only $1 or $2," said Ex-
ecutive Director Andrew San-

son. ''We needed to raise fees 

without running people out of 
the parks." Park fees were last 
increased in 1986. 

Some parks will not see any 
camping fees increased. Also, 
lower prices on weekdays will 
be a bargain for senior citizens 

and others who can visit dur-
ing the week. Department of-
ficials hope this will encourage 
increased visitation duringtra-
ditionally slower periods. 

Caprock Canyons will have 
a fee of $5 for weekend entry 

with $3 during the week daily 
entry. 

Increasing state park fees 
was first discussed during the 
Jan. 24 commission meeting in 

Austin. The fee increases are 

necessary because of declining 
revenues and the department's 
goal of eliminatingdependance 
on general revenue funds.

June Best Month For 
Bagworm Control 

Bagworms are one of the major 
pests of junipers and other trees 
and shrubs in Texas. Spring hatch 
began in early May on the South 
Plains this year. Hatching is usu-
ally completed in about three 
weeks. Insecticide control is most 
effective in early June when the 
bagworms are small, according to 
Curtis Preston, county Extension 
agent. 

In spring, bagworm larvae 
emerge from hatching eggs inside 
last year's bags and begin feeding 
on leaves. They soon begin to con-
struct their own protective bag of 

silk, twigs and leaves, making them 
camouflaged and hard to see. as 
the larvae and their bags continue 
to grow, control becomes more dif-
ficult. 

Bagworms feed throughout the 
summer months, building their 
bags until the bags are about 1/12 
inches long. In the fall, the 
bagworms become adults, mate and 
the females lay eggs inside their 
bags. They then overwinter as 
eggs in these bags in trees and 
shrubs. Each overwintering fe-
male bag on a tree contains from 
500 to 1500 eggs. 

Since the bagworm only com-
pletes one generation a year and 
spreads very slowly from plant to 
plant, picking the bags off infested 
plants in the winter will help a lot 
toward controlling this pest. But if 
bagworms were present on the 
plant last year and control meas-
ures were not applied, chances are 
very good that an insecticide will 
be needed this spring. 

Insecticides which can be used 
to control bagworms include sevin, 
dursban, diazinon, malathion and 

orthene. The biological insecticide 
Bacillus thuriengensis can also be 
used. To obtain effective control, 
thorough coverage of the foliage is 
important. The addition of a small 
amount of liquid soap or surfac-
tant to the spray solution will 
improve control because it helps 
adhere the insecticide to the treated 
trees and shrubs. Alwaysread and 
follow label instructions when 
applying insecticides.

Lawn care 
may be taxable 

If you hire someone to take care of 

your lawn and landscaping, you may 

have to pay sales tax for their ser-

vices. There is an exemption on lawn 

services provided by neighborhood 

kids under the age of 18 and older 

adults age 65 or older. 

Youngsters don't have to collect 

sales tax on yard work as long as their 

income is less than $1,000 during the 

preceding calendar quarter. 
Lawn care services by older adults 

qualify for tax exemption if their to-

tal receipts for lawn care and land-

scaping during the previous four cal-

endar quarters were $5,000 or less. 

Lawn care services don't include 

mowing street and highway rights-

of-way for government agencies, 

mowing cemeteries, mowing or fer-

tilizing farm or forest land and trim-

ming trees away from utility lines. 

Although similar to lawn mainte-

nance, these services are not lawn 

care and aren't taxable. 

During the 20's and 30's era, 
there were several service stations 
and two of the empty buildings are 
still standing at the corners of the 
Flomot intersection. Former own-
ers were Bert Cloyd, Robert Amick, 

Don Wedeman, J. L. Kuydendall, 
Jr. and co-owners, Robert Thomas 
and Arden Cloyd. These men would 

scratch their heads over the mod-

ern stations that offer just about 
everything except a pump jockey 

to fill your tank and check your 
vehicles for vital fluids! Their little 
buildings had white and regular 
gasoline pumps, a kerosene pump 

and a barrel of water near by with 
a rag to wash your windshield. It 
was the place to stop on a hot 
summer day for a glass bottle of 

soda pop you extracted from a rusty 
old case holding several bottles and 
a chunk of ice left that morning by 
the iceman. If you were hungry, 
drop a penny into the old peanut 
globe for the stale goobers left there 
months ago. 

