Waste--now that is an unpleasant sounding word-- Why do we 

have to ever use it? Today waste is a terrible problem that is raising 
up its ugly head in all of our communities, no matter how small. 

Waste is also one of the big money makers in our world of today. 

Each day more new "throw away" "handy" products are put on the 
market. Perhaps they do make life easier today but in the long run 

are they worth the cost? The damage that the disposal of the "throw 

sways" do; the expense of purchasing a product that you can use 

only once and then dispose of; the expense of having to pay to have 
the handy " throw away" carted away by the santitation depart-
ment; thet of the trash then being hauled to a landfill perhaps 

miles away from the site of the original use. Is this "handy" item 

really worth all of this trouble? 
Other wastes we never seem to think of is the paper waste--

34.1% of the trash hauled away is of paper or pasteboard--Just 

think how many trees could be saved if we can solve the problem of 
all this waste paper. Plastics account for 19.9% of the trash to be 
carried away. Glass is only 2.0% while metals account for 12.0%. 

Food waste is 3.3 % and yard waste is 10.3%.
