The 14,000-acre park composed 
of a 70-acre lake and Caprock 
country will furnish fishermen, 
hikers, campers and sightseers an 
opportunity to view the Texas 
High Plains country when it is 
completed. 

"The park lake opened June 20, 
1975 and visiting hours wild be 
from 8:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. daily, 
Dennis Wynn, new manager of 
the park said. 

"Boats 19 feet or longer and 
motors of 12 horsepower or more 
shall not be permitted on Lake 
Theo," Wynn continued. "This 
rule is in the state park regula-
tions for all lakes under 225 sur-
face acres in size." 

Other restrictions for Lake Theo 
include no water skiing and every 
boat shall carry a U. S. Coast 
Guard approved life saving device 
for each person and each child 12 
years of age or younger shall wear 
a U. S. Coast Guard approved life 
saving device while on the lake. 

No overnight camping will be 
permitted until facilities are com-
pleted by the parks division.

-Heaviest reports came from Tur-
key proper where from three to 
four inches was reported Sunday 
night and more Monday night. In 
Quitaque around half an inch fell 
Sunday night and nearly two inch-
es was recorded Monday night. Al-
most everyone has reported receiv-
ing around two inches or more. 

The big question now for farm-
ers is what to plant. Some will 
go ahead and plant some cotton, 
although the elements will have 
to be very cooperative for cotton 
to make now. However, a crop of 
some kind will be planted now. A 

week ago that was not a certainty 
for it was simply too day and it 
did not look like it was going to 
rain. This has been one of the 
dryest springs here in this parti-
cular area that most anyone can 
remember, only a couple of wit 
showers falling recently.

When we left, 
it was raining and hailing some-
thing terrible. It was just an aw-
ful night."

Sorghum planted in a field of 

plastic? That's one of the possi-
bilities being studied by research 
groups now taidng a hard look 
at a variety of water conservation 
programs. Experiments have ac-
tually been done in the Oklahoma 
Panhandle whereby plots were cov-
ered by large plastic sheets . . . 
holes cut in the plastic for the 
plants and irrigation water sup-
plied under the plastic. Results ... 
less than half the normal water 
required. Costs . . . terrible. So 
the search goes on with new at-
tention focused on special breed-
ing for water retention an im-
proved plant utilization. Tests at 
Oklahoma State University report-
edly indicated that as much as two 
inures of water a year can be sav-
ed by planting sorghum in rows 
running north and south rather 
than east and west. Direction of 
rows, spacing of furrows and de-
velopment of new breeds are all 
subjects the sorghum producer 
will be hearing a lot more about 
... especially if the weather fore-
ca..1 rs arc right.
