City Of Quitaque 
To Host Meeting 

The City of Quitaque will be 
hosting a public information 
program on yard waste reduc-
tion alternatives on January 23, 
1997, starting at 7 p.m. in the 
bank room of the First National 
Bank of Quitaque. 

The purpose of this program 
is to inform area residents of the 
various options available to them 
for cutting down on the volumes 
of grass trimmings and wood/ 
brush waste that are currently 
being hauled to the landfill in 
Tulia for disposal. 

The city hopes to coopt resi-
dent support for these programs 
because of the potential savings 
they can generate in reduced 
hauling and disposal costs and 
because the programs offer resi-
dents an opportunity to benefi-
cially reuse a valuabale resource 
that would otherwise be buried 
in the landfill. 

The City of Quitaque is ex-
tending an invitation to the resi-
dents of Quitaque, Silverton and 
Turkey to come and be a part of 
this learning experience. 

The workshop is being con-
ducted as part of the City's wood/ 
brush waste reduction project 
which was funded through the 
Texas Natural Resource Con-
servation Commission. 

Hall County's 
December Sales 
Tax Payment Up 

John Sharp, State Comp-
troller of Public Accounts, 
delivered a total of $158.9 mil-
lion in December sales tax 
payments to 1,084 Texas cities 
and 117 counties. 

The December payments to 
Texas cities and counties 
include sales taxes collected by 
monthly filers in October and 
reported to the Comptroller in 
November. 

Hall County 1996 payments 

totaled $235,900.43 compared 
to the 1995 total payment of 
$230,466.19 and an increase of 
2.35 percent. 

For the year of 1996, Estel-
line has received $10,296.48, 
which is an increase of 2.50 
percent over the payment in 
1995. 

Turkey received $12,116.05 
as compared to $12,085.92 in 
1995, an increse of 0.24 per-
cent. 

Lakeview has received 
$1,474.20 which is an increase 
of 9.70 percent increase over 
the 1995 payment. 

Memphis received $212,013, 
which is an increase of 2.42 
percent over the payment in 
1995. 

Donley County was up 
55.07 percent; Childress 
County was up 5.92 percent 
and Collingsworth County was 
up 8.62 percent.

'Wealthy" Districts 
Not Always Rich 

Lt. Governor Bob Bullock Fri-
day said an analysis of nearly 
100 school districts that are re-
quired by the "Robin Hood" law 
to share property tax money 
with Texas' poorer school dis-
tricts shows more than half have 
per capita personal income be-
low the state average. 

"This pokes a hole in the idea 
that many so-called rich dis-
tricts are filled with rich people," 
Bullock said. He said 54 of the 
91 school districts subject to the 
state's Robin Hood funding law 
have per capita income of less 
than $19,716 based on the coun-
ty census figures where the dis-
tricts are located. 

"Property wealth that can 
come from a major industry, a 
plant or oil wells does not al-
ways mean the people are rich. 
That is as good a reason as any 
to re-examine the state's Robin 
Hood school funding law. It's 
good evidence that the system 
is not the fairest way to fund 
education," he said. 

Bullock again has urged law-
makers to take a look at the 
state's Robin Hood provisions 
that require 91 Texas school dis-
tricts to send tax money to oth-
er schools.
