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Quitaque's City Council 
Adopts New Budget 

Quitaque City Council adopted the proposed budget for 1996-
97 in their June 24 meeting. The city's fiscal year ended June 30, 
and the new year began July 1, 1996. 

The newly adopted budget totals $188,525, a $13,228 increase 
over that of 1995-96, which was $175,297. 

Total revenue expected for the 1996.97 year amounts to 
$189,800, as compared to last year's $177,150. 

The current tax rate is $0.4795, up just 3% from the old tax 
rate, according to Maria Cruz, city secretary.

Eunice graduated from 
Turkey High School in 1934. 
Moaelle called Reddeil Irby, 
Squint Hous, who was out of town 
and Buster Hanna all graduated 
with the group. Eunice lived with 
her Uncle Ike Jay, Superintend-
ent, and his wife taught also. 

"Keep it son, we'll look at it when 
we get ack home!" Back at home 
in Turkey, they lay out their 
findings and talk as to what the 
colored rock might be. 

Years later one of the two sons 
would say to me, "Rocks probably 
led me into the job I have today 
and also my brother into his 
university job at British Co-
lumbia. Looking closely at the 
colors, shapes, and shining fac-
ets on the rocks can give insights 
into wonderful worlds." He is 
now the Executive Director of 
the Texas Historical Commis-
sion. Another boy would hunt 
rocks with his dad and wonder 
down to visit the other boys at 
the little museum. He now is the 
Assistant State Archaeologist. 
"Know who they are?" Both of 
these men are helping us in our 
direction and planning for the 
museum here in Turky. 

At the present time we have a 
building on main street of Tur-
key and are in hopes of securing 
it. After securing the building 
we can apply for a grant. If 
anyone would like to help with 
the purchase of this buidling, 
funds will be accepted at the 
bank here in Turkey. We would 
like anyone interested to come 
to the next meeting and we ap-
preciate everyone for attending 
the meeting and for their inter-
est in the project.

In other 
words if you have a mind to 
preserve a child's life, then you 
want to train him. In doing this 
he will learn good things that 
will prevent him from losing his 
life. 

If the purpose to have a mu -

seum or library is just for enter-
tainment, then youhave another 
pretty building full of books and 
rocks. If the purpose is to train 
folks, then you have a place for 
building relationships. In the 
latter, you have like minded 
people putting their time and 
money in a project with as to 
how" in mind, can present this 
to families and their children 
with not only teaching what life 
is, but how to live it. 

In life, prevention proceeds 
restoration. After spending over 
thirty years working with bat-
tered, abused, abandoned, and 
drugged children I have learned 
it's easier to keep a child by 
training him or her up in the 
way, prevention, rather than 
trying to restore him out of 
"what" all kids are lost in today. 

Memories presented in grace 
secure the heart. Memories are 
the essence of relationships. 
Things found and displayed and 
or read remind, bring back, and 
or make memories. They are 
part of the wholeness that 
makes for a child that is at peace 
with himself. If you think back, 
the very foundation upon which 
you have built your life has a 
corner stone. No so much of 
things, but of those who pre-
sented them. 

I know of another place at one 
time in Turkey in which a man 
would let school children pick a 
rock from his collection...Can 
see him in my mind's eye, a hand 
made wooden frame with chicken 
wire stretched over it to sift 
through sand, stopping here and 
there to pick out small bits and 
pieces of broken flint and pot-
tery. Near him is two sons, one 
of which holds up a brightly 
colored rock and says, "Hey Dad, 
look at this!" The father replys,
