Mrs. Taylor said police told 
Clardy'sfamily that the suspects 
probably knew Ms. Brown and 
Clardy because there was no sign 
of forced entry at the apartment. 

Clardy, who was born in Lock-
ney, grew up in Quitaque and 
was graduated from Valley High 
School in 1991. Mrs. Taylor said 
he moved to Dallas soon after 
his graduation. 

"Bubba," as Clardy was 
known by friends and family, 
was remembered as a gifted 
athlete by one of his former 
coaches at Valley High School. 

"He played football and was a 
good running back, but track 
was really his sport," said Rick 
Price, an assistantfootball coach 
at Valley from 1986 through 
1990, "he went to the state track 
meet in the 200 (meters) and 
was on the sprint relay team 
that went to state. 

"He was a good athlete, and a 
nice, quiet kid, too. He was a 
yes-sir, no-sir kind of kid. You 
really had to work on him to get 
him to say much else." 

Clardy had been working at a 
restaurant across the street from 
his apartment, which was in the 
8300 block of Park Lane, police 
said. Ms. Brown worked at a 
Pizza Hut nearby. 

The murders were discovered 
when a neighbor and a co-worker 
looked through the apartment 
window and saw Clardy's body 
lying on the floor in a pool of 
blood, according to a story in 
The Dallas Morning News. 

Ms Brown's body was found 
in a closet, the story said. 

Ms. Brown, a Dallas native, 
was several months' pregnant 
when she died, according to Mrs. 
Taylor and the police report. Ms . 

Brown and Clardy had planned 
to marry in March, when the 
baby was due, Mrs. Taylor said . 

Charged in the deaths were 
Johnny Aaron Sanders, 22 and 
Conquista Desheon Ellison, 19, 
both of Dallas. They turned 
themselves in to the Dallas Po-
lice Department on Monday. The 
police report said. They could 
face a maximum sentence of 
death or life in prison if con-
victed of capital murder.
