With dry conditions and an abundance of grass wildfires can spring up quickly. Obaserve burn bans in your 
area. 

Texas Wildfire Risk Can Be 
Reduced With Action Now 

Dangerous. That's the word fire officials and rangeland management specialists use to describe the combination of heavy 
grass growth and dry conditions that exist now over much of Texas. Big rains in 2007 produced a lot of grass and other vegeta-
tion, which now amounts to dry tinder in much of the state. 

"In the past year, most of Texas has been blessed with abundant rainfall. However, with abundant rainfall has come large 
amounts of grass growth," said Bob McCan of Victoria, president of the Texas Coalition of the Grazing Lands Conservation 
Initiative. 

"And because of the high fuel loads and the weather fluctuations, the serious situation is expected to remain through March, 
in spite of occasional moisture" said Dr. Wayne Hanselka, Texas Cooperative Extension range specialist in Corpus Christi. "An 
inch of rain will not last long with high winds and low humidity." 

According to Kent Ferguson, state range management specialist for the Natural Resources Conservation Services in Temple, 
"Managing grass fuels is very important right now. Some things to be done include mowing road ditches, being careful with 
outdoor burning, being watchful of catalytic converters, plowing or blading fireguards, and using prescribed burning." 

It may seem ironic or contradictory to people unfamiliar with prescribed fire as a land management tool, but properly planned 
and implemented prescribed burns can actually decrease wildfire danger by reducing fuel loads such as dry grass. However, it is 
important that prescribed burns be properly planned and carried out by those with knowledge and experience in the use of fire 
as a management tool, Hanselka said. 

"A group of interested persons met recently to begin addressing the issue of fire safety and the proper use of prescribed 
burning," McCan said. "This alliance included private individuals, Grazing Lands Conservation Initiative, Texas Cooperative 
Extension, Texas Forest Service, Natural Resources Conservation Service, Texas Ag Experiment Station, Texas Parks and Wild-
life, Texas Department of Agriculture, Texas Nature Conservancy and the Welder Wildlife Foundation. Our purpose is to make 
people aware of the good information that is available." 

There are many techniques to provide fire protection as well as conduct a safe prescribed burn. 
Dr. Butch Taylor, at a recent tour for the Edwards Plateau Prescribed Burn Association, offered this technique: "Ranchers and 

others wanting fire protection can install two parallel dozer lines, then burn between them under carefully chosen conditions. 
This creates a blackline. The distance between the lines can be about 100 feet for grass fuel, but should be at least 500 feet for 
volatile fuels or more sensitive areas. This not only provides a margin of safety from wildfire but allows a rancher to conduct a 
prescribed burn at the time and condition of their own choosing." 

Applicable laws and other prescribed burn information can be found on the Texas Interagency Coordination Center Web site. 
Additional information about protecting against wildfires can be found through the Texas Forest Service. 

Comptroller Susan Combs Delivers First 
Support Group 	Local Sales Tax Allocations of 2008 

Comptroller Susan Combs announced this week that the state collected $1.83 billion in sales 
tax revenue in December, up 9.1 percent compared to December 2006. Motley and Hall coun-
ties showed a decrease overall, and Briscoe county was up from the same time last year. 

Combs sent cities, counties, transit systems and special purpose taxing districts their first 
sales tax allocations of 2008 — $448.3 million, up 7.3 percent compared to January 2007. 

"Since the state's 2008 fiscal year began last September, sales tax collections are up 7.3 per-
cent compared to the same point in fiscal 2007," Combs said. "While increases have moderated 
compared to those of the past two years, solid sales tax growth continues." 

Comptroller Combs sent January sales tax allocations of $303.2 million to Texas cities, up 
7.4 percent compared to January 2007. Texas counties received sales tax payments of $26.8 
million, up 5.7 percent compared to last January. 

December state sales tax collections and January allocations to local governments represent 
sales that occurred in November.

Agriculture Commissioner 

Todd Staples touted the work 
ethic of Texas farmers and 
ranchers Tuesday discussing 
an economic milestone. For 
the first time in history, state-
wide agriculture production in 
2007 contributed more than 
$100 billion to the Texas 
economy. 

"All Texans should be proud 
of the dedicated men and 
women who live and breathe 
agriculture daily, providing 
food and fiber to feed and 
clothe their fellow Texans," 
Staples said at the Texas A&M 
AgriLife Conference at Texas 
A&M University. 

Texas leads the nation in the 
number of cattle, horses, goats, 
sheep and deer. The state also 
ranks first in production of cot-
ton, wool, mohair and hay. The 
Texas agriculture industry em-
ploys nearly 2 million Texans, 
contributing approximately 9 
percent of the gross state prod-
uct. 

