Special Fee To Be 

Collected on Receipts 
Briscoe County Tax Assessor-

Collector Arthur McJimsey has re-
ceived notification that a special 
$1.00 fee will be assessed against 
each delinquent tax receipt issued 
beginning February 1, 1972. 

The special fee will be payable 
along with the amount of delin-
quent taxes, interest and penalty.

Peanut Growers Vote 

By Mail Dec. 6-10 
Peanut growers will vote by 

mail in a referendum on having 
marketing quotas on their 1972, 
1973 and 1974 crops, says Louie 
Kitchens, chairman of the Bris-
coe County Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion and Conservation (ASC) Com-
mittee. The referendum dates 
have been set as December 6 
through 10, and ballots must be 
returned to the County ASCS Of-
fice—by mail or in person—by 
the December 10 deadline. 

"Growers have approved mar-
keting quotas for each year's pea-
nut crop since 1919. In the last 
three-year vote held in Decem-
ber 1968, 96.9% of the 50,358 
growers voting approved quotas. 
We are hopeful that all peanut 
growers will use the convenient 
mailing system to cast their bal-
lots this year," Mr. Kitchens said. 

A grower will be eligible to vote 
in the referendum if he is entit-
led to share in the 1971 peanut 
crop of a farm which produced 
more than one acre of nuts. A 
landlord of a standing rent, cash 
rent, or fixed rent tenant is not 
eligible to vote. — 

It takes a favorable vote by 
two-thirds of the growers voting in 
the referendum to approve mar-
keting quotas for the next three 
years. Whether or not quotas are 
approved, peanut acreage allot-
ments will remain in effect as a 
means of determining eligibility 
for government loans. 

Kitchens explained that if mar-
keting quotas stay in effect there 
will be marketing penalties on the 
peanuts produced in excess of a 
farm's allotment. Growers who do 
not exceed their allotments will 
be eligible for loans at 75% of 
parity. 

If more than one-third of the 
growers voting are opposed, mar-
keting quotas and penalties will 
not be in effect for the 1972 pea-
nut crop, and loans to growers 
who keep within their acreage al-
lotments will drop to 50% of par-
ity. In this case, another refer-
endum would be held in 1972 for 
the next three crops. 

Texas has received an allotment 
of 358,005 acres, which represents 
the State's share of the 1,610,000 
national acreage allotment. There 
are seven peanut farms in Briscoe 
County. Growers will receive no-
tice of their individual farm pea-
nut allotments prior to the refer-
endum. 

"Peanut farmers in the area 
should keep in mind the referen-
dum dates, and be sure to cast 
their votes by the December 10 
deadline. 

"All eligible farmers are en-
couraged to participate in the vo-
ting. ASCS closely adheres to the 
non-discrimination guidelines set 
up by the U. S. Department of Ag-

riculture. Every farmer in the 
county is welcome to seek assis-
tance, information and answers to 
any questions they may have con-
cerning the agency's farm action 
programs, regardless of race, col-
or, sex, creed, or national origin," 
Mr. Kitchens added.

State Capital 
News

AUSTIN, Tex.—Hearings of ma-
jor interest to insurance policy 
holders are scheduled here Decem-
ber 8. 

The State Board of Insurance 
slated for that date public airing 
of new regulations to prevent in-
surance companies from arbitrar 
ily cancelling coverage and a pro-
posal to lower auto policy rates 
through "shock-absorbing" bump-
ers. 

Allstate Insurance Company of 
Illinois recommends a 10% pre-
mium discount for new cars eq-
uipped with the tough bumpers 
beginning next year. Rates would 
be reduced to 15% if cars can by 
demonstration take a five-miles-
per-hour front-end crash and a 
two-and-a-half-miles-per-hour rear 
end wallop. Rates would drop 20% 
if the bumpers can absorb a five-
miles-per-hour blow fore and aft. 

New federal regulations call for 
the shock - absorb bumpers with 
five mph (front) and two-and-a-
half mph (rear) capacity by 1973 
models. 

Proposed regulations would pro-
hibit cancellation of hazard and 
liability insurance which has been 
in effect 60 days or more unless 
holders fail to pay premiums or 
lose a driver's license (auto cover-
age). 

Under the rules to be examined 
at the early December hearings, 
companies would have to give at 
least 30 days' written notice if 
they do not intend to renew a pol-
icy at the end of a year. Unless 
the notice is given, renewal would 
be required for another year. 
Firms which violate the rules 
could lose their licenses to oper-
ate in Texas. 

The latter regulations resulted 
from special legislation passed 
this year following repeated com-
plaints of motorists who claimed 
policies were cancelled without ad-
vance notice. 

A hearing was scheduled ear-
lier for December 7 to consider all 
aspects of problems in operating 
the new catastrophe property in-
surance pool in 14 coastal coun- 

ties. 
JUKE BOX HEAFuNGS SET 

The new Texas Vending Com-
mission decided to air its prob-
lems in a series of seminars over 
the state after being hit with crit-
icism over the regulations it must 
enforce. 

Atty. Gen. Crawford C. Martin 
suggested a Commission-led semin-
ar discussion of the coin operated 
amusements machine industry and 
pertinent laws. 

Meanwhile, State Sen. Chet 
Brooks of Pasadena called on Gov. 
Preston Smith to remove Raymond 
B. Williams of Dallas, a vending 
machine tycoon, as chairman of 
the Commission. Smith noted the 
law provides for three industry 
representatives to serve on the 
Commission, and said it is too late 
to remove Williams. Williams said 
he has no intention of resigning 

The House General Investigat-
ing Committee is gathering mater-
ial concerning the vending indus-
try controversy and Chairman Rep. 
Menton Murray of Harlingen has 
indicated a probe may be directed 
at a later meeting. 

Commissioner Williams and the 
other two industry representatives 
vowed publicly they will not use 
their official positions to get in-
formation about their 2,800 com-
petitors from Commission files. 

PAY RAISES ORDERED 
The state proposed to begin the 

I  last half of this month granting 
state employees and school tea-
chers pay raises approved by the 
Legislature unless slopped by the 
Federal Pay Board. 

Governor Smith said an appli-
cation has been sent to the Pay 
Board requesting permission to 
make retroactive raise payments 
to September 1 when the new 
state budget took effect. 

The Pay Board set a 5.5% salary 
increase guidepost on expiration 
of the wage-price freeze. The Leg-
islature approved a 6.8% pay raise 
for state employees. Texas was 
the only state government in the 
country blocked by the freeze 
from employee pay raises this 
year. Hikes in other states took 
effect before the president's or-
der. 

AG OPINIONS 
Surge" brakes for small trail-

ers (such as those used in hauling 
boats) will meet the new require-
ment of central braking systems 
for trailers, Attorney General Mar-
tin held.

sess all property for tax purposes, 
but can contract for appraisal or 
assessment recommendations that 
do not abrogate the county tax as-
sessor-collector's constitutional du-
ties. 

*No certificate of authority can 
be issued to an automobile club 
whose services constitute an in-
surance business.

ization, or all, a written complaint. 
Such complaint must be filed not 
later than 90 days after the alleg-
