The spouse of an eligible voter 
is also eligible to vote. 

A person may cast a ballot in 
any county in which he or she is 
an eligible ASC voter, but he or 
she cannot vote in more than one 
community in the county. If an 
eligible voter has separate farm 
interests in more than one 
community in the same county, 
special care will be taken to see 
that only one ballot is issued to 
that voter.
