I believe that the people that live 

in the rural areas of Texas, especially 
the Texas Panhandle, should be made 
aware of the latest efforts made by 
the 7711  Texas Legislature that 
adjourned this past May I made 
three trips to the Texas capital to 
meet with our representatives to get 
some of our tax money returned to 
the people of Hall County in the way 
of grants or locating state budgeted 
programs here. I met with the late 
Senator torn Haywood, from Wichita 
Falls, Mr. Warren Chisum, from 
Pampa and the Texas Speaker of the 
House, Mr. Pete Laney, from Hail 
center. On every issue, especially in 
Health Care, the same old talk came 
up that the larger urban areas get 
most of the funding. However, when 
I met with Speaker Pete Laney, he 
stated to me that the legislature 
intended to address rural area needs 
with a new approach_ That was 
combining all rural agencies into one 
and placing money to go along with 
this newly created state office. The 
77th  Texas Legislature created the 
"Office of rural Community Affairs." 
This office will act as a 
clearinghouse for information on 
rural needs. I believe that this will be 
a blessing for Hall county residents. 

The state appointed Mr. Robert J. 
"Sam" Tessen as the new executive 
director of the newly created office 
of rural community Affairs. He was 
the past executive director of the 
Telecommunications Infrastructure 
Fund (TIF) board. Most school 
districts across Texas have received 
funds for this technology. This can 
create distant learning with satellite 
dishes to teach students in rural 
areas. He has also been the executive 
director of the Center for Rural 
Health Initiatives. I have written 
most of my hospital grants form this 
agency. This is a vital agency for the 
life of rural hospitals in obtaining 
very important extra funding. The 
rural areas are drying up and 
something needs to be done Hall 
County is certainly a prime example 

of how hard it is to attract economic 
growth. When taxes are on the 
incline, the people that pay the taxes 
are on the decline I certainly hope 
that our elected officials will take 
advantage of the new programs 
designed for us here in Hall County, 
as other rural areas Will 

Rep. Bob Turner said, "We have 
long thought that rural Texas 
suffers... most usually after the 
Legislature goes home and our tail 
lights disappear on the interstate," 
Large swaths of the state shows 
resources such as timber, ore, and oil 
flow out but no money glows back 
in. In the farming areas we must 
depend on good farm programs to 
stay alive We do not know what is 
out there in the next five years for 
sure but have to manage as best as 
we can and hope that the U.S. 
congress will help us. There are now 
three and a half of a million residents 
in Texas counties classified as rural. 
72 counties are mired in persistent 
poverty and only a third lie adjacent 
to the Rio Grand. 

Warren Chisum persuaded the 
state Sunset Advisory Commission to 
take $85 million out of the federal 
block grants away from the Texas 
Dept of Housing and community 
Affairs and place it under the 
authority of this new agency called 
the "Office of rural Community 
Affairs " 

I hope that this new agency, 
signed into law this past year. will 
address economic growth and quality 
of life issues in a was that will mean 
something to us in rural Texas This 
agency will administer programs 
supponing rural health care, the 
federal Community Development 
Block Grant programs, and other 
benefits In addition• the office will 
coordinate and monitor the states 
efforts to improve results and cosi 
effectiveness or other programs in 
rural communities We now has, 
one place to look for all the difficult 
and often hidden moneys available try 
our area Ii is hoped this will aid our 

health care providers. farmers and

Eradication 	Producing Notable 
Returns to Texas Cotton Producers 

Boll weevil eradication produces significant returns to cotton growers 
This impact has been well documented in cotton growing states that have 
eradicated the weevil, but the effect in Texas is just becoming clear . 

Two recent studies draw a stark contrast between areas in eradication and 
those still struggling with the damage caused by cotton's most consistent 
enemy 

A repon prepared by John Robinson, an agricultural economist for Texas 
A&M, compared cotton production in the South Texas/ Winter Garden 
Eradication Zone with production in nearby counties that are not conducting 
eradication activities . 

His report, taken from data provided by the Texas Agricultural Statistics 
Service, shows the South Texas Zone greatly outperformed the counties not in 
eradication. 

The ST/WG showed an average increase in production of 119 pounds per acre, 

a 24 percept gain, front 1997-2000 compared with the four previous years . 

Fort Bend, Jackson, Matagorda and Wharton Counties, which are not in 
eradication, posted an average loss of 38 pounds of cotton per acre, or a 7 
percent decrease, over the same time span. 

