PRICE URGES FARMERS TO HARVEST 
ALL COTTON POSSIBLE 
Congressman Bob Price of Pampa 

has urged cotton farmers to harvest 
all the cotton they can profitably 
pick. "The Department of Agriculture 
has assured me that future program 
payment rates will not be reduced if 
farmers whose cotton was affected 
by adverse weather elect to harvest a 
marginal crop rather than abandon 
it," Price said. 

The Agricultural Act of 1970, now 
awaiting final action in the Congress, 
provides for cotton program payments 
based on a farm yield which can be 
adjusted for abnormal weather. The 
Department of Agriculture, Congress-
man Price advises. has not announced 
its proceduures for making adjust. 
rnrnt for abnormal weather conditions 
pending passage of the farm bill. How-
ever, he has been assured that they 
will give fair and equitable treatment 
to growers who harvest their full crop 
in 1970, even if it is a poor one, as 
compared to growers who abandon 
or destroy acreage from which needed 
cotton could have been harvested. 

A Department of Agriculture spokes- 

man told Price that carryover hinds 
of cotton are al the lowest level they 
llavt bees in nearly twenty years. 
There is a strong demand for certain 
qualities of cotton, especially in low• 
er grades. They have recommended 
that growers make effort this year ID 

harvest as munch cotton as possible 
is order to supply the markets. 

With the assurances of the Depart-
ment, Congressman Price urged, 
"farmers to make the decision whe• 
ther to harvest or abandon crop only 
on the basis of their judgment as to 
whether the crop is worth the cost of 
harvesting it."
