"Tears ofjoy." That's how two 
long-lost brothers described their 
reaction to finding each other 
this week after half a century 
apart. 

Wiley Shipman Foster, 53, of 
Croom-A-Coochee, discovered 
five months ago that the couple 
who raised him actually kid-
napped him at age 3. He lived 
50 years not knowing that his 
father, mother, two brothers, 
sister and numerous other rela-
tives in his hometown of Can-
ton, NC were searching for him. 

With some luck and quick 
thinking from his daughter, 
Michelle Cimino, Foster was 
reunited in April with his sister, 
Opal Shipman Toothman of 
Turkey, Texas, and his brother, 
Charles Shipman of Tennessee. 

But the long-awaited reunion 
was not complete. Foster's 
youngest brother, Earl Shipman 
of San Antonio, had lost touch 
with his family and couldn't be 
found. 

During the last five months, 
Foster said he's worried and 
wondered how he could find his 
youngest brother whom he's 
never met. Opal, who lives in 
Turkey, Texas, also wanted to 
find their missing brother. 

On Monday, Earl Shipman 
went to visit Opal after four years 
of no communication. 

"As soon as I got out of the car, 
Opal came running up to me 
saying, 'We found Wiley! We 
found Wiley!' I couldn't believe 
it," Earl said. 

Opal and Earl said they sat 
and talked for six hours. And 
the next day, they called Wiley. 

"I got this message that said, 
'Call your sister, its an emer-
gency'," Wiley said. "I got on the 
phone and she said, 'I have to 
tell you something.' About that 
time, Earl got on the phone. I 
fell down on the bed and I 
cried," Wiley said as tears filled 
his eyes. The brothers, who were 
sitting on a couch together, 
grasped hands and comforted 
each other. 

Earl said his sister showed 
him the Daily Commercial article 
from April 21 that documented 
her reunion with Wiley and 
Charles. He took the article to 
his boss at Goodwill Industry's 
transportation office in San An-
tonio and asked for some emer-
gency time off. 

"My boss read the article and 
couldn't believe it. It said my 
family was looking for me. He 
gave me eight days off and 
wished me luck," Earl said. The 
next day, he set out for Croom-
A-Coochee and arrived about 10 
p.m. Wednesday. 

Earl said although he must 
leave tonight, Saturday night, 
he'll come bad( in October dur-
ing his scheduled vacation. 
Wiley said the siblings are 
planning a complete reunion in 
Texas during spring break, too. 
It will be the first time the four 
siblings have been together at 
one time. 

The last time the family saw 
Wiley was at his third birthday 
party in Canton, NC. At the 
time Opal was 5, Charles was 4 
and his mother was three months 
pregnant with Earl. 

Because his parents were go-
ing through a legal separation, 
the children were temporarily  

sent to stay with family mem-
bers and friends named Foster. 
After a couple of weeks, the 
family went to pick up Wiley, 
but the Fosters and Wiley were 
gone. 

"We moved around a lot. I 
remember one year when I went 
to 13 different schools. I had no 
idea they were running from my 
family," Wiley said. 

According to Opal, the family 
tried to look for Wiley, their 
mother even hired a private de-
tective, but to no avail. Opal 
said as she grew older, she wrote 
to the social security adminis-
tration, the armed forces, the 
driver's license bureau and any 
agency she could think of to find 
Wiley. Nothing worked. 

The siblings' mother died 29 
years ago. Their father died four 
years ago. 

"I wish this (reunion) could 
have happend four years ago for 
my dad. He was always real 
concerned about Wiley," Earl 
said. To be honest, I had given 
up. When you're young, you 
have hope, but after 50 years, 
you tend to accept that this is 
the way it's going to be." 

Opal still recalls that when 
her father passed, he asked her 
to never give up searching for 

Wiley. don't realize how much 
hurt there has been over the last 
50 years. We're trying to mend 
what was lost," Opal said in 
April. 

Since Wiley's story appeared 
in the Daily Commercial, his 
story has been told in newspa-
pers in Texas and North Caro-
lina, on a North Carolina ABC-
affiliated news program and on 
Good Morning America. 

Wiley said he's received calls 
from people in Phoenix, Nevada, 
Miami, Orlando and California 
who were moved by his story. 

"They called saying,'Fm sorry,' 
and they wondered how I felt," 
Wiley said. "People would stop 
me on the street, too, and ask me 
how I was and if I had found Earl 
yet." 

Wiley said a doctor called 
from California asking advice 
on how to find his sibling. 

"The man said he hadn't seen 
his brother in 25 years and that 
his brother was adopted. I told 
him to start where his brother 
was born and to get a birth cer-
tificate. That way, he could look 
in the adoption records. He 
called me one week later and 
said he had found his brother. 
Imagine that. A man with all 
that money couldn't find his 
brother, but I told him some-
thing really simple and it 
worked," Wiley said. 

Earl and Wiley said they hope 
their story gives others hope and 
courage to keep looking for lost 
relatives. 

As for the Fosters, Wiley said 
he called them in April after 
discovering the truth. 

"I told them what I found out 
and they denied the whole thing. 
Then, they told me to never call 
back again. I've tried calling 
twice more since then, but they 
hung up on me. My aunt called 
me and said she was supposed to 
tell me about my family after 
they died," Wiley said. 

Wiley said the Fosters are 
both 77 and are in poor health.

THE CITY OF TURKEY, FOR 
THE CURRENT YEAR (1996),

EMERGENCY. 

Be It Ordained By The City 
Council Of The City of Turkey 

That there is hereby levied for 
the current year, 1996, on all real 
estate situated in, and all personal 
property owned within the City 
Limits of the City of Turkey, Hall 
County, Texas, on the first day of 
January of the current year (1996), 
except so much thereof as may be 
exempt by the Constitution and 
Laws of the State of Texas, or The 
United States of America, the 
following taxes, to wit: 

1. An ad valorem tax of and at 
the rate of Fifty-four .08 cents 
($0.548) on the one hundred dollars 
($100.00) cash valuation thereof, 
estimated in lawful currency of the 
United States of America for the 
general fund of the said City of 
Turkey, Texas. 

All taxes hereby levied shall be 
paid on or before January 31, 1997 
and if person, firm, or corporation 
fails to pay all these taxes imposed 
upon him, her, or its property on or 
before the 31st day ofJanuary 1997, 
a penalty and interest as prescribed 
by the Property Tax Code of Texas. 

The Tax Collector shall calculate 
and change all such penalties and 
interest on all delinquent tax 
statements issued by said Tax 
Collector. 

The fact that it is now time for
