The Valley Patriots used 207 rushing yards from Fidel Valdes and 13 tackles from Charlie Walden to claim their third straight 
Bi-District Championship in a 60-14 win over Follett last Friday. 

Valdes carried the ball ten times for 207, returned a punt 43 yards, and scored six touchdowns to lead the offensive assault. 
Walden sacked Follett quarterback Tanner Woods seven times, limiting the Panthers to -66 yards rushing. 

"Fidel and Charlie were amazing," Coach Bret Tyler said. "It just seems like Fidel gets faster every week. Chasing Woods is not 
fun but Charlie was relentless and whenever Woods would stop for a second, Charlie would hit him." 

Alex Espinoza racked up 85 yards and a touchdown as the Patriots managed 444 yards of offense while limiting Follett to 73 
yards. Cody Barrett completed five of nine passes for 69 yards. 

Valdes scored twice in the first seven minutes of the game, first on a 3 yard run and then on a 39 yard fourth down scamper. 
Follett retaliated and scored twice to make the score 14-14. The Patriots reeled off 46 unanswered points after the tie and ended 
the game with 2:54 left in the third period. 

Valdes also scored on runs of 43, 22, and 47 yards, while Alberi Espinozia scored from the two yard line. Daniel Alanis con-
nected on six extra point kicks. 

"I have said it all year, this is one of the best blocking teams I have had," Tyler said. "Ruben and Randy and Zack have 
dominated the offensive line and Albert, Matt, and Fernando have been great blocking fullbacks. Cody's job as a blocker goes 
unnoticed by a lot of people, but we notice and so do Alex and Fidel." 

Defensively, the Patriots held another opponent under 100 yards. Walden led the team with 13 tackles but received plenty of 
help from Valdes (8), Albert Espinoza (7), Barrett (6), and Bryant Ortiz who had seven tackles and an interception. 

"Bryant's interception was very nice," Tyler said. "Bryant was called upon to make a contribution this week and he did it. 
Charlie, Fidel, and Alex got so much pressure on the quarterback that he had to make passes he didn't want to make." 

The Patriots continue their march through the playoffs this week with the much anticapated matchup with the Paducah Drag-
ons. The Dragons are 10-1 in their first season of SixMan action and come into the game ranked #6 in the state. Game time is set 
for 7:3opm Friday in Childress. 

"This is a big game for us," Tyler said. "But they are all big games now. All the pretenders are gone. Everyone left is a con-
tender."

• The Court approved a motion to accepted a petition to call for a 
vote for County Road Unit System in Hall County as presented by 
Billiy Ferrel. 

The Court approved a motion to accept the petition from at least 
ten percent of the qualified voters of Hall County from the last Gu-
bernatorial Election held in the county to call for election for County 
Road Unit System in Hall County; and to either hire a Road Engineer 
or Road Superintendent for county roads in Hall County .

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Wheat diseases are showing up 
early this year . According to the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion in Amarillo , TX the Texas High 
Plains Plant Diagnostic Lab has 
recently tested 37 samples from 
fields that showed patches of yel-
lowing for Wheat Streak Mosaic 
Virus (WSMV). These samples 
came from Bailey, Castro, Deaf 
Smith, Randal, Hartley , Dallam, 
Sherman, Moore, and Potter coun-
ties. All of these samples tested 
positive for HPV and 8 also tested 
positive for WSMV. 

Last spring , fields that tested 
positive for these viruses had se-
vere stunting with some death of 
individual wheat plants . "Since 
HPV has never been this wide-
spread before last year, we are un-
sure what the outcome will be this 
year ." said Dr. Karl Steddom, with 
the Texas Agricultural Experiemtn 
Station . Once wheat is infected 
there are no control measures for 
either HPV or WSMV. Rains 
throughout the summer kept vol-
unteer wheat and summer grasses 
green, providing a reservoir for the 
Wheat Curl Mite that transmits 
both of these viruses. 

Many of these fields had symp-
toms of leaf rust that can also cause 
yellow patches in the field . There-
cent cold weather should prevent 
further development of rust, but 
will not get rid of the HPV or 
WSMV. Symptoms of these viruses 
may disappear over the winter only 
to return in the spring when the 
wheat emerges from dormancy. 
Growers need to be award that this 
could become a problem in the 
spring and need to watch their 
fields for symptoms . For further 
information about these diseases 
contact your local County Exten-
sion Agent.

Crop Report Increases Prospects Despite High Plains Weather Concerns 
They say that good things come to those who wait . Unfortunately that adage won't hold true on the 

Plains of Texas if producers are forced to hold up harvesting their 2004 cotton crop by another wave of 
winter weather. 

