Do you have the courage to accept occasional disappointment as 
the price of progress? Or does it discourage you? 

It's only common sense to steer clear of failure. But the person 
hasn't been born who is clever enough to succeed at everything he 
or she tries. 

Realistic people accept an occasional disappointment as part of 

• the job and make the best of it. 
You see most people would learn from their mistakes if they 

weren't so busy denying they made them! 
So it looks like if we get disappointed we just have to pick 

ourselves up off the ground and try again with a smile on our face! 

Air Quality "Regulations Mean 
Changes For Texas Motorists 

Residents of Briscoe County 
must now go through some ex-

tra steps before the Texas De-
partment of Transportation is 

allowed to issue motor vehicle 
registration to them. This ac-
tion is required by a new federal 

law that regulates air quality in 

Texas. 
The additional steps, required 

by the federal Clean Air Act, are 

aimed at reducing pollution 
fromn gasoline-fueled vehicles 

built since 1968. 
The federal government has 

identified several metropolitan 
areas where the level of air pol-
lution is serious: Dallas/Fort 
Worth, Houston, Beaumont/Port 
Arthur and El Paso. Vehicle 
emissions testing will be re-
quired in counties that fall 

within those four areas. 
Even though an emissions 

test will not be required in 
Briscoe County, motorists will 
still have to prove that is where 
they actually live and are not 
trying to dodge the law. 

The Briscoe County Tax Asses-
sor-Collector's Office is a statu-

tory agent of the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation and has 
the responsibility of verifying a 

motor vehicle owner's address. 
The following documents, or cop-
ies, will be accepted as proof of 

residency: Voter registration card, 
driver license, utility or phone 
bill, property tax statement or 

receipt, school tuition receipt or 
valid proof of liability insurance. 
One of these items must be pre-

sented whether the motorist is 
obtaining registration by mail or 

in person. 
House Bill 1969, enacted by 

the Texas Legislature in 1993, 
authorizes the collection of a 25- 
cent feeby tax assessor-collectors 
in counties where motorists must 
show proof of residency. This fee 
is compensation for the manda-
tory need to confirm the required 
residency documentation.

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Bulldogs Top Super Centex Six-Man Team

As a successful football coach and teacher at Valley High School, Clifton 

Gilmore became accustomed to the slow, peaceful pace in the Texas 
Panhandle. He had a good job, a family and security. Then his bubble 

buret. 
A year ago, the University Interschol esti cl League lowered its average 

daily membership (ADM) requirement for six-man football teams. Sud-
denly, Gilmore was faced with the biggest decision of his coaching career. 

Because of Valley's ADM, Gilmore was faced with either building an 11-
man football program—in which he had virtually no background—or 

moving on to another six-man school. 
After spending countless hours building the Valley program from 

scratch into a playoffcontender, he didn't want to leave, but when he made 

the decision to knock, opportunity answered. 
What may have been fate moved Gilmore to inquire by phone about a 

coaching vacancy. Before he even found out where Milford was, he tossed 

his name in the hat. 

Once the job was offered, Gilmore accepted and never looked back. By 

the end of the season his decision to relocate looked like the stuff of genius. 
In leading Milford to a 13-1 record and the state six-man championship 

game for the third time in school history, Gilmore has been named the 

Coach of the Year on the Tribune-Herald's 1994 Super Centex Six-Man 

football team. 
Among his peers also in the running were Morgan's J. P. Pinnell, who 

has rebuilt the program and almost led the Eagles to the playoffs, 

Covington's Henry Strauch and Jonesboro's Larry Pruitt. 
"Fate brought us together," said Gilmore. 	can't explain it. If Valley 

hadn't been forced to go to 11-man, I probably still couldn't find Milford on 

the map. 

