Ranch To Rail 
Program On Tap 
Again This Year 

by Rebel L. Royal' 
Commercial ranchers and 

purebred breeders need to de-
termine how their cattle fit the 

current and future needs of the 
beef industry. The Texas A&M 
Ranch to Rail program is de-

signed to provide feedback to 
ranchers on how their cattle 

perform in the feedyard and the 
type of carcasses they produce. 

Assessment of this informa-

tion will allow producers to de-

termine whether or not they are 
on target or if they need to 

alter the genetics of their herd 

or possibly modify their man-

agement system. The purpose 
of this program is to provide 

feedback to help the producers 

make those decisions. 

Nominations for this pro-
gram are due September 1, 
1995. A producer must consign 

a mininum of 5 head of steers, 
and a $15.00 nomination fee will 
be charged for each steer. The 
steers must weight 500-800 lbs. 

upon arrival to the feedyard.

Farmers May Be 
Eligible For 
USDA Loans For 
1994 Disasters 

Swisher/Briscoe County 
farmers (and ranchers) may be 
eligible for emergency loans to 
help cover losses they sustained 
as a result of the (drought/rain/ 
hail etc.) during 1994, according 
to Ross W. James, Rural Eco-
nomic and Community 
Develeopment Agency County 
Supervisor. 

Ross W. James said that any 
farmer who was denied an 
emergency loan or discouraged 
from applying for a loan be-
cause he or she did nothave crop 
insurance for the 1994 crop 
might be eligible for a loan since 
the crop insurance requirement 
for 1994 has been waived by the 
agency. 

"Any farmer (or rancher) in 
that category who is interested 
in a loan should visit the Con-
solidated Farm Service Agency 
county office as soon as pos-
sible," Ross W. James said. "In 
any case, they must apply no 
later than (30 days from publi-
cation date). However, no appli-
cations may be accepted after 
the 8-month termination date 
for the particular disaster."

City of uttarjue 
WHEREAS, it was the intent of the Texas State Legislature by passing Mixes Civil Statute Art 4477-9a 

-Later Abatement AcC. herein referred to as the Act - . to comply with the Highway Beautification Act of 1965 
(Public Law 89-285) to the extent that it is implemented by Congress. This ordinance is conditioned on the 
provisions of the Litter Abatement Act. 

WHEREAS. The legislature declared that to promote the health, safety, welfare, morals, convenience, and 
enjoy-rtuint of the traveling public and to protect the public investment in the highway systems, it is necessary to 

regulate the establishment, operation, and maintenance of junkyards and automobile graveyards in areas adja-

cent to these systems. 

WIIEREAS, the legislature considers that the landscaping and developing of recreational areas, acquisition 
of interests in and improvement of strips of land within, adjacent to, or within view of these systems, which are 

necessary for the restoration, preservation. and enhancement of scenic beauty, and protecting and providing for 

the general welfare of the traveling public and promoting the safety of citizens using the highways of this state 

to be of the highest importance, and; 

WHEREAS. • junked, dismantled, or wrecked automobile or automobile parts that are located in a place 

where it is visible from • public place or public right-of-way is detrimental to the safety and welfare of the 

general public, tends to reduce the value of private property, invites vandalism, creates fire hazards, constitutes 

an unattractive nuisance creating • hazard to the health and safety of minors, and is detrimental to the eco-

nomic welfare of the state and the City of Quitaque, by producing urban blight adverse to the maintenance and 
continuing development of this murucipality, and is • public nuisance, and; 

WHEREAS, the legislature has defined • junked vehicle to be • vehicle that is inoperative and one that does 

not have lawfully affixed to it either an unexpired license plate or • valid motor vehicle safety inspection certifi-

cate, that is wrecked, dismantled, partially &emended, or discarded, or that remains inoperable for a continu-
ous period of more than 45 days, and; 

WHEREAS, it is found that this ordinance is for the good government, peace, and order; and for the trade 
and commerce for the City of Quitaque; and is necessary and proper for carrying out • power granted by law to 
municipalities by the State under Tessa Civil Statute Art. 4477-9a 'Litter Abatement Act:, and; 

WHEREAS, this governing body considers this ordinance proper for the government of this municipality and 

also finds that it is not inconsistent with any other state law, now-. 

THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED. after the required publication of this on:brumee and its filing in the records 

of the City of Quitaque as an ordinance that 

1.A Public Nuisance is defined as: 
a. an inoperative automobile or automobile parts that are located in • place where the vehicle 
are visible from • public place or public right-of-way -, and 

b. that does not have lawfully affixed to it either an unexpired license plate and a valid motor 

vehicle safety inpection certificate, or that r•MairLe inoperable for • continuous period of more 

than 45 days. 

