West Texas Utilities Com-
pany filed a request early this 
week with the Public Utility 
Commission to reconcile histori-
cal fuel costs and increase our 
fixed fuel factors to reflect ex-
pected increases in the cost of 

fuel. 
The new factors are not ex-

pected to affect customers' bills 
until later this year or early in 
1992. The actual date will be 
determined by the time it takes 
to complete the regulatory proc-
ess. 

Keith Edwards, WTU local 
manager, said the new factors 
will increase the average resi-
dential customer's bill $1.44 a 
month, or 2.5 percent, based on 
consumption of 660 kilowatt-

hours per month. 
"Our cost to residential cus-

tomers essentially divided into 

Hall County entered 1991

out 1990 so some ofthe increases 
could be credited to better agri-
culture revenues. 

Total assets figures for the 
two banking institutions also 

climbed to $59,767,000.00 up 
from $56,284,000.00 at the end 

of 1989. This is an increase of 

$3,483,000.00. 
Showing a very slight decline 

is the total loans figures of the 

two banks. Hall Countians owed 
$21,597,000.00 at the beginning 

of 1991 while they owed 

$21,867,000.00 at the begining 

of 1990.

Organizations, associations, 
or groups are encouraged to pres-
ent their commonly held views, and 
same or similar comments, through 
a representative member where 
possible. Comments on the pro-
posed text should include appro-
priate citations to sections, subsec-
tions, paragraphs, etc., for proper 

reference. Any suggestions or 
requests for alternative language 
or other revisions in the proposed 
text should be submitted in writ-
ten form. 

To assure that all persons who 
have registered to speak are af-
forded an opportunity to do so and 
to avoid undue hardship or incon-
venience of conducting the proceed-
ings beyond an unreasonable hour,
