TRAINING 

The training of a patrolman 
is a test of the individual's in-
tellectual, emotional, and physi-
cal stamina. It is also an educa-
tional process which prepares 
him for one of the most self-
satisfying careers in public ser-
vice—law enforcement. 

During the course of stduy at 
the Law Enforcement Academy 
student patrolmen are given in-
tensive training on such sub-
jects as: Criminal and Traffic 
Laws, Accident Investigation. 
Court Procedures. Criminal In-
terrogation, Narcotics, Traffic 
Supervision, Professional Driv-
ing. Firearms Technique, and 
First Aid Training, or any of the 
approxifately 100 subjects that 
comprise the training program. 

In addition to the classroom 
work they are taught self-pro-
tection methods. 

The very nature of police work 
is demanding on the patrolman, 
but it is also very rewarding. It 
deals with getting people to con-
form to the rules and regulations 
of society with a minimum of 
friction.
