Cyclist Wanted 
For A Texas Tour 

Texas cyclists are wanted to 
participate in the "Lone Star 
Circle of Life" bike tour, sched-
uled to be held April 20 - 29, 
1998. The ten-day bike tour will 
be limited to only 12 cyclists. 

The purpose of the tour is to 

for life-saving 
marrow, organ and tissues 
among Texans. The event is a 
cooperative effort of the Texas 
centers of the national Marrow 
Donor Program, blood centers, 
organ banks, tissue services and 
transplant centers. The tour is 
scheduled to start on the steps of 
the capitol in Austin and follow 
a route through San Antonio, 
Houston, Nacogdoches, Tyler, 
Dallas, Fort Worth, Waco, Col-
lege Station and end in Temple. 
along the route, local events will 
be scheduled including blood 
drives, marrow registrations and 
awareness events for organ and 
tissue donation. 

Each day of the tour, each 
cyclist will ride for a Texan who 
is in need ofblood or platelets, or 
who are in need of an organ, 
tissue or marrow transplant. 
The cyclist will have the specific 
persons name on the back of 
their jersey. Events in each city 
will not only highlight those in 
need of a donor, but also tell the 
story of the donors who have 
helped fellow Texans by giving a 
special gift of blood, marrow, 
organs or tissues. 

Riders need not be experts, 
but shoud be experienced cyclists 
in good physical condition. Cy-
clists whose lives have been 
touched by the need for blood, 
marrow, organ or tissue dona-
tion are especially encouraged 
to apply. The expenses of the 
riders for the event will be cov-
ered by corporate and private 
sponsorships.

Immunization Law Benefits 
Many Texas Families 

by William R. Archer III, M.D. Texas Commissioner of Health 
The Texas Legislature has a New Years gift for many Texas families. as 

ofJanuary 1, a new law requires many insurance companies and HMOs to 
provide immunizations to children under age 6 with no co-payment, 
deductible or coinsurance requirement. 

Our legislators recognize that we cannot afford to let financial consid-
erations endanger our children's welfare. They've removed yet another 
barrier to children getting their shots on time. 

Many families will be helped by this law in the coming months. The 
Texas Department of Insurance estimates that more than 4.8 million 
Texans have HMOcoverage or insurance effected by this new law. Families 
will save $330 on immunization costs for each child covered by the time the 
child reaches age 6. 

Without question, a high rate of compliance with the vaccination 
schedule provides a valuable public health benefit. Many young parents 
today have no idea how dangerous childhood diseases are. They don't 
realize that vaccines, along with other fundamental public health protec-
tions such as clean water and sanitation, are responsible for the long lives 
we now live. The lifespan of the average Texan has almost doubled since 
the beginning of this century, largely because of public health advances 
such as immunizations. 

My parents and grandparents understood first-hand how deadly these 
diseases were. My mother had childhood friends who died of polio. Yet, due 

. to vaccines, I'm confident my two small eon. will hovo the Protection they 
need to stay healthy into adulthood. 

In 1991, in response to widespread measles outbreaks thoughout the 
nation, the National Vaccine Advisory committee recommended that 
"vigorous efforts should be made, including legislation if necessaary, to  
assure that insurers provide or reimburse for immunization as part of their 
basic health benefits package." Texas is the 10th state to pass such 
legislation. Other states include Nebraska, Kansas, Oklahoma, Missouri, 
West Virginia, Pennsylvania, Maryland, New Jenny and New York. 

TDH is working with physicians and local health departments to reach 
national immunization goals in Texas. We've come a long way in a short 
time. In 1991, only approximately 40 percent of our 2-year-old children 
were fully immunized. Today, 74 percent are fully immunized. Our 
immunization rate must reach and stay at 90 percent before we know that 
our children are fully protected. 

For those families who do not have health insurance for their children 
and cannot afford the cost of immunizations, free imunizations are offered 
through the federal Vaccines for Children program. 

The challenge now is to make sure eligible families with health insur-
ance and HMO coverage and their physicians know about this new benefit 
so that they can take advantage of it at their earliest opportunity. Parents
