Are we an independent people or do we 
still depend upon others too much--perhaps we hold out our hands 
to the government to solve all our problems with a "program". 
When a disaster strikes many turn to the government to solve their 
problems instead of looking around, hitching up their pants and 
trudging onward--and to fight circumstance this way is upward--
upward in spirit, toughness, strength and ideals. The whole atti-
tude you hold toward your kind of life is influenced by your being 
independent or dependent. 

Take for instance a young high school graduate going off to 
college—one's parents foot the bill for all their expenses while the 
other child has to take one or more jobs just to stay in school because 
their parents aren't affluent enough to pay all their expenses--
Several years later when graduation day arrives--the dependent 
child may not have even made good enough grades to graduate 
because of too many good times--now don't get me wrong, I am not 
against good times--everyone needs them but not to the exclusion 
of everything else. The other child has had a rough few years but 
he hung in there and finally here is the day of his reward--
graduation day. Now which young person do you think is proud of 
himself on this day? The dependent or the independent one? 

Yes, we need to help anyone we can but not help them so much 
that they are hurt by our help--Help them to realize their potential, 
their ability, their strength, their power and choice of actions. 

We here in the U S are a free  nation of people--not free to do as 
we choose in all instances--but free to control our own lives, free to 
think as we choose, free to choose to be under  no obligation to 
anyone, free to vote wisely, if we so choose. We are free to stand 
alone while controling our thoughts, actions, and feelings. We 
should have freedom from fear, want, or undue burdens. Independ-
ence emphasises the right to stand alone or to be sometimes sup-
ported by but never subject to or dependent upon someone or 
something. 

Are we at a crossroads--a crossroads leading to freedom or 
serfdom to others? We have the right and duty to make this choice-
-Choose wisely as our descendents will reap the benefits of our 
choices!

Youngsters Want 
Environmental Protection 

(NU) - How does the next gen-
eration feel about the environment? 

A recent survey of fifth and sixth 
graders across America found that 
most (95 percent) of the 1,011 stu-
dents queried consider protecting the 
environment "very important." 
About two-thirds (68 percent) clas-
sified themselves as "environmen-
talists." 

The survey, conducted earlier this 
year, was commissioned by the Arm 
& Hammer Division of the Church 
& Dwight Co. Inc., a pioneer in en-
vironmental causes since the turn of 
the century. 

Drive Carefully 
On The Fourth 

As many as 12 persons may be 
killed on Texas roadways during 
the 30-hour July 4th period, accord-
ing to Department of Public Safety 
estimates. 

DPS Director Colonel Joe Milner 
said the summer and vacation trav-
eling holiday times will challenge 
motorists to avoid driving risks. 

"The DPS and other law enforce-
ment agencies throughout Texas 
will be working together to keep 
dangerous drivers off the local and 
rural streets," according to Colonel 
Milner. 

During July 4th last year, which 
was also 30 hours in length, the 
DPS tabulated 15 deaths. Deaths 
due to critical injuries raised last 
year's final count to 19. This year's 
counting period begins at 6 p.m. 
Wednesday, July 3 and continues to 
midnight Thursday, July 4. 

"In 1990, 89 percent of fatalities 
during July 4th occurred in acci-
dents where speeding over the lim-
its or driving while intoxicated was 
a factor in this state," Milner added. 

Of the 19 traffic deaths, 13 were 
persons in vehicles where seat belts 
could have been used. 

Milner said additional troopers 
will be working in areas where high 
volumes of traffic could be antici-
pated. 

"DPS officers will be watching 
for intoxicated drivers and speed-
ers, the leading traffic death ele-
ments in Texas," Milner stressed.

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Fireworks Injure About 
10,000 People Per Year 

Fireworks injure nearly 10,000 
people every year. A physician at 
Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston says statistics show that 
many of these injuries are prevent-
able. 

"Most injuries from fireworks 
occur in teenage and pre-teen boys," 
said Dr. M. Bowes Hamill, assis-
tant professor of ophthal mology at 
Baylor. "The injuries we most of-
ten see, to the hands and eyes, can 
be prevented by proper, adult 
supervision." 

Children frequently throw fire-
crackers at each other, causing 
injury as severe as blindness or 
deafness when they explode in 
midair near the head. Injuries to 
the hand and face occur when fire-
works with short fuses go off while 
they are still being held. 

"I recommend that parents take 
their children to organized fire-
works shows, but if they do pur-
chase fireworks, it is important to 
know how to use them safely and 
properly," Hamill said. 

