On Monday, April 11 the Quitaque City council met in regular session. Present for the meet-

After attending to regular monthly council business the following items were dis-
cussed: 

* Under public comment City Manager Merrell presented and discussed the following items 
with the council. (A.) Property in Quitaque deeded to the school from delinquent taxes will be 
deeded back to the city for sale by sealed bids. (B.) The council was provided with information 
dealing with major water legislation filed, which would enact new previsions relating to the 
development and management of the state's water resources. (C.) Merrell informed the council 
that 85.7% of city taxes had been collected to date as opposed to 82.7% at this time last year. (D). 
Council member Castillo requested a total of water used by the State Park, total was reported at 
575,000 gal. (E) Council member Barefield informed the council of the award presented to the 
city by the Texas Department of Agriculture for one of the top ten hard working Rural Commu-
nities in Texas. 

* Merrell informed the council of a Weather Spotters class held Thursday, April 7th at the 
community center presented by the Lubbock National Weather Service. Thirty-three were in 
attendance from Turkey, Flomot, Quitaque and Silverton. Merrell also reported that all EMS 
personnel are now registered with eGenesis as required by PEMSS Medical Control. All per-
sonnel are now required to do continuing education hours and testing on this program and 
Medical Control will track all progress. There had been one ambulance run since the last meet-
ing. 

• Water Superintendent Skinner reported the fire department had three false alarms since 
the last meeting. He reported that the five-ton is in need of a water pump, the mini-pumper 
was also discussed. 

The council approved a motion to name Billy Jean Griffin as Election Judge for the May 
7th city council election. 

* The council reviewed the name submissions by the citizens of Quitaque for the new com-
munity center, The Hope Center and The Hope Civic Center were the names the selection was 
narrowed to. The Hope Center was chosen by a vote of 3 for and 2 against. 

* The council approved a motion to set the grand opening of The Hope Center on June 7 
from 2-4 p.m. 

The council approved Tri-County Meals proposal to move into The Hope Center the week-
end of April 23. 

• Mayor Dudley discussed his presentation for the water tower grant. He received good 
reviews from some of those in attendance for his presentation. Results from his presentation 
will be presented sometime at the end of May or first of June. Skinner then discussed problems 
with the rotating assembly of one of the pumps at the water tower. Merrell informed the council 
that cost of replacing the part would run around $5084.00 

With no further business, the meeting was adjourned.

ENVIRONS GAS RATES 

On February 25. 2005. Atmos Energy Corporation ("Atmos" or the "Company") filed a Statement of 

Intent with the Railroad Commission of Texas (the "Commission") to increase its gas rates in the 

unincorporated area ("Environs") surrounding the Cities of West Texas Service Area (the "Cities"). This 

proposed increase in gas rates willing to apply to customers residing inside the city limits of the West Texas 

Service Area. 

In its filing, the Company proposes to change its Environs base rates and service charge tariffs to the 

same level as those current rates previously approved by the Cities for customers inside the city limits. The 

service charge rates have been in effect inside the city limits since April 10, 2003 and the base rates have 

been in effect inside the city limits since May 1, 2004. The Company proposes to change the Environs rates 

effective April 1. 2005. The Commission may suspend the proposed effective date for up to 150 days. 

The proposed changes will affect all classes of Environs tariff customers, including Residential, 

Commercial, Industrial, State institution, and Public Authority customers. The Company's Air Conditioning 

Customers, who currently take service under a separate tariff, will instead be served under the Residential 

tariff. There are approximately 17.306 Atmos Environs tariff customers (15,071 Residential, 1,916 

Commercial, 182 Small Industrial. 16 State Institution, and 121 Public Authority). The proposed changes in 

Environs base rates are expected to increase the Company's annual revenues by  approximately $440,274. 

The Company also proposes to implement and apply a pew Weather NarmaliRaliOPMInslonro clause to the 

bills of customers in weather-sensitive classes (Residential, Commercial, State Institution, and Public 

Authority). 

The typical monthly residential customer bill (assuming consumption of 6 Mcf) and the typical monthly

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Hall County Commissioners 
Set Rules For Herbicide 
Spraying Inside County 

The Hall County Commissioners Court met in regular session on 
Monday, April it Present for the meeting were County Judge Jack 
Martin, Commissioners Milton Beasley, Jr.-Pet # 1, Terry Lindsey-Pct 
#2, Buddy Logsdon-Pct #3, James Fusion-Pet #4. After attending to 
regular monthly court business the following items were addressed. 

