Postal Improvement 

Program Slated To 
Begin Here Saturday 

The U. S. Postal Serv.ce firs. ,  
class mail service improvement 
program will go into effect at the 
Turkey Post Office on October 
11. Postmaster Jim Majors said 
today. 

Under the program, first-class 
mail will receive service that is 
equal to or better than airmail. 

The major. new service step 
will extend to all first-dam mail 
weighing 13 ounces or less. "In 
practical terms, what this service, 
improvement means is that domes-
tic first-class postace now will PIN 
chase the level of serrate that 
previously only airmail could buy," 
said Postmaster Majors. 

"Under the new program, there 
will no longer be an advantage in 
purchasing airmail postage tor 
domestic delivers. ," be said. 

Priority mail (now starting at 
weight in excess of 13 ounces), 
which includes air parcel service, 
and international airmail are Un-
a ect ed by the improvement pro-
gram and continue in their pre-
sent form the postmaster said. 

".airmail stamps will be sold for 
use on priority' and international 
airmail They can also be used in 
various combinations with other 
Armco for first-class mad" he 
said.
