A somewhat fallacious bill has 
recently been introduced into the 
Texas legislature which relates 
to reducing the number of 
written reports required of 
school district personnel. This 
bill is the result of expressed 
concerns over the increased 
paperwork placed on teachers 
this year. It is said that teachers 
are required to spend too much 
time on paperwork—time which 
should be used to prepare lessons 
or teaching a class. 

The bill would limit written 
reports and paperwork which 
administrators may require of 
teachers to such requirements as 
are normally asked of teachers. 
Normally, teachers are asked to 
prepare lesson plans, keep at-
tendance register, report grades, 
maintain lunchroom accounting. 
or any other reports as may be 
required by law. 

The bill spells out punishment 
phase for statutory violation 
which ranges from reprimanding 
the school administrator to re-
voking the administrator's cert-
ificate. Additionally, each school 
district would be required to 
submit a report that includes a 
plan for eliminating any unneces-
sary reports. Also, the Texas 
Education Agency would be 
required to investigate each 
school district's compliance each 
quarter. 

It is true that all efforts should 
be made to eliminate unneces-
sary paperwork placed upon 
teachers. They should be free to 
do what they are hired to 
do—teach children. But, it seems 
a bit foolish to require schools to 
submit reports in order to

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Rustic Epidemic 
Possible In 
Briscoe County Wheat 

The threat of a devastating 
outbreak of leaf rust in the Texas 
High Plains wheat fields is the 
greatest it has been in more than 
two decades, says Dirk Aaron, 
County Extension Agent. Aaron 
has been informed by Dr. Robert 
Berry, Extersion Plant Patholo-
gist, that he has not seen such 
active rust infections at this time 
of year in 22 years. 

The disease requires moisture 
on the plant leaf and suitable 
temperatures, such as have 
occurred across the Plains in 
recent weeks. Berry said. "At 70 
degrees, infection can occur in 
four hours and the complete 
cycle, producing spores which 
then repeat the infection of other 
leaves, takes 10 to 12 days. At 60 
degrees, the cycle takes twice as 
long." A fungus, the rust appears 
as small, round orange spots or 
pustules. They appear right at 
the groundline on the oldest 
leaves of the plant. If the 
infection is heavy enough, it will 
defoliate the plant. "Even light 
rust will interfere with develop. 
ment of the grain," Berry warn-
ed. "Many fields which we saw in 
our survey have high weed 
populations. Many also have thin 
stands. These conditions don't 
promise a high yield potential," 
Berry noted. 

He suggested that dryland 
producers who have thin stands 
and poor yield outlook may want 
to consider grazing out their 
fields hit by rust. "If an irrigated 
crop with good potential devel-
ops rust, the producer might 
want to consider a fungicide 
application at the jointing stage:' 
he said. "It is generally thought 
that economically, fungicide 
should only be applied to wheat 
that has a potential for a yield in 
the 80-100 bushel range." he said.

BELLY UP TO THE SINK 

FOR SOME SUDS 
Those of you paying big bucks 

to have your water softened 
ought to have your mouths 
washed out with soap. 

Dr. Earl Dawson, a researcher 
at the University of Texas 
Medical Branch in Galveston. 
made a splash when he revealed 
that "in a study of 22 Texas 
communities, hard water users 
had suffered 22 perfent fewer 
fatal heart attacks and had lower 
blood pressure and serum choles-
terol levels." This, even though 
those studied actually had higher 
daily fat intake levels than 
people living in soft water areas. 

Soap is the solution, Dawson 
speculates that minerals from 
the hard water combine with fats 
in the intestines. This produces 
soap, which is indigestible and 
passes harmlessly through the 
body, taking some unwanted fat 
molecules along. 

If you live in a soft water 
household, Dawson suggests 
magnesium and calcium supple-
ments. Check with your doctor. 
of course, but that sounds better 
than munching bars of Ivory at 
snack time.

The Amarillo Daily News 
carried a story about an inter-
view with J. R. (Jim) Stroup of 
Quitaque. Most of the local 
people probably read it, but 
many of the Valley Tribune 
subscribers were unable to. read 
it, and the Tribune decided to 
carry the story verbatim. 

