The fourth annual Quitaque 

Quest mountain bike race was 
conducted last Saturday. De-
spite the threat of blizzard type 
weather, 49 biking competitors 
showed and participated in the 
race. The race was run as 
scheduled even though the 24 
mile event riders were given the 
opportunity to ride only 12 miles. 

Two expert riders were the 
first to begin the race and al-
though the riding times were 
not equal to previous years, 
Marcus Pepper of Lubbock fin-
ished the course in a respectable 
time of 2 hours, 3 minutes. 
Pepper's time was the best of the 
day and he received cash awards 
for his effort. 

The next group of 24 mile 
riders was the sport category. 
Chad Christian of Kena, Texas 
turned in the best time of two 
hours and nine minutes, followed 
closely by Blake O'Brien of 
Amarillo and Veriede Baard of 
Wichita Falls, Texas. The 
youngest rider in the sport cat-
egory was Chris Holcomb of 
Borger who rode the course in 
two hours and thirty seven 
minutes while the oldest rider, 
Terry Snider of Olton completed 
the course in two hours and forty 
minutes. 

The largest number of riders 
participated in the beginner cat-
egory who were required to ride 
12 miles. Jeff Williams ofVernon 
turned in the best time of one 
hour and eleven minutes. John 
Keith of Lubbock and Jonathan 
Bengoa of Lubbock followed the 
leader with times of one hour 
and twelve minutes and one hour 
and sixteen minutes respec-
tively. 

Cole Calvert of Quitaque rode 
the difficult twelve mile course 
in one hour and forty three 
minutes while Christopher 

McBee of Quitaque finished in 
one hour and forty-six minutes. 
Cole and Christopher were the 
youngest participants in the 
race. Several riders completed 
the race in more than two hours. 

Six women competed in the 
bike race. Heather Sternenberg 
of Canyon rode the best women's 
time in one hour and thirty 
minutes while Lezli Harper of 
Olton finished in one hour and 
thirty nine minutes. 

Donated prizes of cash and 
merchandise were presented to 
winners in the respective cat-
egories and classes. Eighteen 
businesses from Quitaque, 
Plainview, Lubbock and Ama-
rillo gave generously to help 
award the participating riders 
for their efforts. 

A large number of skilled 
workers volunteered their ser-
vices to help make the race safe 
and successful. Riders were very 
complimentary of the course 
condition and the number of 
skilled volunteers.

Guest Editorial

Here we go again. Another constitutional amendment election is 
coming up on November 4, 1997. Will we disappoint ourselves at the 
polls, like we did with the poor voter turnout in August (6.9%--the 
lowest for a Constitutional Amendment Election ever)? That dismal 
turnout should be a wake-up call for all of us. 

Granted, voter turnout for constitutional amendment elections is 
historically bad. It generally hovers around 12% to 15%. And it's 
pretty pathetic when even a 15% turnout starts to look good in 
comparision. 

People do, however, take action when an issue affects them in a 
relevant way. 30.6% turned out to vote in 1987, when horse racing 
was on the ballot. And 26.2% showed up at the polls in 1991 to decide 
on the Texas lottery. Have you ever heard of someone refusing to buy 
a lottery ticket because "just one won't make a difference" the way 
people use the same excuse to stay away from the polls on election 
day? 

The 14 proposed amendments on the November 4 ballot are all 
relevant. Among them are amendments that would allow 
homeowners to secure loans using the equity of their homes, to pave 
the way for tax relief for those who initiate water conservation 
measures on their property, and to constitutionally protect the Texas 
Tomorrow Fund prepaid college tuitition program to prevent it from 
going broke. 

The right to vote, once a patriotic duty, has become as important 
to some people as a weekend chore that never seems to get done. 
"Yeah, yeah, I'll do it -- if I get around to it." At a time when many 
already believe there are too many elections on too many issues, it's 
no wonder some people ask, "What's the point?" But when it comes 
to the Texas Constitution, the "point" has been and always will be, 
its role in shaping the very way all Texans live today. 

If you are concerned about how state government utilizes your tax 
dollars, your vote is crucial. If you consider the economic future of 
you and your children a priority, your vote is significant. Your vote 
allows our State Constitution to remain a living document. But it 
lives only if all Texans choose to play an active role in shaping it. 

Yes, our State Constitution is rather lengthy, but in a sense that's 
part of the beauty of this grand old parchment. Texans voting on 
amendments in 1997 play just as significant a role as those who took 
part in drafting it so many years ago. 

Thanks to our State Constitution, we remain forever linked to our 
proud Texas' past. It is the people of the State of Texas who have 
always decided what goes in and what remains out of our Constitution. 
It is the people of the State of Texas who must now decide whether 
they will keep playing this essential role in our government. 

Will we disappoint ourselves on November 4th? Let's not. Let's 
wake up and let our voices be heard on election day. By combining 
your voice with many others, before long there will be a loud clamor 
that's hard to ignore. Make your approval or disapproval clear 
where your voice still speaks loudest--at the ballot box.

