Getting Ready For New 
Plains Buffalo Herd 

Girls Found Safe After 
Search at State Park 

The first corner-post was set 
Tuesday at Caprock Canyons 
State Park for the enclosure 
which will soon be the new home 
for the JA buffalo herd. 

Approximately 330 acres will 
be fenced as a buffalo pasture, 
and there will also be holding 
pens, corrals and a system for 
cross fencing. 

The buffalo pasture will be 
located to the right as you 
enter the park, and will be 
approximately the same 
acreage where the 14 head 
were previously located. Ten 
of these buffalo were moved to 
the San Angelo Park, one went 
to Abilene Park, one to Fort 
Griffin State Park and two 
went to the L. B.J State Park. 

Park and Wildlife officials 
felt that due to the pure blood-
line of the JA herd that no other 
buffalo should remain at Ca-
prock Canyons. It is believed 
that this herd has the most pure 
bloodline of any buffalo in North 
America, and great percautions 
will be taken in future years to 
preserve it. 

A very strong set of fences 
and enclosures are now under 
construction. Drill-stem pipe 
will be used for fencing, and the 
posts will be ten feet high and 
will be anchored in concrete five 
feet in the ground. Cable will be 
installed every six inches up 
and down the posts, and there 
will be approximately 43 miles 
of the 9/16 inch cable used in 
the entire operation. 

The mission of the State Park 
will take an expanded new focus 
in the days ahead. Heretofore it 
has focused almost entirely on 
recreation, but it will now have 
an expanded vision and appeal. 
It will become known throughout 
the state and nation as the park 
which has the Foundation Bison 
Herd for the State of Texas.

Turkey Residents Warned Of Nitrate 
In Water-Advised To Protect Infants 

The Texas Natural Resource Commission has tested Turkey 

water samples, and found that Nitrate/Nitrite is 13.40 mg. This is 

a high enough level to cause concern among parents of very young 

infants. 
The Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission (TNRCC) 

sets drinking water standards and has determined that nitrate 
poses an acute health concern at certain levels of exposure. 

Nitrate is used in fertilizer and is found in sewage and wastes from 

human and/or farm animals and generally get into drinking water 

from those activities. Excessive levels of nitrate in drinking 
water have caused serious Illness and sometimes death in 
infants under six months of age. The serious illness in infants 

is caused because nitrate is converted to Nitrite in the body. 

Nitrite interferes with the oxygen carrying capacity of the child's 

blood. This is an acute disease in that symptoms can develop 

rapidly in infants. In most cases, health deteriorates over a period 

of days. 
Symptons include shortness breath and blueness of the skin. 

Clearly expert medical advice should be sought immediately if 

these symptoms occur. 
Letters have been sent out to notify Turkey residents of the 

results of the nitrate test, to encourage parents and other respon-

sible parties to provide infants with an alternate source of 

drinking water. Local and State health authorities are the best 

source for information concerning alternate sources of drinking 

water for infants. 

TNRCC has set the drinking water standard at 10 parts per 

million (ppm) for nitrate to protect against the risk of these adverse 

etTects. It has also set a drinking water standard for nitrite at 1 

ppm. To allow for the fact that the toxicity of nitrate and nitrite are 
additive, TNRCC has also established a standard for the sum of 

nitrate and nitrite at 10 ppm. Drinking water that meets the 

TNitcc standard is associated with little to none of this risk and 

is considered safe with respect to nitrate. 

If you use too much fabric softener, undiluted, in the wash, greasy 

stains may appear on the fabrics. Treat these with a paste of water 

and detergent or with a prewash stain remover. 
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Ground Meat Color No Longer 
Useful As Safety Check 

Grinding the meat exposes a large 

amount of the meat's surface area to 

potential bacterial contamination 
from various sources in the pro-
cessing plant. 

-Therefore, there is more of a 

risk of having bacteria spread 
througout the whole product rather 
than an intact cut of meat that may 
only have bacteria on the surface," 
Van Laanen said 

Van Laanen said the public may 
be unsure about using meat ther-
mometers. 

