MEANING OF POSITIVE 
TB SKIN TEST 
Hundreds of thousands of Ameri-

cans are positive Tuberculin Skin-
Test reactors — in fact, there are 
thirty million positive reactors 
within the Tinted States alone, and 
countless other millions throughout 
the world. 

This fact was emphasided today 
by Charles McIntosh, Executive 
Director of the Top Of Texas Tu-
berculosis Association, which serv-
es the twenty-six counties of the 
Texas Panhandle. 

Fortunately, McIntosh sa i d , a 
positive test does not mean that 
an individual is sick. It does indi-
cate that he has been exposed to 
an active case of TB, and should 
have an annual chest x-ray as a 
safeguard. 

Many doctors pet positive reac-
tors on TB drugs to prevent a TB 
breakdown. since exposure—indi-
cated by a positive skin test — is 
such a common situation, McIntosh 
stated that is is important for the 
general public to know the perti-
nent facts. "Too much harm can 
result," he said, "when people fail 
to have all the facts. And as a  

consequence become overly excited 
by a few positive reactors within 
a community. Of course, we don"t 
expect such a thing to happen in 
Quitaque, where good health edu-
cation job has been done through 
the news media ." 

McIntosh commended the public 
schools and community volunteers 
in their part of the recent TB case-
finding program in Briscoe County.

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Mg while driving, which Texas 

Department of Public Safety ex-

perts say is involved in the state, 

is soon to come under increased 

enforcement pressure as the Texas 

Highway Patrol begins use of 

breath analysis instruments. 

Colonel Wilson E. (Pat) Speir, 

director of the Department of 

Public Safety said that 450 high-

way patrolmen and sergeants last 

week completed training in use of 

the "breathalyzer" which analyzes 

a suspect's breath to determine 

the percentage of alcohol in his 

bloodstream .  

The DPS recently secured a 

Federal grant of $114,627 to launch 

the breath testing project. Funds 

obtained under the grant were 

matched with State funds and used 

to buy 90 breathalyzer instru-

ments, to hire six additional chem-

ists for supervision of the pro-

gram, and to train the DPS per-

sonnel In use of the equipment. 

"We plan to locate breathalyzers 

in about 80 of the state's most 

populous countries where the driv-

ing while intoxicated problem is 

greatest." Speir said. 'Trained 

personnel will use the instruments 

under rigidly controlled scientific 

conditions," he added .  

Driving while intoxicated sus-

pects who consent to the test will 

accompany the highway patrol to 

an office where an instrument is 

located. There, the suspect will 

blow into a tube attached to the 

breathalyzer and the percentage of 

alcohol in his blood will register 

on an indicator on the instrument's 

face. 

"The test will be of special value 

to persons suspected of being 

drunk, but who are driving errati-

cally due to illness or other rea-

sons," Speir said. 

DPS officials believe the 	pro- 

gram will establish the value of 

breath testing by contrasting its 

effectiveness with contiguous areas 

which do not have it. And they 

hope the project will ultimately 

delineate the need for a chemical 

test law and implied consent law 

for control of the driving while 

intoxicated problem in Texas. 

The magnitude of the problem 

is reflected in studies conducted by 

the DPS. It is believed that _ de-

pending on area — the use of alco-

hol figures in from 40 to 50 per 

cent of the traffic deaths in the 

state. Based on the 1967 traffic 

death toll of 3,367, the use of alco-

hol may have accounted for 1,347 

to 1.684 fatalities.

POSTMASTER JARRELL RICE 
REMINDS OF RATE RAISES 
Postmaster Jarrell Rice remind-

ed postal customers that higher 

parcel post rates and catalogue 

rates will go into effect Saturday 

October 19). 

The rate increase will average 

10.5 per cent and in most cases 

will mean an additional ten cents 

postage per parcel. 

The higher rates were approved 

by the Interstate Commerce Com-

mission in July. 

Under the new rates the mini-

mum charge for local parcel de-

livery will go from 40 to 50 cents. 

The minimum charge for parcels 

destined outside the local delivery 

area will be raised from 50 to 00 

cents. 

Almost all parcels that are 

charged up to $110 under present 

rates will go up 10 cents. This ac-

counts for more than 80 percent of  

all parcel post. Postmaster Nice

There will be a 15-cent hike on 

most parcels now charged between 

51.10 and $4, and a 20-cent in-

crease on parcels n o w charged 

over $4. 

Parcel post rates are based on 

the weight of the package and the 

distance it is mailed. 

higher rates for the delivery of 

packages and catalogues are re-

quired to bring revenue of this 

type of mail within four percent 

of operating costs, as required by 

law, Postmaster Rice explained. 

The higher rates are designed to 

pet parcels and catalogues, which 

are fourth class mail, on a break 

even basis.

Proper Harvesting Essential 
For Quality Cotton 

With so much emphasis on the 
production of quality cotton, farm-
ers in Briscoe County should take 
a close look at their harvesting op-
erations. 

Key factors for a proper harvest: 
1. Lint moisture should be down 

to about eight percent. This 
point is reached when the rela-
tive humidity in the field is 60 
percent or below. Moisture can 
also be checked by collecting 
a few locks of cotton and 
squeezing them in the palm of 
the hand. If the cotton balls up, 
it is too moist. If it fluffs out, 
harvesting can begin. 

2. Harvest...aid chemicals permit 
earlier harvest o f mature cot-
ton. For defoliaiton, at least 60-
65 percent of the bolls should 
be open and a minimum of 80 
percent or more should be open 
when dessicants are used. Use 

of these chemicals before bolls 

are open will result in reduced 
micronaire and lint yields and 
lower seed quality. 

3. Proper timing of the harvest-
ing operation after the use of 
harvest-aid chemicals or after 
frost also insures maximum lint 
quality. Cotton is at its maxi-

mum quality level as soon as 
bolls are open. Any change in 
quality will be in only one di-
rection-downwood- with de-
lay in harvesting. , 

4. Strippers should be checked 
carefully to assure that they 
are properly -adjusted and green 
separators should be operating 
efficiently. 

5. Careful operation of the strip-
per is important. Driving the 

machine off-center on a row re-
sults in skinning pieces of bark 
from the base of the stalks. 
Excessive stripping roll press-
ure or too  much speed c a n 
cause the same problem. 
"Barky Grades" will generally 
result and cotton so classed is 
automaticaly reduced a full 
grade under USDA cotton class-
Mg rules .  

6. Seed cotton should not be s 
ed on trailers if the moist 

level is above 12 percent. S 
quality will also be redu 
drastically if stored with a I 
amount of trash. 

7. Seed cotton should be grOU 
or separated when any differe 

it: quality is suspected. Gro 

ing should be based on varh 

irrigation or dryland, dise 
or insect damaged, hail dt 
aged, lint moisture and ph 
ing date. 

All these items make for m 

orderly, efficient ginning as w 
Such problems as mix-packs 
two-sided bales, overdriving I 
ginning at improper moisture le 
can thus be minimized. Ginne 
thus far. have been doing a co 
mendable job with the block g 
ring program.
