Valdez died after a one-vehicle 
accident near Estelline on 

Wednesday, December 6, 1995, 

this 19th birthday. 

"This (Thursday) ) morning, 

that's all they wanted to talk 

about," said Brenda Smith, the 

tax collector for the Turkey-

Quitaque Independent School 

District. "Our student body was 

pretty rocked by the news." 

Valdez, a former quarterback 
for the school football team, died 
at 11:55 p.m. Wednesday at a 

hospital in Memphis, a spokes-

woman with the Department of 
Public Safety said. 

Valdez, of Quitaque, was fa-

tally injured during the accident, 

which happened about 9:10 p.m 
Wednesday, the spokeswoman 

said. 

Valdez was driving a 1986 

Nissan pickup south on Texas 

Highway 86 about 1.3 miles west 
of Estelline, the spokeswoman 

said. At a curve in the road, the 

right wheel of the pickup left 

the roadway and went into the 

west ditch, the spokeswoman 

said.

dropped out of school during his 
senior year, Smith said. 

In November 1993, the Globe 
News named Valdez its Six-Man 

football player of the week.

Get 

out of your vehicle, walk, 
stretch, get a cup of coffee, or a 
soft drink to help keep you 

awake. If possible, change 

drivers. Take a rest break every 
two hours or every 100 miles of 

driving. 
Make plans, if not sure of 

roads look at maps while at rest 

breaks, not while driving. When 
in strange towns or cities look 

for speed limits that might 

change from rural areas to ur-
ban areas. Constantly look all 

around you and use rear view 

mirror for traffic behind you. 

Don't forget pedestrians. 
Obey all speed limit laws at 

all times. Allow plenty of travel 
time. Do not rush. Be sure to 

buckle-up and be alert. The best 

Christmas present that you can 
give your family is to stay alive. 
Please don't drink and drive. 

The Texas Department of 
Public Safety will again have all 
available Troopers on duty this 
year to make sure that all Texas 
travelers can enjoy a safe and 

merry Christmas.

They in turn will 

notify the nearest DPS office to 
get someone out there to help," 
said Trooper L. B. Snider, with 

the Texas Department of Public 
Safety. "We'd like to encourage 

motorists to call when they see 
someone else in trouble as well," 

he added. 
The number, 1-800-525-5555, 

is manned 24 hours a day, seven 
days a week. Orginally intended 

for reproting suspected intoxi-

cated drivers and other types of 
criminal activity, the number 

may now be used for stranded 

and disabled motorists as well. 

When you call, be prepared to 
give as much information as 

possible. The operator will need 

your name, location of the 

stranded motorist or emergency 
situation, and descriptions of 

persons and vehicles.

For Licensed Pesticide 

In a continuing effort to cut 
unnecessary paperwork and save 

taxpayers' dollars, licensed pesti-
cide applicators will be responsible 

beginning Jan. 1 for maintaining 
their own records of continuing 

education units through a self-cer-

tification process. 
"Self-certification means that 

individual Texas pesticide applica-
tore-instead of the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture-will now keep 

track of the continuing education 
courses they complete, just like 
attorneys, nurses, accountants and 

many other professionals already 
do," Agriculture CommissionerRick 

Perry said. 'Most pesticide applica-

tors already maintain their own 
education records, and after Jan. 1 
TDA will no longer duplicate these 

efforts by also keeping records for 

each individual.
