Capital, USA." Although only 80o acres of the crop is grown annually in Floyd County, about a 
million pumpkins are produced. The people of Floydada feel that is something to celebrate.

Cactus Control Pays Off 
New products make controlling prickly pear and cholla cac-

tus a paying venture, as long as planned for on a long-term ba-
sis, a Texas Cooperative Extension specialist said. 

J.F. Cadenhead, Extension range specialist from Vernon, 
spoke recently with producers about the second year of cactus 
control on a demonstration plot of rangeland southwest of Can-
yon. 

"We sprayed this in 2005 in the fall, and we see more work 
from the chemical as the years go by," Cadenhead said. 

The plot is an aerial test of the new Dow chemical called Sur-
mount, which is a mixture of Tordon 22K - the standard herbi-
cide recommended for cactus control - and a product called 
Vista, which was recently labeled for rangeland use, he said. 

The test also looked at a variety of surfactants to see if any of 
them would provide equal or better effects than the standard 
diesel oil-in-water carrier traditionally used in cactus spraying, 
Cadenhead said. Surfactants are soap-like agents used with 
herbicide applications to assist in spreading the herbicide drop-
lets on the target plant for better coverage, penetration and 
uptake by the leaf. 

Compared to the standard surfactants, a methylated seed oil 
with an organosilicone additive was also tested. This particular 
additive has 20 times the spreading power according to re-
search, he said. 

The treatments included applications of four-pints per acre 
versus three-pint per acre rates of Surmount application with: 
crop oil concentrate - about eight ounces per acre; diesel-in-
water emulsion - 1-5 ratio; and non-ionic surfactant - two 
ounces per acre. 

Using the four-pint rate per acre of Surmount, the results 
were: 

- The treatment including diesel showed a 44 percent kill of 
all prickly pear. Another so percent had more than half of the 
plant pads dead. 

- The treatment including the crop oil concentrate had a 6o 
percent kill, with another 37 percent showing more than half 
top kill. 

- The treatment including the non-ionic surfactant had a 46 
percent total kill, with an additional 39 percent more than half 
top kill. 

Also included as a check was a test of the standard recom-
mended rate of Tordon 22K at two pints per acre rate with all 
three of the surfactants. 

A final test included was a rate of three-pints-per-acre rate 
of Surmount with three-ounces-per-acre rate of the methylated 
seed oil. It showed 47 percent kill, with another 44 percent hav-
ing more than half top kill. 

The highest degree of root kill on prickly pear was achieved 
with the crop oil concentrate, rather than the standard diesel-
in-water emulsion. In this study, the three-pint-per-acre rate 
of Surmount looked as good as the four-pint rate when both 
were used with the crop oil concentrate, Cadenhead said. 

Cholla is usually much more difficult to control than prickly 
pear, he said. When it comes to treating the cholla cactus, the 
plant should be knee high or shorter for best aerial control, he 
said. Anything taller usually requires individual plant treatment 
for adequate control. 

"We can see here even though we are not killing the cholla 
completely, for two years we've kept them from blooming and 
forming seed," he said. 

Herbicide costs for these treatments will be in the range of 
$25 to $30 per acre for the chemical alone, Cadenhead said. 
Spreading that out over a to- to 12-year expected treatment life 
should make this practice pay for itself. 

"That first year, it's hard to show it is economical to treat 
that rangeland," he said. "But over a period of time, the water 
previously used by those cactus will go into forage production 
and you will see an increase in grass production. 

"Just remember, in treating cactus, you have to be patient," 
Cadenhead said. "It generally takes two to three years to achieve 
the maximum control with those herbicides."

Perennial Pastures 
Require Care, Planning 
FLOYDADA - So you want some perennial grass on your place 

for grazing or maybe even hay? Before you get started on this 
project, get a leg up and do some planning, said a Texas Coop-
erative Extension beef specialist. 

