Former administrators, teachers, 
students. family and friends gath-
ered at 8.30 p.m. Saturday, May 
12, in the Flomot School Cafetor-
ium to honor Mrs. George Pope. 
She is a teacher in the Flomot 
School, and will retire at the end 
of this school year. 

It was an informal evening of 
reminiscing together. Guests came 
from Amarillo, Lubbock. Albu-
querque, Newlin, and other sur-
rounding areas. 

The program began with the in-
vocation by the Rev. Stanley Sim-
mons, pastor of the Quitaque-Flo-
mot Methodist churches. 

The master of ceremonies, Jim-
my Ross, presented Mrs. Pope to 
the guests with the theme. "This 
Is Your Life In Flomot." Then he 
introduced her son, Melvin Pope, 
of Lubbock, who recalled her col-
lege days and early married life.

Warm Weather Is 
Here - - It's Time 
For Water Skiing 

Texas lakes are warming up, and 
this brings out the water skiers. 

Skiers mean an extra responsi-
bility for boat owners. The first 
skier sighted on the water should 
be a signal for boat owners to be 
extra cautious. 

A skier down in the water is 

hard to see, and your propeller 
could make a mess of him. 

Of course, a skier is responsible 
to a large degree for his own sa- 
fety. The first step in this direc- 

• • •lion is making sure that his boat 
driver is competent and reliable. 

The driver should know how to 
keep the rope taut and avoid 
jerks which will injure the skier's 
shoulders. Ile should know that 
horseplay in a boat can have ser-
ious consequences. And he should 
be alert for a fallen skier so that 
he can circle immediately, for the 
pick-up. 

Many experienced drivers insist 

on having a second person in the 
boat as a spotter. This is not a 
legal requirement, but the law 
does require a four - inch - square 
mirror mounted in the boat if the 
skier is being towed. 

For his part, the skier must 
make himself as visible as pos-
sible when he falls in heavy boat 
traffic. He can do this by holding 
one ski in the air as a signal to 
other boaters. 

The skier should also wear some 
sort of life-saving device. Although 
many skiers prefer the ski-belts, 
they should keep in mind that the 
belts are not designed to keep 
them upright if unconscious. And 
to fill the legal requirements, if 
the skier is being towed by a boat 
26 feet long or less, there must be 
a Coast Guard-approved life sav-
ing device on board the boat for 
him, if he is not wearing one. 

Children 12 years old and under 
must wear a Coast Guard-approved 
life jacket when a passenger in-
side the boat, as well as when they 
are skiing. 

A skier should have communica-
tion with his driver, and this can 
only be done with hand signals. 
These signals should be worked 
out before the skier takes to the 
water since misunderstandings 
could lead to an accident. 

Boat operators are the "eyes" 
of the skier, and it is up to them 
to avoid obstacles such as sub-
merged stumps and rocks. And 
they should avoid the temptation 
to speed along parallel to dams. 
Several skiers have lost quite a bit 
of hide when they fell along con-
crete structures. 

As a matter of courtesy, fisher-
men should be avoided. Theirs is a 
quiet sport. A smart aleck skier is 
going to cause some hard feelings, 
and remember, you are legally res-
ponsible for any damage caused by 
your wake.

ACCIDENT TRAPS 

AND SENIOR CITIZENS 

Accidents cripple and kill senior 
citizens. 

"Educators can alert persons of 
all ages to possible dangers and 
promote positive safety precau-
tions," Patricia A. Bradshaw, hous-
ing and home furnishings  special-
ist with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, Texas ARM Un-
iversity, said. 

"Too often it's a minor thing—
a correctible thing—that causes a 
serious accident for the senior citi-
zen. 

"For the elderly living at home, 
providing extra protection —and 
decreasing hazards—helps compen-
sate for deteriorating physical or 
mental abilities." 

Miss Bradshaw suggested the fol-
lowing safety measures: 

Provide well - lighted stairways 
with handrails—encourage use of 
handrails. 

Fasten carpets and rugs secure-
ly to avoid skids or tripping. 

Besides grab bars in the bath-
tub, shower and other areas, nub-
by rubber mats and seats in the 
shower or tub are useful. 

Wipe spilled items promptly, 
and eliminate highly polished 
floors or slick areas. 

Install spring pole packs, well-
fastened between floor and ceil-
ing, to help people with weakened 
muscles pull up from bed or chair. 

Provide night lights, near floor, 
to prevent stumbling or falling at 
night. Place light switches at room 
entrances. Bedside lamps and 
flashlight can help light the way. 
Remove lamp cords, low furniture 
and toys from passageways. 

Mark stove controls—low, med-
ium, high—with bright paints. 

Provide storage levels, easily ac-
cessible and located between eye 
and hip level, to eliminate step-
ladder. 

Provide tripod tips for canes for 
firm support. 

Make pick-up sticks —one end 
with magnet, the other end with a 
pick—for getting items on floor 
when senior citizens can't stoop or 
bend. 

Provide giant shoe horns and 
nylon elastic shoe laces to elimin-
ate bending or stooping. 

Provide ramp for entering or 
leaving house, if steps are an ob-
stacle for the senior citizen. 

Screen fireplaces or other open 
fires. 

Provide light - weight, flat bot-
tom, easy-to-use cooking utensils 
with insulated handles. 

Adjust chairs and beds so feet 
will be flat on the floor in a sit-
ting position yet high enough to 
avoid muscle strain to stand. 

Locate older person's room for 
easy escape in case of fire—prac-
tice escape routes in case of fire. 

Insist on "no smoking" rule for 
those lying down.

RECYCLING CLOTHES 

Recycle family clothes—and cre-
ate new fashions while saving 
money, suggests Mrs. Dorothy Pow-
ell, County Extension Agent. 

Sewing notions— popular recy-
cling tools — transform old gar-
ments into style-conscious wear-
ables. Examples include replace-
ment pockets, zippers, new belt 
fasteners, trims and iron-on pat-
ches. 

Some patches, especially design-
ed for jeans, add new dimensions, 
promising teen approval. 

With iron-on patches, follow dir -

ections carefully. Success requires 
the right pressure and heat—oth-
erwise the patch will fall away af-
ter cleaning. 

Other renovation techniques 
turn to sewing machines, and most 
now feature numerous stitch var-
iations—valuable in creative men-
ding. 

Shrinks—those brief sweaters—
are one current rage. Homesewers 
can create them simply by taking 
in side seams and hems of old 
sweaters. 

Commercial sweater knits can be 
cut and sewn without raveling—
hand knits can't. 

Sew-on patches and appliques 
will cover stains or holes in re-
cycled garments. For a unified 
look, carry these new additions 
throughout the garment by adding 
contrasting pockets of this same 
fabric or color.

For best results, pre-shrink trim 
before using—following the pro-
cedure normally used with the gar-
ment. This insures a recycled gar-
ment as attractive later as when 
first changed.
