AUSTIN—Soybean producers in 
23 Texas counties will vote Sept-
ember 26 on a proposed assess-
ment of themselves of a half cent 
per busliel for research, disease 
and insect control and sales pro-
r—ttion. 

Each county will have a central 
yo' ma place, and only actual pro-
rtu-ers are eligible to vote. Texas 
S ,, vh , an Association, headquarter-
-1 -0 Plainview, was authorized 

by Texas Agriculture Commission. 
er John C. White to hold the el-
ection. 

W. B. Tilson, president of the 
association, said that absentee •al-
lots may be obtained at the coun-
ty agent's office in each county 
and must he returned not later 
than September 26. 

A two-thirds majority of those 
voting is necessary before the half-
cent assessment at the point of 
processing or first sale can be col-
lected. Nine producers also are to  

be elected to a board which will 

administer the program. 

Ballots will be counted by a 
group composed of a county judge 
from the soybean area, a repres-
entative of the A&M extension ser-
vice, a representative of the Texas 
Soybean Association and a repres-
entative of the Texas Department 
of Agriculture. 

Results of the election will be 
announced by Commissioner 
White.