The Will Franklin (Bill) Allen 
family will be remembered as 
owners of a hotel in Flomot, a drug 
store, and Mr.. Allen as the mail 
carrier from Matador to Flomot 

during the years 1922-1930. Mrs. 
Allen operated the fourteen room, 
two story Flomot Hotel that had an 
elegant dining room with a beauti-
ful crystal chandelier. She served 
three meals a day. People would 
travel from near and far to stay 

here. The Allen Drug Store had 
small round marble topped tables 
encircled by black iron swirl chairs. 

Many flavors of ice cream scooted 
across a long thick marble counter 
in front of a soda fountain. A huge 

mirror was behind the counter on 

the wall. The Aliens moved to 
Flomot in 1916. Mrs. Allen died in 

May 1936 at Flomot and Mr. Allen 

died in 1937. 

Would you believe Flomot had 

numerous stores that sold grocer-
ies in 1920's and 30's and not a 
single one today?? Some of the 

stores were on the west side and 
others east side of town square. 

The majority of the customers who 

had large families replenished their 

pantries with canned goods by the 
case and 100 pound sacks of flour. 
Those behind the counter would 
put the customer'sname on a credit 

slip until harvest of crops or take a 
partial payment during the depres-
sion and droughts. 

Store owners during these dec-
ades were J.L. Kuykendall, Sr., M. 
J. Trice, Ralph Merrett, J. R. 

McAtee and Son, E. B. Hewitt, W. 
W. Hunt who sold his Mercantile 
Store to A. J. Hudson. Mr. Hudson 
also had a Produce Market and 

bought eggs, cream and butter. 
This empty building is still stand-

ing in Flomot. The Cunningham 
Grocery and Variety Store had a 
long enclosed candy glass case. It 
caught the eyes of the children 
when buying school supplies. Af-
ter much debating, they would 
leave the store with a big sack of 
candy for just 5 cents. 

The M. J. Pyron family had a 

large home that accommodated a 
meat market, cafe and telephone 

exchange. Mrs. Pyron was known 
for her good coconut pies. 

Families put up individual 
owned telephone lines and crank 

type telephones. To make a long 

distance call, they had to go to the 
Pyron telephone switchboard in 
Flomot. Service was established 
in 1967 with the Caprock Tele-
phone Company of Spur. Joe Degan 

has served on the board of direc-
tors since its inception as the Flo-
mot and Whiteflat representative. 

Mr. and Mrs. Eugene Martin, 

known as Uncle Gene and Aunt 
Jane, had a rooming house where 
the teacherslivedandacafe. When 
serving meals during the cotton 
ginning season, Uncle Gene would 
stand in front of the cafe and wave 
a white cuptowel to let the public 
know they were ready to serve the 

noon meal! 
The most extravagant enter-

tainment in Flomot, 1927-1929, 
was the Wedeman Movie Theater. 
Mrs. Dan (Thula) Wedeman 

showed western and comedy si-
lent films on Friday night, 
Saturday afternoons and night. 

Favorites of movie fans were Char-

lie Chaplin, Tom Mix, and Hopa-
long Cassidy. 

After the stock market crash in 
October 1929, the "picture show" 

closed. Pentacostal church serv-
ices and Sunday singing conven-
tions were held in the building. In 

the mid '30's, they had dances here 
on Saturday nights with bands 
from Quitaque and Turkey, i ncluld-

ing Bob Wills. 

They had two doctors, Dr. Stalp 

and Dr. Sherman. The pharma-

cist, R.. A. Hill became a doctor in 
later years. The doctors had offices 
on the top floor of the only three 

story building in Flomot. a Mr. 
Thompson in 1930-32, had a drug 

store on the bottom floor. The 
second floor was the 100F Lodge 
facilities, who owned the building. 

The Flomot Barbershop had 

three barbers, A.L. Clements, 
Warren Clements, and Homer 
Kinger. John M. Graves had a 

Blacksmith Shop and grist mill. 
When he and his wife moved to 
Silverton in 1922, their son, Dud-

ley Graves operated the businesses. 

Other places of business during 
this twenty year span in Flomot 
were the Farmer's Cafe, S. W. 

Jones, known for his good steak 
dinner; Flomot Drug Store, Clin-
ton Ellis; Tourist Garage, Wingo 

and Son; Flomot Dai ry, J. H. Hines; 
Tipton's Hamburgers, A.A. Tipton; 
Colonial Cafe, J. L. Boyd; H-ton 

Theater, Paul Landry; and Case 
and Orr Quick Service Station. 

Residents of Flomot who have 
served as Motley County Commis-
sioners of Precinct 2 were W. J.