"Folks, it's an amazing story 
to tell," Staples said. "We have 
to tell it everyday, and the key 
is to tell the story effectively 
and get people's attention." 

One in seven individuals in 
Texas are employed "in some 
form of agriculture," and ev-
eryone in the industry has to 
be involved in branding, mar-
keting and selling, Staples said. 

"Each of us have to energize 
our agricultural industry, ex-
cite the public and tell them 
how breakthroughs make their 
lives better," he said. 

Dr. Elsa Murano, president 
of Texas A&M University and 
former vice chancellor and 
dean of agriculture and life sci-
ences, told attendees that 
"your work is life enhancing, 
and I certainly value the rec-
ognition you bring to Texas 
A&M University." 

Promoting partnerships 
and collaborative work among 
the colleges at Texas A&M is 
one of many goals Murano out-
lined. She touted Texas A&M's 
bioenergy alliance, an ongoing 
research program investigat-
ing alternative fuels among 
both the agriculture and engi-
neering programs, as a lead 
example. 

U.S. Rep. Chet Edwards, D-
Waco, who received the Texas 
A&M AgriLife Outstanding 
Public Servant Award, also 
emphasized the importance of 
telling Americans how impor-
tant agriculture is and how it 
plays a key role in daily life. 

"It's more important than 
ever to tell the positive impact 
of AgriLife," he said. "Strong 
values come from rural life, 
and it may depend on how well 
we tell the story agriculture is 
life."

Improving 
Balance At 

Any Age With 
Exercise 

Newswise — As people age, 
balance sometimes gets shaky. 
Vision problems, loss of 
strength, side effects of medi-
cation or some medical condi-
tions can result in unsteadiness 
in older adults. 

But with practice, people of 
any age can improve balance, 
according to a report in the No-
vember issue of Mayo Clinic 
Health Letter. 

The newsletter offers these 
suggestions to exercise the 
sense of balance: 

Many types of physical ac-
tivity: Walking or any exercise 
that gets a person's arms and 
legs moving in coordination 
improves balance. Exercise 
helps work the muscles and 
stimulate the nerve communi-
cation needed for balance and 
coordination. 

Everyday balance exercises: 
Balancing on one foot and then 
the other is good practice. A 
good time to do this is while 
doing dishes or brushing teeth. 
A more advanced exercise is to 
walk heel-toe, heel-toe as if 
walking on a line. 

Advanced balance training: 
A personal trainer or physical 
therapist may suggest more ad-
vanced balance exercises, 
which can incorporate a large, 
inflatable "stability" ball or a 
balance trainer, such as a half-
ball attached to a flat base.

State's Agricultural Agencies 
Change Names, Renew Missions 

Two state agricultural agencies that have served Texans for 
a combined 224 years are beginning 2008 with new names and 
renewed missions. 

Texas AgriLife Research is the new name for the Texas Agri-
cultural Experiment Station, which annually conducts more 
than $150 million in agriculture and life sciences research in 
such areas as improving food and fiber production, enhancing 
human and animal health, and conserving water, soils, wildlife 
and other natural resources. 

The Texas AgriLife Extension Service is the new name of 
Texas Cooperative Extension, which provides Texans in all 254 
counties with objective, research-based education programs and 
services in agriculture and natural resources, 4-H and youth 
development, family and consumer sciences, and community 
economic development. 

"We are making these changes to better communicate the 
life-sustaining and life-changing impacts that both AgriLife 
Research and AgriLife Extension deliver to the people of Texas 
and beyond," said Dr. Mark Hussey, director of AgriLife Re-
search. 

Both agencies remain members of The Texas A&M Univer-
sity System, with the same commitment to their partners, cli-
ents and mission. 

"But we also want to tell our story to a larger audience and a 
changing state population, attract new resources and build new 
partnerships, while strengthening our existing ones," Hussey 
said. "In this way, we hope to better serve the people of this 
great state." 

The name changes are part of a re-branding initiative launch-
ing this year after two years of study and planning. These ef-
forts were led by former vice chancellor Dr. Elsa Murano, who 
was named president of Texas A&M University on Jan. 3. 

"The re-branding efforts are centered on one foundational 
message: 'Agriculture is Life!'" Hussey said. "The central idea 
is that life itself is the core value that our agencies seek to sus-
tain and enhance. 

"People usually don't realize how much we all depend on 
agriculture and the life sciences. Discoveries and innovations 
in these fields directly impact the quality of the food we eat, the 
clothes we wear, the air we breathe, the water we drink, the 
homes we live in, and, more and more, even the fuels we pump 
into our vehicles." 

"This is more than a name change, or even a new logo de-
sign," said Dr. Ed Smith, director of AgriLife Extension. "These 
new brands will impact not only our marketing materials and 
signage, but also the way we position and prioritize our pro-
grams and work with our federal, state and county partners to 
serve the state of Texas. It is vitally important to tell our story 
and that people connect our agencies to the tremendous im-
pacts they have on the state." 