"We can't explain the difference other than the boll weevil eradication 
program," Robinson said at a recent meeting with growers in the Upper 
Coastal Bend Eradication Zone. 

The economist said the yield increase translates to a benefit to South Texas 
cotton growers of $75 per acre, or a return of $6.40 for every dollar spent on 
eradication 

"Any region that does not eradicate the boll weevil will find itself in a 
competitive disadvantage," Robinson said in a recent southwest Farm Press 
article "It's a good investment " 

"From the experience in other states, we've always known that eradication 

benefited cotton growers," said Lindy Patton, executive director for the Texas 
Boll Weevil Eradication Foundation. "Now data from Texas cotton fields 
show that Texas producers can reap the same results -

Beet Production 
Beef production in 2002 will be near 25.3 billion pounds, 3.0% below 

2001. This will be the second decrease in beef production since 1993 and 
will put annual consumption near 66.5 lbs., down 2.1 lbs. from this year 
Average carcass weights are expected to continue higher than normal but 
will drop below recent record levels. Reduced placements during the hext 
few months will reduce the supply of fed cattle available for market dur 
ing late winter and early next spring. 

Competitive Meat supnlies 

Increases in pork and poultry production will offset the decrease in 
beef production, bringing total meat and poultry production close to 83 
million pounds, a 0.5% increase over 2001. Pork production will be near 
19.4 billion pounds, an increase of 2.5%. Poultry production will be near 
38 billion pounds, a 2.4% increase. 

Feeder Cattle gut:miles 

Feeder cattle supplies will continue to tighten over the next couple of 
years, reflecting the liquidation that has been in effect since 1996. Prices 
for a 750 lb. feeder steer, which averaged near $88 in 2001, will average 

in the low to mid $80's during 2002 due to the large equity loss the feed-
ing industry experienced in 2001. 

faxiabiaulics 
Corn production in 2001 was estimated at 9.97 billion bushels, up 6.0% 

from 2000. Production during 2002 will likely be between 9.0 to 9.4 bush-
els. Changes in the upcoming farm program could eventually influence 
grain production but it is unlikely to have much effect in the 2002 crop 
year. 

Beall Beef Prices 

Retail beef prices averaged $3.38 per pound in 2001, up about 30e 
from last year's $3.06. An unexpected turnaround in beef demand in the 
U.S., coupled with improving export markets, pushed prices higher in 
early 2001. But recent drops in export demand due to BEE discoveries in 

Japan late in the year were taking a toll on the export market. If export 
demand recovers during early 2002, then the average retail price will 
likely be near the $3.38 recorded in 2001. If export demand does not 

recover, then prices may fall back near to $3.06 level of 2000.

Texans Can Stop 
Telemarketing Calls 

Residential phone customers in Texas who want to stop receiving 

telemarketing calls can subscribe to a "do not call" list. The T exas Legis-
lature passed and Gov. Rick Perry signed House Bill 472, also known as 
the Texas Telemarketing Disclosure and Privacy Act. It directs the Public 

Utility Commission (PUC) to establish a statewide "do not call" list for 
customers who want to stop telemarketing calls to their homes. 'This is 
another tool that consumers have in their arsenal against unsolicited 
telemarketing calls,' said the bill's author, State Representative Burt 

Solomons of Carrollton. 
Customers can place their name, residential phone number and 

address on the do not call list by using one of three different methods; • 

Online-www.rexasnocall.com  for instant registration. The site is avail-

able 24/7. • By phone-call toll-free 1-866-TXNOCA1A (896-62251 to an 
automated voice atte.idant system. • By Mail-request an application from 
TEXAS NO CALL, P.O. Box 313, E. Walpole, MA 02032. The toll free 
phone line and Website was activated on January 1, 2002. The law al-
lows the PUC to charge customers up to three dollars to remain on the "do 
not call" list for three years. The charge is $2.26. Customers may pay by 
credit card or by mailing a check or money order with a completed regis-

tration form to the above mailing address. 
Telemarketers calling into Texas must buy the "do not call" list for $46 

every three months. Additions to the list will be updated quarterly . The 
first list will be available to telemarketers on April 1,2002. Telemarketers 
are required to update their own lists within 60 days after the "do not 

call" list is updated. 
Inclusion on the 'do not call" list may not eliminate all telemarketing 

calls. Companies can still call you if you have an established business 
relationship with them or if the telemarketer holds a state license, in-
cluding insurance agents, real estate agents and stockbrokers. However , 