Despite a less than appetizing short -term weather forecast for the weekend , prospects for the crop have 
not yet been adversely impacted by the recent weather events. The November 12 Crop Production Report 
from USDA's National Agricultural Statistics Service increased the estimated size ofthe 2004 crop during 
the agency 's recent round of field surveys. 

The NASS survey process, carried out by enumerators from the Texas Agricultural Statistics Service, 
was conducted at the end of October, just before the arrival of winter on the Texas High Plains. 

At that time the region , like the rest ofthe U .S. continues to show that a record setting crop remains in 
the field . Total U .S. production for 2004 was raised in the November 12 survey to 221.8 million bales of 
Upland cotton and 22.54 million bales when Pima acreage is included. 

Texas crop estimates led the advance this month as the State's already record 7.3 million bale October 
estimate increased to 7.7 million bales in November. 

The 400,000 bale increase is attributed mostly (300,000 bales ) to the High Plains region included in 
crop reporting district a-N and i-S. 

In October the area was projected to grow 4.33r[tiIliOn  bales of cotton . As of November 12 that figure 
jumped to 4.63 million bales . Average yields projected for the two districts are 779 pounds per ace in i-N 
and 6z4 pounds per acre in district i-S. 

Per acre yield forecasts that fueled the latest estimate were a modest 6 pound per acre increase in i-N, 
and a significant 54 pound per acre an increase for i-S. 

With the area still estimated to be less than 20 percent harvested producers know there is a long road to 
travel before the latest estimates become reality . Persistent weather delays could still adversely affect the 
size and quality ofthe crop. 

A few reports of cotton beginning to string and fall out ofthe bur have already been received , but so far 
yields have not been hugely impacted except in isolated instances . Additional episodes of wind, rain and 
snow that are in the forecast for the are over the next few days could accelerate this process. 

Quality-wise the crop continues to hold its own in almost all categories . A total of 481,276 bales have 
been classed in he Lubbock and Lamesa USDA Cotton Classing offices through November 11. 

Both offices are averaging 31 Color, 3-4 Leaf, Strength of 29 g /tex, and 3.6 or better Micronaire read-
ings . Staple lengths area averaging 34.95  at Lubbock and 35.23 at Lamesa. 

The only thing that is certain for High Plains producers is that each day that can be spent in the field 
will be critical for the 2004 crop to meet the tremendous potential that is still retains. 

Big Yelds and Weather Worries Creating Crop Insurance Questions 
Big yields and less than desirable weather patterns are creating a stressful situation for cotton produc-

ers across the High Plains region. 
A big part of their concern is how to get the crop that's in the field harvested in a timely manner. Aside 

issue that some have questioned is how these high yields will be treated when they are fed into the Federal 
Crop Insurance Actual Production History database. 

Rumors and misunderstandings have alreadybegun to surface regarding how higher than normal yields 
are treated within the Federal Crop Insurance program. 

The biggest concern that exists is the mistaken impression that yields are automatically capped for 
purposes ofthe APH database , regardless ofthe fact that the producer has verifiable evidence that a higher 
yield was produced. 

Plains Cotton Growers has discussed this issue with USDA Risk Management officials to determine 
exactly what procedures come into play when reported yields are greater than what is considered normal 
by virtue of past production in an area. 

The main purpose ofthe yield verification procedures used by RMA is to identify and correct data entry 
errors , and to identify potential instances of fraud. 

RMA personnel have been following the progress of the crop and have a good understanding of the 
yield levels that will be added to the APH database in 2004. 

PCG was pleased to note that the agency is also willing to look at modification within the data accep-
tance system to accommodate the higher yields. These changes , once enacted , will also keep the addi-
tional workload associated with verifying flagged yields to a reasonable level that assures accuracy and 
prevents abuse . Insurance companies are responsible for verifying the yield information reported by pro-
ducers. 

Under normal circumstances yields are automatically flagged for company follow -up and verification 
when they exceed two times the amount ofthe T-yield in the county in which the crop was produced. When 
this situation occurs the company is asked to verify the yield is correct and entered into the system cor-
reedy. 

Should a reported yield exceed four times the County T -yield the file is also flagged for verification by 
the company with the additional requirement that the findings be reported to RMA for final approval 
before being included in the database. 

With the additional yield prospects that exist on the High Plains RMA is evaluating how much these 
two trigger levels will need to be increased to better reflect the average production values that will be seen 
in 2004 but still provide adequate follow-up on yields that exceed the higher parameters. 

To keep the verification process from becoming a bigger headache than it needs to be producers and 
insurance providers are encouraged to head off potential problems by keeping production and yield evi-
dence up to date. 

It is possible tat some 2004 non-irrigated production could be 6-8 times the County T-yield and re-
quire some level of verification by the company. 

The good news is that once they are verified they will go into the APH database "as-is" regardless of how 
much they exceed the County T -yield. 