"I wanted to stay, but I thought that would've been selfish. I'd worked 
hard on developing a philosophy for six-men football. It wasn't for me to 

learn 11-man at the kids' expense." 
Although Gilmore didn't know Milford from a geographic standpoint, he 

knew of the Bulldogs by reputation. Winning state titles in 1979 and 1980, 

the Bulldogs had one of the top six-man programs in the state. 

With 15 returning I etterrnen, including all six starters, from a team that 

won 10 games the year before, Gilmore found himself coming into an ideal 

situation. 

Louis Eseary anchored a line that averaged just under 250 pounds 
which allowed the bulldogs to play tough, physical football, going with a 

tight formation instead of the free-wheeling deep back formations that 
attract many fans to the six-man game. 

Gilmore was also smart enough to get the ball in Norman Singleton's 

hands as often as possible. At 6-3, 205, the speedy Singleton was a 
dominate force on both sides of the ball. 

Singleton has been selected as the Six-Man Player of the year over Waco 

Christian Fellowship's Ray Austin. 

Singleton finished with 2,603 all-purpose yards and 33 touchdowns. He 

had 2,123 yards rushing and 25 TDs. He also led the bulldogs with 109 
tackles.

A STATEWIDE SCREENING 
PROGRAM IS BEING

The Legislature passed a law in 

1985 that requires all sixth and 
ninth grade students to be screened 

for spinal deformities. Early detec-
tion of abnormal spinal curvature 
can prevent serious health prob-

lems. This is a problem that may 

begin during the early adolescent 

years(from 10-14 years of age), with 
an estimated 1 to 10 adolescents 

having some degree of abnormal 

curvature. Curves that are detected 
early may only require periodic 

observation by a specialist. Moder-

ate curves may require the wearing 

of a brace, which is usually super-
vi sed by an orthopedic specialist. In 

most cases, the need for major sur-

gery for this deformity can be elimi-

nated through early detection. 

Spinal screening for Valley 
School school children has been 
scheduled to begin on Monday, 

January 16, 1995. 
Children will be screeened for 

two types of spinal deformities: 
Scoliosis and kyphosis. Scoliosis is 

a condition in which the spine is 
twisted, causing misalignment of 
the upper body or lower back. This 
condition can worsen and lead to 

much pain, as well as complications 
of the heart and lungs. Kyphosis is 
an exaggerated rounding of the 

spine. Progression of these two 
conditions can often be arrested if 

detected early.

Jay Eudy Named 
Ag Man of Year

Jay Eudy hs numerous plaques, 

certificates, and awards honoring 
his 35 years of service to agricul-
tural education. But strange as it 
may seem, he takes greatest delight 
in a trophy he keeps tucked away 
in the attic of their Austin home. 

It's a chicken...a stuffed White 
Leghorn mounted on a board, its 
feathers ruffled, its beak cracked, a 
Band-Aid on its head, and one wing 
propped up on a tiny crutch fash-
ioned from a mesquite limb. It isn't 
attractive, and it smells bad. 

But Eudy will not part with his 
chicken. It is symbolic of his suc-
cessful fight to preserve agricul-
tural education at the high school 

level. 
Indeed, many credit Jay Eudy, 

the former Texas director of agricul-
tural science and technology, with 
saving vo-ag and FFA in Texas and 
helping give it new life in many 

other states. 
Forty-six states now use all or 

part of the ag science curriculum 
that was developed under Eudy's 
direction. 

Eudy, who is a product of vo-ag 
himself, was born in Turkey, 'Axes. 
After graduation from Texas Tech 
and a stint in the U.S. Army, he 
came back to Thrkey, and taught ag 
for 20 years at Turkey and Valley. 
He served five years as an area su-
pervisor and ten years as a state 
director. 

Since his retirement in 1993, he 
has served as acting administrator 

for the National Council for Voca-
tional Agriculture. 

He was named by Progressive 

Farmer as 1995 Man of the Year in 
Service to Agriculture for his vision, 

leadership, and tenacity in redirect-
ing the focus of high school agricul-
tural education nationwide.

Barbara Blume, another Turkey 
native.