2. A person commits an otTense if that person maintains • public nuisance as defined above within the 

boundaries of this municipality 

3. It is • defense to this ordinance if the vehicle or vehicle part that is completely enclosed within a building 
in • lawful manner where it is not visible from the street or other public or private property, • vehicle or vehicle 

part that is stored or parked in • lawful manner on private property in connection with the business of • 

licensed vehicle dealer or junkyard, or an unlicensed, operable, or inoperable antique or special interest vehicle 

stored by • collector on the collector'. property, if the vehicle and the outdoor storage area are maintained in • 

manner so that they do not constitute • health hazard and are screened from ordinary public view by means of 

• fence, rapidly growing trees, shrubbery, or other appropriate means. 

4. Antique Auto means • passenger car or truck that was manufactured in 1925 or before or a passenger car 

or trucl,  that is at least 35 years old. 

5. Special interest Vehicle means a motor vehicle of any age that has not been altered or modified from 

original manufacturer's specifications and because of iu historic interest, is being preserved by hobbyists. 

6. A person who commie the offense described above is, upon conviction, subject to • fine not to exceed $200. 

On conviction, the court shall order removal and abatement of the nuisance if it has not already been abated. 

AND THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Quitaque adopts the following procedures for the 

abatement and removal of junked vehicles or • part of • junked vehicle as • public nuisance, from private 

Property: 

7. It is required that not less than 10 days' notice stating the nature of the public nuisance on private 

property be mailed, by certified mail with a 6-day return requested, to the last known registered owner of the 

junked motor vehicle, any lien holder of record, and to the owner or occupant of the private premises on which 
the public nuisance exists; or if the poet office address of the last known registered owner of the motor vehicle in 

unknown, notice to the last known registered owner may be placed on the motor vehicle, or if the last known 

registered owner is physically located, the notice may be hand-delievered. [(any notice is returned undelivered 

by the United States Poet Office, official action to abate the nuisance shall be continued to a data not les. than 

10 days after the date of the return. 

8. The notice must state that the junked vehicle must be removed and abated within 10 days after the receipt 

of the notice. 

9. A request for a hearing by the owner must be made before expiration of the 10-day period after the receipt 

of the notice. 

10. If a public hearing is requested by the owner it is to be held in • place designated by any appropriate City 

of Quitaque Official before the removal of the vehicle or vehicle part found to be a public nuisance. 

11. The hearing shall be held before the governing body of the city, or any board, commission, or official of the 
city as designated by this governing body, if a hearing is requested by the owner or occupant of the private 

premises within 10 days after service of notice to abate the nuisance. 

12. At the hearing it is presumed, unless demonstrated otherwise by the owner, that the vehicle is inoper• 

able. A resolution or order requiring the removal of • vehicle or vehicle part must include • description of the 

vehicle and the correct identification number and license number of the vehicle if the information is available at 

the site. 

13. The procedures may not apply to a vehicle or vehicle pert that is completely enclosed within a building in 
a lawful manner where it is not visible from the street or other public or private property, • vehicle or vehicle 

part that is stored or parked in a lawful manner on private property in connection with the business of a 
licensed vehicle dealer or junkyard, or an unlicensed, operable, or inoperable antique or special interest vehicle 

stored by a collector on the collectors property, if the vehicle and the outdoor storage area are maintained in a 

manner so that they do not constitute a health hazard end are screened from ordinary public view by means of 

a fence, rapidly growing trees, shrubbery, or other appropriate means. 

14. These procedures must be administered by regularly salaried, full-time employees of the City of Quitaque 

except that the removal of a vehicle or vehicle part from property may be by any duly authorized person. 

15. A person authorized by the City of Quitaque to administer the procedures authorized by this article may 

enter private property for the purposes specified in the procedures to examine • vehicle or vehicle part, obtain 
information as to the identity of the vehicle, and remove or cause the removal of a vehicle or vehicle part that 

constitutes a nuisance. An appropriate court in the City of Quitaque or • Court in Briscoe County issue orders 

necessary to enforce these procedures. 

16. A vehicle that is taken by the city under this ordinance is prohibited from being reconstructed or made 

operable after it has been removed. 

17.Notice of this action is to be given to the State Department of Highways and Public Transportation not 
later than the fifth day after the date of removal identifying the vehicle or vehicle part and requesting the 

department to immediately cancel the certificate of title to the vehicle pursuant to the Certificate of '15tle Act 

(Article 6687-1, Vemon's Texas Civil Statutes.i 2tc

Warning Issued To Movers 
Of Hiway COnstruction Signs 
Death is A Peculiar Plavthincr 

It is being used in Quitaque, 
however by someone who evidently 
doesn't realize it's potentialities. 

Our attention has been brought 
to the fact that on several occasions 
the road construction signs, flares, 
and detour signs on the Quitaque-
Turkey highway construction 
project have been tampered with, 
moved, and damaged.