Never allow fireworks to be used 
without adult supervision. Never 
use fireworks in prohibited areas. 
Always place firecrackers on the 
ground before lighting them. Never 
throw firecrackers. Rocket-like 
fireworks should be launched from 
the ground, not the hand, and 
pointed away from people. 

Select an open field away from 
buildings to launch fireworks. 
Carefully read the instructions and 
warnings on fireworks. 

Hamill says anyone planning to 
use fireworks should know first 
aid measures should injuries oc-
cur. 

Minor burns, the most common 
injury, should be treated by run-
ning cold water over the site imme-
diately. Apply a cold water com-
press until the pain subsides and 
cover with gauze or similar mate-
rial. 

If the eye is injured, inspect the 
area for any foreign object on the 
eyeball or the eyelids. If it is 
embedded in the eye, if there is 
bleeding, if sight is diminished or 
the pupil is not round, attempt no 
treatment and take the patient to 
an emergency room immediately. 
Otherwise, gently rinse the area 
with clean water until the object is 
removed. 

In case of an explosion near the 
ear, perforation of the eardrum is 
possible. Cover the ear with a 
clean, dry pad to prevent infection 
and have a physician examine the 
area. 

A first aid kit is recommended 
for any outing involving Fourth of 
July fireworks.

Summer Cooling Tips 
From The Texas Energy 
ExtensionService 

Summer is here and the tem-
peratures have already started soar.  
If you're not careful, your energy 
bills can soar, too. Keeping your 
cool this summer can be a breeze, 
however, if you use natural cooling 
methods. 

Shading is one way to keep your 
house cool. Windows are most effec-
tively shaded from the outside be-
cause exterior shading devices block 
heat from entering the house. In 
addition, any heat absorbed by the 
shading device is dissipated outsi de 
rather than inside. 

Trees, shrubs, vines, solar 
screens, awnings, and shutters are 
all good sources of outside shade. 
although less effective, curtains, 
venetian blinds and pull-down 
shades maybe used on the inside of 
windows. 

To save money, you can make 
your own shades and screens. Solar 
screen material is available at your 
local hardware store. Also, you can 
simply tape aluminum foil to the 
inside of the window pane to reflect 
the sun's heat. 

Proper ventilation will help you 
make the most of your shade. By 
opening shaded windows you can 
create a breeze through your home. 
Try opening different combinations 
of windows and doors to get the best 
air flow. For instance, opening 
windows located on opposite walls 
will create the best ventilation. 

On days when there is no breeze, 
you can create a breeze with fans. 
'l'he moving air that fans provide

However, when you do use air 
conditioning, set the thermostat 
between 78 and 80 degrees when 
you are home and 80 to 85 degrees 
when you will be out of the house for 
several hours. 

There are several ways you can 
keep cool while working inside your 
house. Dobaking, clothes-washing, 
ironing and other heat-producing 
jobs in the early morning or 
in the evening. Dry clothes and 

cook outdoors. Also, remember to 
dress in cool clothing and drink 
plenty ofliquids. A shower or sponge 
bath can help refresh you. 

These tips will help you stay cool 
as well as save you money. If you 
would like more information on how 
to keep cooling costs low, request 
the free publications "Natural Cool-
ing," "Shading" and "Save Energy 
in the Summer" from the Texas 
Energy Extension Service.

Solar Eclipse 
Visible In 
U.S. July 11 

solar eclipse visible from the United 
States in the 20th century. 

"Never look directly at the sun, 
not even fora second," warns Wayne 
E. Fung, MD, an ophtalmologist and 
spokesperson for the American 
Academy of Ophthalmology. 

"Staring at the eclipse can burn 
the retina, the membrane at the 
back of the eye that senses light," 
Dr. Fung said. "Though you won't 
feel any pain, you may be perma-
nently damaging your sight." 

Dr. Fung likened the retina to 
film in a camera. Once the film is 
damaged, no pictures can be taken. 
"there is no treatment for the vi-
sion-imparing scarring and perma-
nent blind spots that result from 
staring at the sun," he said. 

He stressed that sunglasses (with 
or without ultraviolet-blocking coat-
ing), welding goggles or smoked 
glass WILL NOT protect the ret-
ina." Viewing the eclipse directly 
through a telescope or binoculars is 
even more hazardous, since these 
devices increase the intensity of the 
light. 

Watching the eclipse on televi-
sion may be the safest way to enjoy 
this natural phenomenon, Dr. Fung 
said. 

The eclipse will last approxi-
mately two and a half hours. At 
maximum eclipse, the sun will 
appear as a crescent, with his 
"horns" pointing south.