• Pat Floyd, Tax Assessor/Collector, reported that the State of Texas 
has replaced two printers and monitors in her office and has offered to 
allow Hall County to keep the used printers and monitors. The com-
missioners passed a motion to allow the Tex Assessor/Collector to keep 
the used equipment. 

• Justice of the Peace Tippett asked that a request be made for re-
surfacing of the mad by the county jail, as the License and Weights 
Division of the Texas Department of Public Safety will be using the 
road on a continuing basis. He requested, in addition, that a small 
building be provided for their use in Memphis. The commissioners 
approved the purchase of a mft. x 12ft. building, or a 12ft. x 12ft. build-
ing, complete with electrical wiring, to be placed on jail property in 
Memphis. 

• Marlin Felts, Chief Appraiser, reported that a check for the county's 
portion of the total amount left from last year's operating fund in the 
amount of $3,611.10 was delivered to the Treasurer. 

Child Protective Services Committee in Hall County requested 
the appointment of two new members to their local board as follows: 
Appointment of Tammy Hargrove to replace Wendy Altman; and Jamie 
Robinson to replace Helen Crisman. This action was approved by the 
court. 

• Rules for herbicide spraying in Hall county were discussed with 
Josh Brooks, Extension Agent. The court approved the following mo-
tion: "Dicamba may be applied by ground application equipment dur-
ing the regulated period from May 10 through October 15 with a per-
mit from the Texas Department of Agriculture; no permit is required 
for the application of regulated herbicides from October 16 through 
May 9 of each year. Damage to any crops is the responsibility of the 
person applying the herbicide." All members of the Commissioners' 
Court agreed to sign a letter to the Texas Department of Agriculture 
regarding this motion. 

• The court approved a motion to increase milage expense paid by 
Hall County from 35 cents per mile to 40 cents per mile to officials 
and employees traveling on county business. 

• After going into executive session pursuant to Texas Code Section 
551.071, Consultation with attorney, and 551.071, Matters concerning 
real property, the court returned to regular session and approved a 
motion to purchase vacant lots in Lakeview adjoining the county prop-
erty where the Precinct 2 barn is located, at a cost of $2,500.00, upon 
delivery of good and merchantable title. The property is described as 
0.321 acres out of Block 6, Original Town of Lakeview, Hall County, 
Texas. The County Attorney, John Deaver, will prepare a contract be-
tween the seller and Hall County, with the county to bear the cost of 
title insurance of $254.00. 

• The court approved a motion to employ Micah Karber as Family 
Consumer Science Agent for Hall County and Briscoe County to be 
employed half of the time for each county. Employment of Ms. Karber 
will begin on June 1, 2005. 

• Brent Foard with Texas Department of Transportation appeared 
before the court to discuss road materials left from state projects to be 
given to Hall County. A request will be made by Judge Martin for one 
thousand cubic yards of RAP material to be delivered to county prop-
erty for sharing by all precincts.

Texas Livestock Health Officials Resort 
To Random Herd Selection To Hit 
Cattle Tuberculosis Testing Target 

Texas livestock health officials will randomly select nearly 2,000 of 
the state's purebred or seed stock beef herds for cattle tuberculosis 
(TB) testing this summer, to fulfill disease surveillance obligations of 
the Texas Cattle TB plan. The blueprint for regaining Texas' TB-free 
status was developed in 2002 by cattle industry representatives, with 
a recommendation for the Texas Animal Health Commission (TAHC) 
to implement a TB testing effort. The plan calls for TB testing all of 
the state's 811 dairies and about 2,400 purebred or seed stock beef 
herds. Dairy herd testing has been completed, but only about 500 
owners of purebred or seed stock beef herds have volunteered their 
herd for a test. Federal funds for herd testing 'expire' October 1, so the 
TAHC is tackling the problem with a high-tech version of drawing 
names from a hat. 

"In early March, we reconvened the Texas TB Task Force, which 
included leaders from the purebred cattle industry, to determine how 
to get herds tested and meet the agreement made with the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture, which has funded the plan," said Dr. Bob 
Hillman, Texas' state veterinarian and executive director of the TAHC, 
the state's livestock and poultry health regulatory agency. "Random 
selection of herds was seen as the most equitable way to complete a 
statistically valid disease surveillance of purebred and seed stock cattle 
herds. By mid-April, a computer program will pick names from a da-
tabase listing purebred and seed stock producers. We then will con-
tact the ranchers to line up the test that will be conducted by private 
veterinarians at no cost to the herd owner." 