"James Stroup is not a mem-
ber of the Senate Agriculture 
Committee, and he doesn't claim 
to know how to stop the farm 
crisis that is cutting through the 
nation like a scythe, but the 
81-year-old retired farmer and 
rancher wants more than any-
thing for the Family Farmers to 
make it. He says he would like to 
see farmers go to bed at night 
and wake up still on their land." 

Mr. Stroup says. "You'd better 
let the little farmers still stay 
here with their homes. When-
ever you starve out your farm-
ers, they can't all go to the city 
and find work." 

As many of our readers know, 
Mr. Stroup farmed and ranched 
on a mile tract of land for nearly 
fifty years, and he says he 
doesn't know how farmers can 
get out of the trouble they are 
facing. 

He says, "It is not because of 
mismanagement, as some politi-
cians in Washington, D. C. try to 
make the people believe. 

It is not the farmer's fault. It is 
the high price of land, and high 
price of production. A farmer 
can't pay $600.00 an acre for land 
and make money on it unless 
there's water, oil or gas under-
neath," he says. 
"And," he says, "too many 

farmers are borrowing too much 
money. The more money farmers 
borrow, the more land they must 
farm to turn a profit. That forces 
them to buy more land and more 
equipment to work the land, 
which results in the need to farm 
more land to turn a profit. 
Farmers who have borrowed 
more than $100,000.00 don't have 
much chance of making it unless 
the government comes to their 
aid. Some farmers have borrow-
ed themselves to death. 

"Farmers are good managers. 
Better managers than the guys 
who are running the govern-
ment," he says. 

Mr. Stroup sold his cattle in 
1969 and his land in 1974. 

In 1925, a year before he was 
married, he began leasing state-
owned land on a tract near 
Quitaque. The town had less than 
100 population at the time. He 
had just graduated from Way-
land Baptist College in Plain-
view, excelling in baseball, bas-
ketball and football. He wanted 
to become a farmer in Quitaque, 
on land his father had helped to 
settle in the southern part of the 
Texas Panhandle at the turn of 
the century. Renting the land, he 
paid $1.00 per acre. Leasing the 
land at the time was worth it, but 
until you bought it, you didn't 
have a clear title to the land. He 
remembers those early years 
when belts were tightened en. 
ough so people could hardly 
breathe (Depression Years). 

Mr. Stroup said he didn't make 
much then, but it didn't take 
much to live. It only took $25 to 
$30 per year for him to live. 
‘What a contrast with 1985.) He 

said it took only 60 to 80 acres for 
the farmer to get by in those 
years. He said that was all he 
could afford time-wise and mon-
ey-wise in those years. He said 
when a farmer owned more land, 
he had to have more farm-hands 
and more equipment. The main 
objective at the time was to own 
enough land to feed a family and 
cattle. One time he borrowed 
more money than he could afford 
to repay and the government 
came to his rescue to save the 
day. He says he thinks people 
just have to tighten their belts.

They can say 'if we make a good 
crop this year, we can buy some 
new clothes. If we don't make a 
good crop, we'll wear the same 
clothes.' 

He says, "The modern farmer 
doesn't face anything new. Farm-
ing was tough in Quitaque when 
about 30 people, including his 
father, worked little tracts of 
land along the edge of the 
Caprock. It's still tough today."

Dear Friends, 
I left Turkey on January 28th. 

and after a 36-hour plane trip I 
landed in Medan, North Sum-
atra, Indonesia. I was met at the 
airport in Medan by Bishop 
Sitorus of the Indonesian Metho-
dist Church and stayed as his 
guest the month of February. 
The temperature was around 85 
degrees which is the normal 
year-around temperature. I slept 
under air conditioning. Many 
friends either came to see me or 
called when I was in town. Every 
spare day I enjoyed eating with 
our friends and renewing old 
acquaintances. 

After a couple of days resting 
to get over the "jet-lag", Bishop 
Sitorus with a D.S., Rev. Kosasih 
and I drove to Bandar Baru 
which is about 40 miles up the 
mountains in the Karo Batak 

area of North Sumatra. Our new 
Seminary is located in Bandar 
Baru. They are only in their 
second year and have 35 stud-
ents. There is a new chapel, 
library, dining hall and dormi-
tory. There are two houses for 
staff and others must drive from 
Medan. More housing, dormitor-
ies and classrooms need to be 
built. 