The Finley home was a two story 
house.

Texans soon will have a 

chance to vote on our states fu-
ture. 

Two amendments on the No-
vember 4 ballot will change the 
state's constitution and play a 
critical role in making sure Texas 
has enough water for the next 
century. 

One amendment will allow 
property tax relief on land using 
water conservation measures. 
The other will give the Texas 
Water Development Board 
greater flexibility in financing a 
wide variety of critically-needed 
water projects without increas-
ing the states bond debt limit. 

The two votes cap a 40-year 
span of false starts in develop-
ing a long-range, comprehensive 
state water plan. Lawmakers 
last spring approved a master 
plan to conserve, develop and 
manage the state's valuable 
water resources. 

Now it's up to Texas voters. 
Failure to get behind the ef-

fort could produce disastrous 
results in the future. Texas grew 
from 11.2 million people in 1970 
to more than 19 million in 1997. 
And the states population is 
expected to reach more than 33.8 
million in 2030--an 99 percent 
increase since 1990. 

Although the numbers un-
derscore the challenges facing 
the state, they don't reflect the 
water shortages Texans have 
lived with on a regular basis. 
The state has suffered through 

-five major droughts since the 
1930's, including a catastrophic 
seven year drought in the 1950's. 

The most recent drought in 
1995-96 cost Texas farmers, 
ranchers and businesses an es-
timated $5 billion in damages. 
Federal disaster relief blamed 
on water shortages went to 242 
of the states 254 counties.

But historically, widespread 
concern about water supplies 
has washed away when the first 
drenching rains fill our lakes, 
rivers and streams. 

Texans soon forget the water 
restrictions that scorched their 
lawns, and the billions of dollars 
of crops and parched cattle dev-
astated under the glare of the 
sumer sun. 

But the threat never goes 
away. Despite rapid urbaniza-
tion, farms and ranches remain 
a vital and important part of the 
Texas economy. Other busi-
nesses and industries need ad-
equate water too, and Texas 
needs them to keep the state's 
economy in high gear. 

The Legislature gave top pri-
ority to a water bill this year. 
The law mixes a variety of 
strategies to meet future de-
mands. 

It deals with drought man-
agement response, water man-
agement, marketing and trans-
fers, surface and groundwater 
supplies, financial assistance to 
local governments and small 
communities, and data collec-
tion. 

The law tackles just about 
every single facet of water re-
source policy and management 
with one exception--public apa-
thy. 

Like most Americans, Texans 
take a lot for granted. They 
expect to have water when they 
turn on the faucet to wash their 
hands, scrub their dishes or 
brush their teeth. 

Unfortunately, taking it for 
granted that the amendments 
to the state's water plan will 
pass is gambling with Texas' 
future. 

A better bet would be to vote 
yes for the water proposals in 
November.

Ambitious Food Safety 
Education Campaign 
Unveiled

At a time of rising concern about 
food safety, two Cabinet secretar-
ies--Agriculture Secretary Dan 
Glickman and Health and Human 
Services Se Donna Shalal a-- . 
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safety are being made continuously 
by government and industry, con-
sumers also play a role in prevent-
ing foodborne illness. 

Accordingly, 	Secretaries 
Glickman and Shalala joined with 
national consumer organizations 
and food industry groups at aWash-
ington news conference to launch 
one of the mosefar-reaching and 
ambitious public education cam-
paigns ever to focus on safe food 
handling. The Food Safety Educa-
tion Campaign--as part of the 
President's Food Safety Initiative--
demonstrates a public-private part-
nership to address safe food han-
dling by consumers and other food 
preparers. 

The campaign is designed to 
reach all Americans and was de-
veloped by the partnership for Food 
Safety Education, a unique coali-
tion of industry, govefnment and 
consumer groups. Besides educat-
ing consumers that the potential for 
foodborne illness exists beyond the 
spoilage problems that people can 
see or smell, the campaign will use 
some new and innovative ap-
proaches to teach basic sanitation 
and food handling steps that will 
greatly reduce the risk of food-re-
lated illness. Along with the Cabi-
net secretaries, the news conference 
featured Carol Tucker Foreman, 
former Assistant Secretary of Agri-
culture; Tim Hammonds, President 
ofthe Food Marketing Institute; and 
Mary Alice McKenzie, Chairman of 
the American Meat Institute and 
President of McKenzie of Vermont. 

Glickman added that USDA 
supports the American School Food 
Service Association's theme for the 
week, "School Lunch: A World of 
Taste." The theme complements 
USDA's interest in promoting eth-
nic meals and introducing students 
to foods from other cultures. 

Under Secretary for Food, Nu-
trition and Consumer Services 
Shirley Watkins also made a point 
to single out food service profes-
sionals for recognition during Na-
tional School Lunch Week. USDA 
deeply appreciates the work of food 
service professionals nationwide 
who are so dedicated to children" 
Watkins said. "They are really the 
people who make the school meals 
program happen for children." 