-Many consumers have not had 
the opportunity or have not taken 
the opportunity to use meat ther-
mometers to check the internal 
temperature of the foods that they 
cook, -  she said. "We still recom-
mend that consumers cook meats 
thoroughly until they are brown, 
patricularly hamburger, and that if 
a meat thermometer ie an option, 

that a good way to go. -  
TIPS FOR THERMOMETER 

USE: 
1. Use an "instant-read -  ther-

mometer to check patty tempera-
tures. They are designed to be used 
toward the end of cooking time and 

register a temperature in about 15 

seconds. 
2. Check the stem of the instant-

read thermom eter for an indentation 

that shows how deep it moat pen-
etrate the meat to get an accurate 

reading. Moat digital thermometers 

will read the temperature in a small 
area of the tip. Dial tips must pen-
etrate about two inches of the food. 

3. The thermometer should pen-
etrate the thickest part of the food. 

4. If a meat patty is not thick 
enough to check from the top, insert 

the thermometer in sideways. 
5. To check the thermometer 

claibration, place the stem in a cup 
of boiling water. If correct, it will 
read 212 degrees Fahrenheit. Most 

thermometershave a calibration nut 
under the dial that can be adjusted. 

6. Wash the thermometer after 
each use.

Grandma's secret recipe meat loaf 

has been in the oven for an hour and 
a half, at 300 degrees Fahrenheit. 
Garlic, onion and tomato waft 

through the kitchen. Mmm, looks 
done. It should be ready for the 
table -- but is it safe enough to eat? 

Maybe not. The United States 
Department of Agriculture recently 

announced that color is no long a a 
factor when determining if ground 
meats have been cooked long enough 
to be eaten safely. 

New evidence shows that harm-
ful bacteria like E.coli can remain 
active in ground meat -- even after it 
appears to be well done. At other 
times, meat may prematurely 
brown. Hamburger, and all other 
ground meats like venison, chicken 
and turkey, must reach a tempera-
ture of 160 degrees Fahrenheit in 

order to be safe. The USDA recom-
mends that a meat thermometer be 
used to ensure proper temperature. 

"A meat thermometer is the moat 
reliable way to reduce the risk of 

foodbome illness, -  said Thomas J. 

Billy, administrator for the USDA's 

Food Safety and Inspection Service 
(FSIS), said. The color of meat is no 

longer considered a reliable indica-
tor of ground beef safety. -  

- Nobody should want their kids 
eating pink ground m eat of any kind. 
Children need to know a black and 

white answer about what is safe 
and what is not," Acuff said. 

Acuff has completed several re-
search projects wherein he tried to 

measure the temperature of a 
hamburger patty with a digital 
thermometer. 

Its an extremely difficult thing 

to do. We spent weeks and months 
tryi ng to standardize our procedure," 
he said. For the vast majority of 
cases, brown meat is safe meat." 

According to Dr. Peggy Van 

Laanen, associate professor and 
Extension nutrition specialist at 

Texas A& M, ground meats are more 

exposed to bacteria than whole cuts 
of meat.

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Introducing Solid Foods 
Is A Matter Of Timing 

Timing  is the key, for both parents 
and infants, when introducing solid 
foods. 

"Pick a time when there are few 
distractions and both you and the 
baby are relaxed," said Dr. Janice 

Stuff, a nutritionist at the USDA/ 
ARS Children's Nutrition Research 
Center. "It's best to begin feeding 
them while they are sitting on your 
lap. They will feel more secure and 
more willing to accept the food." 

The ideal time to introduce solid 

foods to infants is between ages 4 
and 6 months. Introduce single. 
ingredient foods first, beginning 

with one-half teaspoon to a teaspoon 
at a time to make sure the baby does 
not have a reaction. 

"Start off with baby rice cereal, 
add breast milk or formula so it's 
not much thicker than milk, -  said 
Stuff, an assistant professor of pe-
diatrics at Baylor College of Medi-
cine in Houston. "Its best to follow 

cereal with vegetables, fruits, and 
meats.

When kids come home from a 
long day at school, they're often 
ready for a snack. But treats don't 
always have to be cookies and milk. 
Parente can make eating healthy 
fun -- all it takes is a little imagi-
nation and preparation. 

It is important to involve your 
children in all aspects of food and 
snack plans, including making lists, 
shopping and preparation, said Dr. 
Dymple Cooksey, a professor and 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice nutrition specialist. 

"Kids will be more likely to eat 
fruit salad or other healthy snacks 
if they took part in preparing them. 
If your children are too young to 
prepare a snack by themselves, 
make snack preparation an evening 
pastime," she said. 