"Perennial grass for pasture is more economical than plant-
ing annual grasses," said Dr. Ted McCollum, Extension beef 
specialist at Amarillo. "It takes less time, labor and fuel to es-
tablish perennial grass because you plant it only once. Just make 
sure you want it there for a long time." 

Putting a perennial grass where it can remain productive year 
after year is part of an overall plan that requires different man-
agement than row crops or temporary pastures, McCollum said. 
"Perennial grasses are different than annual grasses," he said. 
"They don't put all their reproductive energy into seed produc-
tion. They reproduce vegetatively through tillers (new upright 
stems), stolons (above-ground runners) and rhizomes (under-
ground runners). 

"They're out there for the long haul," McCollum said. "We 
can benefit from that if we manage those grasses for crown and 
root health, and limit grazing to allow the plants time to rest 
and replenish themselves." Fertilizing perennial grasses ben-
efits yield and forage quality. A general rule of thumb on the 
High Plains is 3o to 6o pounds of nitrogen per acre for dryland 
Old World Bluestem in one application. 

"Research has shown that we can boost forage production 
with every pound of nitrogen applied," McCollum said. "An 
upfront application is recommended for dryland pasture. There 
seems to be little or no benefit in using split applications. If 
rainfall has been good or you have irrigation in the equation, 
consider using a little more nitrogen." 

Nitrogen also boosts the protein content of young, tender 
forages preferred by livestock, he said. Research with Old World 
Bluestem has shown that the first increment of nitrogen ap-
plied (30 pounds per acre) can increase gain per head and gain 
per acre, he said. 

"Grazing studies have shown little or no affect on gain when 
more than 3o pounds per acre of nitrogen were applied," 
McCollum said. "We also have to have good phosphorus levels 
to get a boost from the nitrogen we apply. The recommended 
rate is 50 pounds of P205, but it's a good idea to run a soil test 
first and apply phosphorus as needed. 

The best way to achieve good livestock gains on perennial 
pastures is to adjust stocking rates based on the amount and 
quality of available forage, he said. 

"If you treat cattle like lawnmowers, they'll perform like 
lawnmowers," McCollum said. "We cannot expect cattle to com-
pletely consume all the forage in a pasture and still perform 
well. "We have to manage our forage and adjust our grazing 
to allow warm-season grasses to bank nutrients in its roots be-
fore fall and winter. Come spring, the grass will use those stored 
nutrients to initiate new growth." 

Taking livestock off the grass during the growing season, 
preferably in September and October, allows the forage to rest 
and regenerate nutrient stores in its roots, he said. "Your over-
all pasture plan can also include paddocks planted to comple-
mentary forages," McCollum said. "The idea behind comple-
mentary forages is one provides what the other lacks - whether 
it's quality, carrying capacity or grazing - when the other is de-
ferred from grazing." 

After the fall rest period, perennial grasses can provide some 
grazing of residual forage during winter, he said. Adequate fer-
tility during the growing season and respecting the grasses need 
for rest helps forage quality through winter. "This can lessen 
the need for supplementation during winter," McCollum said. 
"During the growing/grazing season, cattle will need a mineral 
mix similar to what we would provide for them on native range." 
McCollum was a featured speaker at a recent South Plains pe-
rennial grass workshop sponsored by Extension and the Texas 
Alliance for Water Conservation.

"On Again, Off Again"; Senate Finance Comm. Takes 
First Steps In Farm Bill Process 

The Senate Finance Committee completed markup of the 
Heartland, Habitat, Harvestand Horticulture Act of 2007 (4-H 
Act of 2007) this week and added several critical pieces to the 
2007 Farm Bill puzzle at the same time. 

The Finance Committee's mark-up session was almost 
stopped before it got started due to a last minute objection be-
ing raised by a single senator. Fortunately, that situation was 
quickly resolved and the Committee was able to complete its 
work the evening of October 4. 