One of the drivers of the re-branding initiative was a market 
study that showed that the work of the research and extension 
agencies was not widely known across the state of Texas. 

"We hope to help people better understand the vital role that 
agriculture and life sciences still play in improving the pros-
perity of their lives," said Smith. "We believe that if they come 
to know us better, they will see that connection more clearly, 
even within a state population that is now 85 percent urban-
ized." 

AgriLife Research, established in 1887, employs a team of 
425 scientists on the campus of Texas A&M University and at 
13 centers across the state. Research has made many innova-
tive advances over the years, including development of the Texas 
1015 onion and the TAM Mild Jalapefio pepper, which revolu-
tionized the U.S. salsa industry. 

Current major research includes the efficient use and con-
servation of water resources, the development of fruits and veg-
etables with higher levels of disease-fighting compounds, and 
the adaptation of crops and other agricultural products for 
making biofuels. 

AgriLife Extension, established in 1915, provides Texans with 
continuing education programs and services. More than goo 
professional educators team with some 90,000 volunteers to 
serve families, youth, communities and businesses throughout 
the state. Some 600,000 children annually participate in 
Extension's 4-H and youth development programs. 

Sign-up Continues For Livestock 
& Crop Disaster Programs 

Sign-up continues for both Livestock (LCP) and Crop Disas-
ter (CDP) Programs. Producers interested in applying for ei-
ther program should call for an appointment to the Hall County 
FSA Office at 806-259-3579. At this time there is no deadline 
for either of these programs. A deadline will be established at a 
later date. 

LCP (2005-2007) provides benefits to livestock producers 
in designated disaster counties who suffered fee losses or in-
curred additional feed costs directly resulting from natural di-
sasters occurring between January 2, 2005 and February 28, 
2007. 

CDP provides benefits to farmers who suffered losses to the 
2005-2007 crops from natural disasters and related conditions. 
Producers who incurred qualifying losses in 2005, 2006, or 
2007 must choose only one year for which to receive benefits 
and may receive benefits for multiple crop losses if all were in 
the same crop year.

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Texas Agri e Extension 
Offering Online Courses For 
Small-Acreage Landowners 

Owners of small farms and ranches will soon have access to 
Web-based help for managing their land. 

Three online courses designed for agricultural novices will 
be offered by the Texas AgriLife Extension Service, beginning 
Jan. 22, said Rebecca Parker, AgriLife Extension's Dallas-based 
regional director of programs in agriculture and natural sci-
ence. 

The courses were organized to meet the demand for infor-
mation from the growing group of small-acreage landowners, 
said Parker, who cited the U.S. Department of Agriculture's 
2002 census of agriculture. 

The number of Texas farms with io to 49 acres grew by 13 
percent between 1997 and 2002, according to the census. By 
comparison, the number of farms with 2,000 acres or more re-
mained about the same. 

The new landowners are often city dwellers who buy rural 
property for retirement, an alternative source of income or a 
lifestyle change, Parker said. Unlike traditional farmers and 
ranchers, the landowners typically have jobs that provide pri-
mary sources of income. 

"They don't have an ag background, and they don't know how 
to decide what to do with their land," Parker said. "There's a 
whole group that we're not getting to because they don't have 
time for face-to-face educational programs." 

The course subjects were chosen based on the demand from 
landowners for information about those particular topics, 
Parker said. 

The courses cost $50 each. They are offered on the following 
dates: 

Resource Inventory - Jan. 22 — Feb. 22; March 3 - March 
31; April 21 — May 19; June 2 - June 3o. 

Beef Cattle Management - January 28 - March 7; March 24 
- May 2. 

Pasture Management - January 3o - February 29; March 12 
- April 18 

Landowners should take the Resource Inventory course first, 
Parker said. 

"It answers the question, 'I've got this land, now what do I 
do with it?' " she said. "We consider that the most important 
course."

AgriLife Extension plans to expand the course offerings to in-
clude horse production and rainwater harvesting, Parker said.

Helping farmers stay up on the latest trends in crop produc-
tion, marketing, and management is the number one goal of 
High Plains crop production conferences. Sponsored by Texas 
AgriLife Extension Service, the Conferences will once again of-
fer a bounty of useful production information for producers 
entering the 2008 growing season. 

For those that haven't heard, Texas AgriLife Extension Ser-
vice is the new name of Texas Cooperative Extension, which 
provides Texans in all 254 counties with non-biased, research-
based education programs and services in agriculture and natu-
ral resources, 4-H and youth development, family and consumer 
sciences, and community economic development. 