A state licensee must complete any sales transaction or payment with a 
face to face meeting. In addition, a state licensee also can not use an 
automated dialing system nor call a customer who has told the licensee 
not to make telemarketing calls. Debt collectors, charities and non profit 

organizations are exempt from the law. 
A separate law passed in 1999 establishes a "do not call" list of retail 

providers for electric customers. The cost for this list is $2.55 for five 

years. Unlike the general "do not call" list, the electric "do not call" list 
may include business telephone numbers. However, for residential cus-
tomers, subscribing to the general "do not call" list encompasses all types 

of telephone solicitors including electric utilities. 
Telemarketers who violate the law are subject to penalties up to $1,000

Farm Bill Must Remain Top Priority 
With 2002 finarcing arrangements hanging in the balance T exas cot-

ton producers are making it clear that the top priority for Senate leaders 
returning to work January 23 needs to be the completion of a farm bill 
that will be implemented to protect 2002 crops. 

Producers know the final year of the 1996 Freedom to Farm program 
is woefully inadequate and will not come close to bridging the gap be-
tween moldering commodity prices and cost of production. 

Ag lenders know that even if supplemental aesistaece was already 
approved at the highest possible level under current budget constraints 
that most producers would be hard pressed to show a positive cash flow 
given carry-over debt that has been piling up, vanishing equity and pro-
jections for more low prices. 

Producers also lc:low, mainly because they have been glued to every 
information source available and studying every projection and estimate 
that has been released about proposed farm programs, that both the House 
approved Farm Security Act of 2002 and the bill being considered in the 
Senate provide significantly more support than another year of AMTA 
plus supplemental assistance. 

The fact that the r.ext best alternative can't get the job done is the best 
reason why the next few weeks are critical. 

Pressure to act must remain high so that producers, bankers, and the 
allied industry partners and rural communities that rely on a stable Ag 
economy don't get left out in the cold because it is easier to say there isn't 
really that big a problem or there is plenty of time to get things done 
before current law runs out. 

Reality is that current law has proven inadequate for the job since 
shortly after it was enacted. 

Waiting until later means that more and more U.S. farmers will be 

going to town 2002. The only problem is that they won't be going to buy 
something for the farm or for their families. This trip to town could be 
their last as a farmer because they will be going to apply for a job instead 
ofjust picking up a few things. 

So for now the task at hand remains to impress upon Senate and Ad-
ministration officials that further delays cannot and must not be allowed 
to hold up the process any longer. 

House Agriculture Committee Chairman Larry Combest has met with 
President George W. Bush and received assurances that he not only un-
derstands the scope ef the problem, but that he too wants and supports 
the development of a new farm program that utilizes the funds available 
under the current budget agreement. 

One thing is for certain, whether you prefer the House's version or the 
proposal sitting and waiting for Senators to return, everyone should be 
singing off the same page of the book that says move ahead, get the two 
bills to a conference committee to work out their differences and get it 
done as soon as possible. 

The best possible assurance that any Ag lender could get would be 
knowing that smiethng better is in the pipeline and that their customers 
will be covered in 2002. 

Timing has been one of the major issues brought up as determining 
whether or not a new farm bill can be implemented for the 2002 crop year . 
Many officials have been quoted as saying that if things don't move quickly 
and the final Bill is not completed by early to mid-February that there is 
little chance it can he applied to the 2002 crop. 

The history of the last farm bill to be passed, the Federal Agncultural 
Improvement Act or :996 (Freedom to Farm), shows that things can get 
done if the desire to succeed is great enough. 

Freedom to Farm wasn't reported out of the House-Senate Conference 
Com nittee until March 22, 1996; didn't gain final approval from Con-
gress until March 29, 1996; and, wasn't signed by the President until 

April 4, 1996. 
There appears to be nothing truly new in either of the bills. Both the 

House and Senate bi'ls contain basic components that are already in place 
and operating or have been used successfully in the past so that a dusting 
off and updatrg of pertinent regulations is mostly what will be required 
to get things rolling. 

The procedures and time it would take to do other things like updating 
yields and bases would necessarily need to be undertaken at a slower 
pace, but could still be accomplished by the end of the growing season. 

The bottom time is a new Farm Bill can be completed and implemented 
in 2002 so long as there is the will for bipartisan action that benefits all 

involved in the proce,.