Weather Patterns Creating "What-if' Questions 
When another wave of cold wet weather descended on the High Plains this week , and just a week after 

a good portion of the area received it's first significant snowfall and freeze, producers are becoming in-
creasingly aware ofthe calendar. 

What they are most concerned about is the fact that its almost the middle of November and less than 
20 percent ofthe area's thirteen-plus million acres of harvestable cotton has been stripped , and run through 
the gin. 

As it stands now there is a good chance that harvest activity could stretch into the new year, even with 
favorable weather for today forward. 

That means that the normal end of the crop insurance period on January 31 could arrive with many 
producers either still having cotton in the field or , even more likely, cotton sitting in a module on the turn-
row waiting to be hauled to the gin for processing. 

In an effort to keep these dire scenarios from adversely impacting a producers insurance coverage, 
PCG has encouraged the Risk Management Agency to remain flexible and consider the possibility that an 
extension to the insurance period might be necessary. 

Along the same lines, PCG encourages insurance providers to remain flexible and to work with produc-
ers who might be caught in this situation . Producers are advised to keep in close contact with their insur-
ance providers and keep them up to date on the status of their harvest operations.

Known as Program Development Group (PDG) meetings , they offer farmers and ranchers an opportu-
nity to offer their ideas and feedback on the EQIP program and how local funds are prioritized. 

This will be the 2nd year for the PDG meetings to be held. Last year producer participation helped 
target EQIP funds on high value investments such as cost -sharing the installation of high efficiency drip 
irrigation and LEPA center pivots.

and establish crews that work on specific tasks - culverts, bridges, 
paving, grading and maintenance for a county's fleet of vehicles and 
equipment. Depending on a county's size and shape, the number of 
equipment barns are consolidated into one to three locations. 

Voters in at least 64 counties have adopted the unit road system 
since the Legislature in 1947 made it an option. One of the reason 
there aren't more counties on the unit road system is because no one 
has ever enlightened the taxpaying citizens on what it is. 

There are only two ways that a county may adopt the unit road sys-
tem - a vote of the commissioners' court or a majority vote of county 
residents. The system may also be repealed, but only in the same man-
ner that it was installed. That means if the commissioners' court adopts 
it, a future commissioners' court may repeal it. But if the voters ap-
prove it, only the voters can change it back. 

However, in order for residents to vote on the issue, someone must 
first have drafted a petition of at least so percent of the number of 
residents who voted in the last gubernatorial election. Billy Ferrel from 
Estelline gathered 135 signatures from registered Hall County voters. 
In order for the unit road system to be on the Feb. 5 election ballot, the 
certified petition had to be presented to the commissioners' court by 
their regular meeting on Nov. 8. 

Now that the petition has been completed, and presented to the 
commissioners' court. The court has 3o days to certify it and post the 
issue on the ballot on the next uniform election date. The special elec-
tion has been set for February 5.

Comptroller Strayhorn Reports Another Strong 
Month for State and Local Sales Tax Collections

Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton Strayhorn said today that state sales tax collections rose in October 
by 8 percent compared to October 2003. The state's October sales tax revenue was $1.29 billion. Strayhorn 
today sent $417.8 million in November sales tax rebates to cities, counties, transit systems and special 
purpose taxing districts, up 6.2 percent compared to November 2003. 

"Sales tax collections continue to grow as this economic bumper crop of a year enters the crucial fourth 
quarter for Texas businesses and the holiday shopping season," Strayhorn said. 

But the Comptroller's Fall 2004 economic forecast calls for slower economic growth during the next 
three years. Texas' gross state product is expected to grow at an average annual rate of 3.3 percent during 
calendar years 2005, 2006 and 2007, down from the previous forecast of 4.2 percent average annual 
growth. 

Strayhorn today sent Texas cities $286.2 million in sales tax allocations, up 5.5 percent compared to 
November 2003. So far this calendar year, city sales tax allocations are up 7.8 percent compared to the 
same time period last year. Texas counties received November sales tax allocations of $23.8 million, up 
8.4 percent compared to one year ago. For the calendar year-to-date, county sales tax allocations are run-
ning 8.4 percent ahead of 2003. Eighty-six special purpose taxing districts around the state received $11.4 
million in sales tax, up 9.3 percent compared to last November. Nine local transit systems received $96.4 
million in November sales tax rebates, up 7.3 percent compared to a year ago.

They struck a small 
ranch by mistake and killed 3o 
Mexican workers. McNelly and 
his men retreated to the Rio 
Grande and prepared a ambush 
for the Mexican soldiers follow-
ing them. 
Nov 17,1830 

Juan Bradburn, a United 
States citizen working for the 
Mexican government, took con-
trol of the Mexican garrison at 
Anahuac. His behavior incited 
many early rebellions against 
the mexican government.