"We will try to accommodate ranchers' schedules, and if an owner 
wants to volunteer their cattle for TB testing, we welcome their par-
ticipation," he said. "No herd is too small for testing." Dr. Hillman 
said more than 5o0 private veterinary practitioners in Texas have com-
pleted additional TB training and are on contract with the TAHC to 
conduct herd tests. To volunteer herds for a test; locaten ecinttact vet-' 
erinarian, or obtain inforroativil; ranchers shotild iontact their local' 
TAI-IC area office or the TAHC headquarters in Austin at 1-800-550- 
8242. 

Dr. Hillman explained that dairies, purebred and seed stock beef 
herds were targeted for testing, because, during the past 22 years, TB 
has been detected in 15 Texas dairies and six purebred cattle herds in 
nine counties, including El Paso, Karnes, Comanche, Pecos, Uvalde, 
Fayette, Culberson, Grayson, Zavala and Hamilton counties. Dr. 
Hillman stressed that dairy and purebred beef cattle are no more sus-
ceptible to TB than commercial cattle, but they usually are maintained 
in more confined conditions, which are conducive to TB transmission. 
He pointed out that milk from the dairies is safe, as pasteurization, or 
heat treatment, kills the bacteria. Meat also is safe, as carcasses are 
inspected for wholesomeness at slaughter, and cooking meat also kills 
bacteria. 

"Completing the disease surveillance of the purebred and seed stock 
beef herds is extremely important," stressed Dr. Hillman. "It will al-
low Texas to fulfill its agreement with the USDA and states that re-
ceive Texas cattle. We can then move forward to regain TB-free status 
and avoid interstate movement restrictions on Texas cattle. Secondly, 
it will provide Texas ranchers the assurance that there is no undetec-
ted infection in these valuable herds." 

"Cattle TB is not a disease we can learn to live with," stressed Dr. 
Hillman. "The contagious TB bacteria can cause cattle to develop in-
ternal lesions, and in rare instances, can cause human illness. Regain-
ing cattle TB-free status must be a priority. In Texas, 2,000 ranchers 
will make a profound difference by completing this disease surveil-
lance effort."

Analyzing 2005 Planting Options 
Easier With PCG Seed Cost Calculator 

High Plains cotton producers are busy finalizing planting plans for 
the 2005 growing season and trying to estimate production costs as 
they develop budgets for the coming year. 

Growers going through this process are reminded that the latest 
version of the Plains Cotton Growers Seed Cost Calculator was posted 
on the PCG website Wednesday, March 16 and features several differ-
ent ways to compare seed and technology costs based on a combina-
tion of suggested retail prices an planting rates. 

One of the latest additions to the Calculator is a worksheet that 
illustrates the impact of the Monsanto Cap Cost Program. The new 
worksheet will allow growers who utilize higher seeding rates, for ex-
ample rates above 56,000 seed per acre, to see how their tech fees are 
impacted by participation in the Roundup Rewards Cap Cost Program. 

The Monsanto Cap Cost Program sets an upper limit on technology 
costs per acre for those growers who meet the requirements of the 
Roundup Rewards Cap Cost Program. 

Producers interested in using the new calculator can download a 
copy from the PCG website (www.plainscotton.org ). The PCG calcu-
lator is an interactive Microsoft Excel spreadsheet that allows produc-
ers to calculate an estimated cost per acre for both seed and technol-
ogy, based on published suggested retail prices. 

May 4 Cow-Calf Financial 
Workshop Examines Costs, Profits 
Cow-calf producers were blessed with another round of high calf 

prices in 2004, and industry analysts are predicting good prices for 
the next couple of years. Even so, a Texas Cooperative Extension econo-
mist says now is the time to review the cost side of beef production. 

"Our figures for the Texas Rolling Plains indicate most producers 
spend about $392 per year to maintain one mother cow," said Stan 
Bevers, Extension economist based at Vernon. "This amounts to $88 
per hundredweight of weaned calves. 

Cow-calf producers can learn how to gauge their operation's eco-
nomic health at a May 4 Standardized Performance Analysis work-
shop at the Texas A&M University System Agricultural Research and 
Extension Center here. 

"This workshop will enable ranchers to complete an analysis for 
their 2004 calf crop," Severs said. "This is a hands-on event. We will 
help participants generate and complete their own performance analy-
sis. 

The workshop begins at 9 a.m. Registration costs $100 per ranch 
or operation, and includes educational materials, software, lunch and 
refreshments. 