After a 6:00 a.m. worship 
service on Sunday morning, we 
left Bandar Baru and continued 
up the mountains deep into 
"Karo Land". After a three-hour 
trip we arrived at Tiga Lingga 
where I preached. At the close of 
the service 84 new converts were 
baptized. We then continued our 
trip through the Karo area and 
saw many of the villages where 
new churches have begun. I was 
told that 40 new congregations 

have been started and they need 
help in building churches. 

During the week I traveled to 
other parts of North Sumatra 
where The Methodist Church is 
at work. I saw some of the 
churches that I had helped build 
in the past and met many old 
friends. On the second Sunday I 
preached in the Wesley Metho-
dist Church where I had been 
pastor in years past. On the third 
Sunday I preached in the Indon-
esian language in another 
church. 

The third week in February I 
attended a Pastors Retreat and 
saw many of the local pastors 
that I had worked with and some 
new faces. Dr. Allen Walker of 
the World Methodist Evangelis-
tic Society was the main speaker 
and very inspiring. One night I 
traveled to a nearby church that 
I had helped to build and spoke 
there. Everyone was thrilled to 
see me and welcomed me back. 

On the last Sunday in Febru-
ary, we again traveled to the 
Karo area and after a stirring 
sermon by Dr. Walker, some 30 
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of us baptized over 1,500 new 
converts. There were another 
1,500 who could not travel to this 
service and will be baptized at a 
later date. 

Everywhere I went I met 
friends with open arms asking 
the same question: "When are 
you coming back?" This time I 
could answer, "Soon!" If we have 
enough support from friends 
here, we plan to return to 
Indonesia as soon as visa ar-
rangements are complete. We 
have set as our goal: late October 
or early November 1985. In the 
meantime we have plans to visit 
with all those who want us to 
come. I took some slides to share 
with you. If we do not already 
have a date in your church, call 
or write to us.

SET ON COUNTY-BY-COUNTY

Sen. Bill Sarpalius recently 
convinced a Senate panel that 
obscenity standards should be 
set on a county-by-county basis 
rather than have one standard 
apply to the entire state. 

Members of the Senate Crim-
inal Justice Committee respond-
ed with a 4-2 endorsement of 
Sarpalius' measure, Senate Bill 
18. 

SB 18 clears up a problem that 
has existed in Texas' legal 
system for years by giving 
individual counties the right to 
determine their own obscenity 
standards. Existing law allows 
only one abscenity standard for 
the entire state. 

"It's high time that an obscen-
ity case in the Texas Panhandle 
he determined by the standards 
of the people living in the 
Panhandle." Sarpalius, 0-Can-
yon, said during the committee 
hearing. "For too long now, 
obscenity laws have been deter-
mined by the standards of people 
living in Houston and Dallas." 

Sarpalius' bill was filed in 
response to court cases that 
ruled Texas' current obscenity 
standard is too vague. Current 
law defines obscenity by "con-
temporary community stan-
dards" without defining what 
constitutes a community. 

Because of that lack of defini-
tion. Texas courts have deter-
mined "community" refers to the 
state as a whole. Community 
standards under current law are 
not allowed to vary by county. 

"As a result, a person being 
charged with selling obscene 
material in Borger only needs to 
prove that selling the same 
material in Houston is legal." 
Sarpalius said. "One city's stan-
dard is applying to the entire 
state, and that just doesn't seem 
right ." 

SB 18 corrects the problem by 
making a change in existing 
law—it degines "contemporary 
community standards" as the 
standards of the county in which 
the alleged offense occurred or 
that county and all adjoining 
counties. The second was includ-
ed in case the Supreme Courts 
rule sparsely populated counties 
are too small to meet its legal 
definition of community. 

The remainder of the law, 
including a-hat may he consider-
ed as possible obscenity, remains 
within the parameters of the 
1973 Supreme Court ruling that 
left obscenity standards to indivi-
dual communities.