To coincide with National School 
Lunch Week, USDA provided school 
and school districts with a fun-filled 
1997-1998 calendar of events along 
with an action-packed guide for 
schools to plan nutrition activities, 
try new recipes, and call on re-
sources from a wide variety of sup-
porters in local communities to help 
motivate students to make healthy 
food choice in school and at home. 

Watkins promised food service 
staffs new education and training 
materials, including a new menu 
planner, culinary videos, including 
"Cooking A World of New Tastes" 
for food production staff, and eth-
nically diverse recipes from nation-
wide competitons. A middle school 
magazine reflecting the importance 
of healthful eating and active living, 
and a student nurtition education 
webeite currently are being devel-
oped and tested by USDA for re-
lease in the new year. 

Glickman noted that while this 
week's focus is on school lunch, a 
tremendous opportunity is pre-
sented by another of USDA' nutri-
tion programa: the School Break-
fast Program--despite having 
doubled in size in the last 10 years-
-now serves only 7 million children 
daily, compared to more than 26 
million for the National School 
Lunch Program. 

"Studies have shown that eating 
the first meal of the day motivates 
learning and can help imporve test 
scores," said Glickman. "USDA -
actively is promoting the breakfast 
program. We'd like to see one at 
every school that offers school 
lunch."

Several things, says Friedman, 
including improper use of portable 
stero headsets, attendance at loud 
concerts, and a trend among teen-
agers to play car stereos at ear-
damaging volumes. 

Even the music industry has 
acknowledged the problem with 
several well-known rock stars en-
dorsing groups like HEAR (Hear-
ing Education Awareness for Rock-
ers) or campaigns such as HIP 
(Hearing is Priceless), which edu-
cate teens through school programs,. 
and produce public service an-
nouncements. 

Such hearing loss is sneaky. It 
often occurs gradually so that you 
are unaware that hearing is less-
ened. 

Try the following to reduce 
your chances for hearing damage: 
* At concerts, wear ear plugs. Many 

stylish plugs are marketed toward 
teens and are available in jewelry  

look-a-likes and day-glo colors. 
Avoid sitting near an amplifier, 
take occasional breaks, and if you 
notice a ringing in the ears or a 
"full" sensation, leave immediately. 
This means damage is occurring. 

* If listening to a portable headset, 
keep the volume set below level 
four. If others can hear the music, 
it's too loud. 
Keep the car stereo set so conver-
sation can be easily heard. 

* Watch for signs of hearing loss, 
such as the need to turn the televi-
sion set up or difficulty hearing oth-
ers in a crowded setting.

treatment; and women who will be 
more than 3 months pregnant dur-
ing flu season. 

The CDC also recommends the 

vaccine for anyone who lives with 
people in a high risk group, health 
care workers, personnel of nursing 

homes or chronic care facilities, 
persons who provide important 
community services and people 
working in schools or colleges in 

order to prevent outbreaks. 
Getting the vaccine at the right 

time may make the difference be-

tween staying healthy this winter 
and spending a few days sick in bed. 

"Since the vaccine begins to work 
about 1-2 weeks after you get it, we 
recommend that you get the shot 
between September and mid-No-
vember," says Sallie Connell, RNC, 
Immunization Coordinator for

the immunization providers con- 
tracted by the Texas Department of 
Health. 

Considering that the effects of 
the vaccine may last up to one year, 
people nine years and older need 
only one shot each flu season, and 
children under nine may need a 
second shot after one mohnth, 

Connell said. 
Getting the vaccine gives the 

opportunity, especially for children 
and teens, to get up to date on all of 
their immunizations, which can be 
given at the same time as the flu 

vaccine. 
There are a variety of reasons 

why peopledon't get vaccinated, but 
one of the most common is the fear 

of risks involved. 
According to the CDC, as with 

any medicine, there are small risks 
that serious problems could occur 
after taking the vaccine. However. 

"the risks from the vaccine are much 
smaller than the risks from the 
disease if people stop using the vac- 

cine. • Additionally the CDC reports 
that almost all people who get in- 
fluenza vaccine have no serious 
health problems from it. 

In response to a common mis- 

conception that getting the vaccine 
can actually give you the flu, the 
CDC reports that "the viruses in the 
vaccine are killed, so you cannot get 
influenza from the vaccine." 

The CDC also recommends 
what's known as a split-virus vac- 
cine for children under 13 to reduce 

the chance of side effects. This 
method may also be used by adults. 

If you're getting the vaccine, 
Connell recommends getting the 

facts first. 
"Ask questions and talk to your 

doctor or nurse about your concerns," 
she said. Make a point of telling 
your doctor or nurse if you: have a 
serious allergy to eggs, ever had a 

serious allergic reaction or other 
problem related to the flu vaccine, 
or if you now have a moderate or 
severe illness, she explained. 

Taking the right steps at the right 
time is the key to avoiding the flu 
this season. For more information