Fresh fruits and vegetables are 
beneficial because they are rich in 
many nutrients that children need 
to support growth and develop. 
ment. Serving them as snacks can 
also makeup for the missed servings 
in regular meals, Cooksey added. 

Including kids in the prepara-
tion is easy. It may involve cutting 
up fresh fruits and making a yogurt 
dip or makinghomemade pizza that 
will be ready to bake for lunch the 
next day. 

Preparation also can be fun. 
Cutting foods into fun shapes like 
triangles, circles makes the food 
more apnetizing. Also, after cutting 
up fruits and vegetables, let kids 
store them in plastic bags or colored 
plastic wrap. Place snacks in the 
front of the fridge so they are easily 
accessible to kids. 

Cooksey said encouraging chil-
dren to eat fruits and vegetables 
now means kids are off to a good 
start.

Boric Acid As A Insects Are Now 
Pest Control

There's a simple solution to kill-

ing insects and it may already be on 
a shelf in your home. Boric acid has 
been used for hundreds of years as a 
medication and a cleansing agent 
and many people have discovered 
its pesticide application. 

Extension urban entomologist 
Dr. Roger Gold says it works espe-
cially well on cockroaches because 
they are fastidious creatures. If 
they walk through boric acid, they 
will ingest it as they clean their feet. 
It's not a fast-acting poison. Gold 
says it can take four to seven days 
for the toxicity to build up enough to 
be lethal. 

He says some people mix boric 
acid with sugar, honey or cookie 
dough to make it more attractive to 
the pests. But it may also make it 
appealing to children and animals, 
so it could become a poisonous 
recipe.

Everything from spiders to cat-

erpillars can be found on Texas 
A&M University's entomology Web 
site. Extension entomologist and 
Web master Dr. John Jackman says 
the site answers the three most fre-
quently asked questions in ento-
mology: What is it? What doesit do? 
and What can I do about it? 

Farmers can log on to determine 
if it's a boll weevil or an armyworm 
chewing on their cotton plants. And 
weekend gardeners can move the 
mouse to learn what's bugging their 
begonias. The pages are broken into 
categories so you can narrow your 
search and get the information 
faster. 

You can identify pests and learn 
how to control them. And if you still 
have questions, there's a list of ex-
perts to call. Jackman says the site 
receives tens of thousands of hits 
each month and is considered one of 
the best entomology Web sites.

A&M Center To Host 
Watermelon Field Tour 

by Joe Bryant 
New varieties of watermelons, 

being grown on the High Plains for 
the first time, will be featured at a 
watermelon field tour from 10 a.m. 
until noon Friday (September 5) at 
the Texas A&M University 
Agricultrual Research and Exten-
sion Center north of the Lubbock 
airport. 

A special invitation is made for 
all current and future watermelon 
growers and agribusinesses serving 
that crop, as well as Master Gar-
deners and county extension agents, 
to attend the tour, said Dr. Roland 
Roberts, professor and vegetable 
specialist with the Texas Agricul- ' 
tural Extension Service. the center 
is on FM 1294, just east of Inter-
state 27 at the Shallowater exit (Exit 
11). 

"Watermelon consumption is 
rising, and there is a lot more inter-
est in seedless (triploid) water-
melon," Roberts said. "But the cul-
ture of the seedless melon is more 
demanding." Some 10,000 acres of 
watermelons are grown on the Texas 
High and Rating Plains, he esti-
mated. 

He said the tour will feature the 
newest varieties offered by the ma-
jor seed companies. "We have three 
replicates of 17 seedless varieties 
and numbered entries, plus 17 hy-
brid (seeded) verities and numbered 
entries planted in a checkerboard 
pattern, alternating hybrids with 
triploids, " Roberts said. An addi-
tional 17 hybrids are growing in 
observation plots. 

This is the first time these new 
verities have been grown on the 
High Plains, the Extension Service 
horticulturist said. The tour will 
give people an opportunity to see 
how these melons grow in our cli-
mate, he said. 

It also will give growers an op-
portunity to see how the plants re-
spond to the irrigation and mulch-
ing system being used at the A&M 
center. "We have drip irrigation 
lines buried eight inches under black 
plastic mulch," Roberts said. "This 
provides very precise irrigation, soil 
moisture control, weed control and 
soil warming. All fertilizer and 
supplemental water were applied 
through the drip irrigation line."