The Finance Committee approved the nearly $16 billion 4-H 
Act of 2007 on a 17-4 vote. The vote clears the way for Senate 
Agriculture Committee members to take up their Farm Bill pro-
visions on October 22. 

According to those familiar with the Farm Bill situation, the 
Finance Committee's actions were a necessary first step in mov-
ing the entire process forward. Earlier in the week Senate Agri-
culture Committee Chairman Tom Harkin scrapped his an-
nounced plan to begin marking up the 2007 Farm Bill in order 
give the Finance Committee time to complete its' work. 

Of primary importance to the Senate Agriculture Commit-
tee was the Finance Committee's approval of spending offsets 
needed to complete mark-up of the 2007 Farm Bill. 

Also included in the Finance Committee package were pro-
visions establishing a permanent Agricultural Disaster Assis-
tance Trust Fund and the shifting of selected conservation pro-
gram benefits from payments to tax credits. 

With the Finance Committee's work finished, the Agricul-
ture Committee's markup is now set for October 22. The 
Committee's revised timetable is necessary because Senate Ag-
riculture Chairman Tom Harkin will be managing the Fiscal 
2008 Labor, Health and Human Services, Education bill on the 
Senate floor the third week of October. 

FSA Announces Procedures For Reporting 
Market Gains Derived From CCC Loans 

The USDA Farm Service Agency has issued procedures for 
reporting market gains derived through the Commodity Credit 
Corporation's nonrecourse loan program for loans redeemed 
after January 1, 2007. Beginning with the 2007 tax year, FSA 
will begin reporting market gains on the Internal Revenue Ser-
vice (IRS) Form 1099-G, Certain Government Payments. 

Additionally FSA also announced that beginning with loans 
redeemed after January 1, 2008 FSA would also report storage 
credit amounts, if any, on Form 1099-G as well. 

The new procedures, announced in FSA Notice-2o74, were 
initiated by the Agency following publication of Internal Rev-
enue Bulletin 2007-33, Notice 2007-63, "Repayment of Com-
modity Credit Corporation Loans." 

The Internal Revenue Service bulletin was published on Au-
gust 13, 2007 to answer "frequently asked questions regarding 
the tax treatment of "market gain" associated with the repay-
ment of Commodity Credit Corporation (CCC) loans under the 
nonrecourse marketing assistance loan program authorized 
under the Farm Security and Rural Investment Act of 2002." 

Under the 2002 Act nonrecourse marketing assistance loan 
program, CCC loans for eligible commodities are made at a 
specified rate per unit. Generally the repayment amount for a 
loan secured by the pledge of an eligible commodity is based on 
the lower of the original loan rate or the alternative repayment 
rate, as determined by the CCC, for the commodity as of the 
date of repayment. 

Producers can redeem commodities pledged as collateral and 
repay the CCC loan using cash, purchase CCC certificates for 
use in repayment of the loan, or deliver the pledged collateral 
as full payment for the loan at maturity. CCC certificates are 
available for purchase by producers that have outstanding com-
modity loans for which a crop is pledged as collateral. 

A market gain is derived when a producer user cash or CCC 
certificates to repay a loan when the alternative repayment rate 
is less than the original loan rate. 

According to the IRS, regardless of whether a producer re-
pays a CCC loan in cash or uses CCC certificates in repayment 
of the loan, the market gain is taken into account either as in-
come (if the taxpayer has not made an election under § 77 of 
the Internal Revenue Code) or as an adjustment to the basis of 
the commodity (if the taxpayer has made an election under § 
77). 

When a producer elects under § 77 to include the amount of 
CCC loans in gross income the market gain associated with re-
payment of a CCC loan is accounted for in the year in which the 
CCC loan is repaid by maldng an adjustment to the basis of the 
commodity that secures the loan. 

The producer's basis in the commodity before repayment of 
the loan is equal to the amount of the original loan previously 
reported as income. This basis should be reduced by the amount 
of any market gain associated with the repayment of the loan. 