Also getting a new moniker is Texas AgriLife Research, for-
merly identified as the Texas Agricultural Experiment Station, 
which annually conducts more than $150 million in agricul-
ture and life-sciences research. 

This year's Extension conferences are scheduled at multiple 
locations throughout the area during the months of January 
and February to provide growers multiple opportunities to par-
ticipate without having to travel too far from home. 

By attending the conferences producers can also earn con-
tinuing education units (CEUs) necessary to maintain private 
and commercial applicator licenses.

Foundation Establishes 
Center For Natural Resources 

Kathleen Hartnett White, the former chair of the Texas Com-
mission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ), will join the Texas 
Public Policy Foundation's staff later this month as the Direc-
tor of its new Center on Natural Resources. 

"The Foundation has long been a respected and authorita-
tive voice on how to apply the concepts of free markets and lim-
ited government to public policy," Rollins said. "As the Legis-
lature continues to grapple with how best to ensure an adequate 
water supply and improved air quality for Texas' future, a grow-
ing number of legislators have asked us to engage and research 
these questions." 

"It is a rare opportunity when a state-level think tank can 
bring on board someone of Kathleen's caliber and experience," 
Rollins continued. "Her substantial policy knowledge will be a 
iremeadow  asset  as we search for sound policy solutions to 
this series of intriguing yet perplexing challenges." 

The Center% primary focus will be to illustrate why market 
mechanisms, performance based standards, property rights, 
and more rigorous scientific and risk-benefit analyses provide 
the most effective basis for environmental protection and are 
fundamental to sustaining the economic growth on which con-
tinual environmental improvement depends. Water policy will 
be one of the Center's core issues, while the Foundation's exist-
ing research on air quality, climate change, and energy will be 
transitioned over from its Center for Economic Freedom. 

White was appointed to the Texas Water Development Board 
in 1999. Gov. Rick Perry appointed her as a TCEQ commis-
sioner in October 2001, and designated her as its chair two years 
later. She did not seek re-appointment when her term expired 
last August. 

White was Director of Private Lands and the Environment 
for the National Cattlemen's Association in Washington, D.C. 
She has served as director of the Ranching Heritage Associa-
tion, and was a special assistant in the White House Office of 
the First Lady Nancy Reagan. She received her bachelor and 
master degrees from Stanford University. She also studied com-
parative religion at Princeton University and law at Texas Tech 
University. 

White contributed the article, "The New Value of Water," to 
the Foundation's August 2004 report, "Choppy Waters: Under-
standing the Challenges to Texas Water Policy." 

"I appreciate the positive impact that the Texas Public Policy 
Foundation has made on this state," White said. "I am extremely 
motivated to work with them to develop and advocate policies 
which harness the power and creativity of the free market to 
further improve our environmental quality. Win-win solutions 
are indeed possible." 

The Center for Natural Resources will be the Foundation's 
sixth policy center to be staffed on a full-time basis. The 
Foundation's other policy centers are: Economic Freedom, Edu-
cation Policy, Effective Justice, Fiscal Policy, and Health Care 
Policy.

Changes to Prevent Diabetes 
Newswise — New data suggests that 54 million Americans may be on track to develop diabetes within the next io years. 
They have prediabetes, a condition where blood sugar is higher than normal but not high enough to be classified as type 2 

diabetes. A special diabetes report in the November issue of Mayo Clinic Women's HealthSource covers prediabetes and what 
can be done to prevent it from becoming type 2 diabetes, a potentially debilitating and life-threatening disease. 

Overlooking prediabetes is easy, because often there are no symptoms. And blood tests for prediabetes aren't given routinely. 
People age 45 and older who have never been tested for diabetes should discuss prediabetes screening with a physician. A 

blood glucose test will likely be recommended for people who have any of these risk factors: 
— A family history of diabetes 
— A body mass index of 25 or higher 
—Low levels of high-den-

sity lipoprotein (HDL or 
"good") cholesterol and high 
triglycerides, another blood 
fat 

—High blood pressure 
—A history of gestational 

diabetes (diabetes during 
pregnancy) or giving birth to 
a baby weighing more than 9 
pounds 

— Polycystic ovary syn-
drome 

—An ethnicity that is dis-
proportionately affected by 
diabetes, including African-
American, American Indian, 
— Hispanic-American/Latino 
and Asian-American/Pacific 
Islander. 

For those who have predia-
betes, making healthy lifestyle 
changes can significantly re-
duce the risk of developing 
diabetes. One large research 
study found that diet and ex-
ercise that resulted in a 5 per-
cent to 7 percent weight loss 
could lower the risk of diabe-
tes in high-risk individuals by 
58 percent. For example, 
someone who weighs 20o 
pounds could potentially pre-
vent diabetes by losing just io 
to 15 pounds