"A standardized performance analysis lets ranchers compare their 
operation's performance between years, to that of other operations, 
by production region and across production systems," Bevers added. 
"Our goal is to help cow-calf operators determine their current finan-
cial and production benchmarks," 

Those who register will receive all the forms they need to organize 
their production and financial data before the workshop. All of this 
data remains confidential.

If so, your voice is needed in 

helping pass legislation that 
would reduce the pressure of 
the TAKS. 

House Bill 1612 is scheduled 
for a House Public Education 
Committee hearing next Tues-
day, April 19. This Bill calls for 
multiple criteria to be used in 
student evaluation instead of 
the current system of a single 
standardized test being the sole 

determining factor in promo-
tion decisions in 3rd grade. For 
example, grades and teacher 
evaluation would be used in 
addition to the TAKS score. 

Unfortunately, our lawmak-
ers in Austin have received only 
a few concerns related to the 
TAICS method of evaluation. 
Therefore, they are going to 

continue to place more and 
more emphasis on he test in the 
future. 

It is very important that par-
ents and educators flood or po-
litical leaders offices with 
phone calls, faxes and e-mails. 
We must let them know that 
children are worth a lot more 

than a single test score. 
Time is very critical. If 

House Bill 1612 dies in com-
mittee nest week it will be two 
years before a similar bill can 
be introduced again.

My encounter with cancer in 
1992, came on the heels of one 
of the most joyous of human 

events - the birth of a child "Mountain top° experiences 
often decline into "valley" seasons ofIffe. We had blended 
2 families together seven years prior to my diagnosis and 
between us, already had four sons. In 1991, we were fa-
vored by the birth of a fifth son - who belonged to all ofus. 
What a blessing this was to our family! Therefore the "C" 
diagnosis was double devastating. 

Around 1990, I had had a laseline"mammogram due 
to a high incidence of breast cancer cases on my father's 
mother'side of thefamily. I recezired a caution tofollow up 
with another film in sir months. Due to the hectic schedule 
Iwas living at thatpoint, the doctor's advice was neglected. 
In the next year or so, we became parents again. 

By the grace of God, the warning was finally heeded 
when our youngest son was 14 months old and I went to 
another location for a follow up film. 171 never forget the 
eerie feeling I got when the radiologist's office tracked me 
down, while shopping, to encourage me to return a call to 
them. Their urgency instigated a "wake up carwithin me 
that impressed me tofollow through this time. 

My primary physician referred me to a surgeon in Lub-
bock, who amazingly, was very passive with his opinion. 
He was "999I" convinced that this was merely a by-prod-
uct of the pregnancy. But that initial wake up alarm had 
sent me on a mission and I opted to not delay a biopsy. 
Near the end ofthis procedure./ was very unsettled to hear 
the surgeon and nurses whispering in hushed tones. 

Upon observing his solemn expression as he entered my 
room to discuss results, i knew the Lord was behind this 
urgency I was sensing. I knew the discussion that was 
about to take place and as he took my hand, he said, "We 
need to talk." He as very apologetic and thankful that I'd 
been led to take action rather than postpone things for 
awhile. He recommended an oncologist who came to fi-
nalize plans for chemo after the surgery. I was told that 
since there was lymph node ofinvolvement, that this was 
an early stage 2 cancer (out of5 stages)and that the prog-
nosis was good. 

During the chemo, it was as if a comforting blanket of 
protection and peace was over me and it remained through-
out six "rounds"of treatment, which was a preventive mea-
sure because ofthe spread to thel lymph node. There were 
side effects, such as a thyroid deficiency which developed 
and uncomfortable interference with hormones! Yet, thir-
teen years down the road as a cancer survivor, I can look 
up to Heaven and thank God that our (then)14 month old 
toddler is now a 14 year old 8th grader. I can joyously 
relive all of the wonderful memories that we've been al-
lowed to experience as afamily and as individuals. 

I thank Himfor the Victory over thisfearful disease and 
all I've learned about Him, myself, ourfamily, and human 
beings because of the strength I've gained as a result. The 

fear and dread Ile& back thenfades with each passing year 
blessed life as I celebrate God's Faithfulness to' perform 

each Promise He's given us in His Word.

Thornberry Office To Host 
Academy Forum 

U.S. Representative Mac Thornberry's Amarillo office will host an 
Academy Forum in Amarillo to provide information to interested stu-
dents and their parents about attending the United States service acad-
emies.