According to the IRS an individual producer that has made a 
§ 77 election should report the market gain as an Agricultural 
Program Payment on line 6a of Schedule F, but not as a taxable 
amount on line 6b, for the year in which the loan is repaid. 

The reporting process is somewhat different for producer's 
that have not elected under § 77 to include the amount of CCC 
loans in gross income. 

Producer's that have not made an election under § 77 are 
instructed to report market gains as income for the year in which 
a CCC loan is repaid. An individual taxpayer that has not made 
an election under § 77 should report the market gain as an Ag-
ricultural Program Payment on line 6a and as a taxable amount 
on line 6b of Schedule F for the year in which the loan is repaid.

Mountain Lion Research 
Sheds Light on Elusive Feline 

New genetic research adds to a body of evidence indicating 
mountain lion populations are generally healthy in parts of 
Texas, with significant populations in West and South Texas 
and harvest data pointing to stable or increasing numbers in 
the western part of the state over the past 90 years. 

Researchers examined the genetic structure of mountain li-
ons from six areas of Texas, conducting DNA analysis of tissue 
samples from 89 lions. Although all the lion samples came from 
Texas, scientists say the genetic traits likely reflect a region that 
encompasses parts of northern Mexico and southern New 
Mexico as well. Scientists found evidence that there is likely a 
core mountain lion population in and around Big Bend National 
Park. Researchers also concluded that a lack of connection be-
tween lions in West and South Texas indicates dissimilar popu-
lations in those areas. 

One study finding that has been misunderstood by some and 
needs careful clarification is that the long-term effective popu-
lation size for mountain lions in Texas was estimated to be 5,607 
animals. As author Janecka explains, this genetic "effective 
population" is not the same as the actual or census population. 
It represents hundreds of, generations of lions over recent evo-
lutionary history, and there is no correlation between this type 
of long-term estimate and the current census population, of li-
ons in Texas. 

Another key finding involves the genetic health or diversity 
of Texas lions. Janecka says the value of genetic diversity is a 
bit of a contentious topic, but what research shows is when a 
population becomes isolated and animals start inbreeding and 
the genetic diversity decreases, researchers have documented 
effects such as lower survival rates of juveniles, low body 
weights, decreased disease resistance and other problems. 

"Our research shows that Texas mountain lions are not likely 
subject to negative fitness effects associated with low genetic 
diversity," Janecka said. "At least in West Tekas, genetic diver-
sity was similar to other mountain lion populations in other 
western states and contiguous states. The South Texas genetic 

diversity was lower, but not so 
much that you would see in-
breeding effects." 

Cougars are currently clas-
sified as nongame animals in 
Texas and may be taken by 
anyone who possesses a valid 
hunting license, with no season 
or bag limits. This prompts oc-
casional questions about 
whether the current regulatory 
approach is sustaining healthy 
lion populations in the state;  

Michael Tewes, PhD, a fac-
ulty advisor at A&M-Kingsville 
for the genetics study, is one of 
the elder statesmen of wild cat 
research in North America. For 
25 years, he's been supervising 
and reviewing research on 
mountain lions, ocelots and 
other wild cats. "We don't have 
an accurate population esti-
mate for mountain lions in 
Texas," Tewes acknowledges. 
They are difficult to census, 

being nocturnal, sensitive, 
wide ranging, and by nature a 
low density species." Still, he 
and other experts believe 
Texas lion numbers are stable, 
at least in some areas. 

In a separate three-year 
South Texas research study 
completed in 1997, researcher 
Louis Harveson captured and 
radio-collared 19 mountain li-
ons. Tewes also supervised and 
reviewed this work, and recalls  
a key finding regarding what 
lions eat. 

There is some evidence that 
mountain lions may be ex-
panding their range. 

TPWD gets more than 500

percent are ever verified by 
physical evidence such as 
t racks, scat or photographs.
