The U.S. Department of Agri c ul-
ture's Soil Conservation Service and 
the National Association of Conser-
vation Districts have produced a 
"how-to" videotape to help farmers 
carry out their conservation compli-
ance plans under provisions of the 
1985 Farm Bill. 

"Over the next 5 years, we'll be 
helping farmers carry out their 
conservation plans on nearly 140 
million acres of highly erodible land. 
Many farmers wil be doing the work 
themselves and we feel these tapes 
will be helpful," said SCS Chief 
Wilson Scaling. 

"With the December 31, 1994 
implementation deadline for farm-
ers to stay eligible for USDA farm 
prrogram benefits, our SCS person-
nel still have an enormous work-
load. we appreciate the many farm-
ers who will be applying their own 

conservation practices. We encour-
age them to call their local Soil 
Conservation Service (SCS) or con-
servation district office first for in-
formation we feel may help in adapt-
ing the practices to their land." 

The hour-long tape, entitled

"In many ways, if cities did not 
exist, it now would not be necessary 

to invent them." This quote from 
the new book, Megatrends 2000 
should give us in small town rural 
America a feeling of sati sfac tion that 

the benefits of rural life are now 
being discovered. 

As we conducted the Extension 
study group meetings last week and 
looked at the future of our county, 

we tried to encourage community 
leaders to look at the broad, global 
picture beyond our city limits and 

county lines. We today are all af-
fected by what happens in our area, 
state, nation, and the world. We can 
no longer isolate ourselves and be-
lieve that we do not have to be 
concerned by what is happening 

outside our community. 

The Megatrends 2000 authors, 

in their chapter on "Triumph of the 
Individual", tell us that today's in-
formation society allows more people 

to choose where they live--and they 
are choosing to leave the cities and 
live in small towns and rural areas. 
Computers, fax machines, tele-
phones, and Federal Express allow 
us to be linked technologically with 
the world regardless of where we 
live. 

Cities arose because the indus-
trial revolution caused factory jobs 
to draw millions of people to a few 
large areas to work. Now that there 
is a reduced need for industrial jobs, 

and a greater need for service and 
information jobs, people are free to 

move from the cities to rural areas 
and still be able to be connected to 
the cities by high technology. 

They see an increase in home 
based business which allows people 

to work away from the cities. There 
were 14.6 million full-time home 

basedbusinessesin 1989, according 
to the authors, and they expect 20.7 

million by 1995. This is an area that 

is feasible for our county. 

If you are hunting for a thought-
provoking book to read, pick up a 
copy ofMegotrends 2000. It's hot off 
the press and very timely to help us 
see beyond our local boundaries.

Dirty 30's 
By Jack Craft 

The depression of the 30's left a 
heritage of mingled memories. The 
old house with the side rooms, the 
barns, the sheds and the cow pens 
are long gone from the old home 

place. I found an old snuff bottle or 
two and some red rock from the top 
of the cistern about where I think 
our house sat. The hill over the east 

was closer than I remembered. I 
hollered a couple of times and it 

echoed back just like it did when I 

was a country boy during the great 
depression of the early thirties. 

They were hard years, but many 
of the memories are happy ones. 
Memories of things like snow ice-

cream, the smell of shoe polish and 
lye soap on Sunday morning, town 
boys spending the night and sleep-
ing on beds in the yard, smoking 

cedar bark, doing without nice 
things and not knowing the differ-
ence. 

About all the real exciternenmt 
we had in those days was when a cat 

fell in the cistern or a candle fly got 

in the lamp globe. We had 18 cats 
and Daddy milked four old half jer-
sey cows to feed them. The hawks 

and skunks ate most of our chick-
ens, and about all we lived on was 
okra, rotten-ended watermelons, 
cotton-tail rabbits and clabber. 

Mama wore tennis shoes and 
underwear made out of flour sacks. 

Once she was crawling through a 

barbed-wire fence and tore her 
panties right where it said"Light 
Crust Flour". 

If there was any underarm deo-
dorant on the market we di dn'tknow  

about it, and we had no air condi-

tioners. If we got galled, we would 
slap a handful of starch wherever it 
would do the most good and forget 
it. 

In 1933, we all took the itch. 
Every night we would apply a lib-

eral amount of sulphur and grease 
to our bodies, slip on a suit of long-

handle underwear, and crawl in 
bed. Scratching kind of broke the 

monotony and gave us young folks 

something to giggle about. Daddy 
never did catch the itch. Mama 
said it was because he dipped snuff. 

When we went to town we would 
cut off the motor and coast from the 
hill to the forks of the road to save 

gas. Once we were in town an hour 
before we noticed the dead chicken 
on the running board of the car. We 
forgot to kick it off on the way. 

The only way you could tell a rich 
man from a poor man, was that the 

rich man had two cars standing on 
blocks, instead of one. 

The out-door restrooms we had 

were not very relaxing or comfort-
able, and not places for deep think-

ing or long time planning. Usually 

I was trying to beat a wasp or stomp 
a centipede to death with a Sears 
Roebuck catalogue while fighting a 

cold updraft or 120 degrees of heat. 
On winter nights we huddled 

around a red-hot wood heater, roast-
ing in the front and freezing in the 
rear. Daddy read Zane Grey books 
to us by a coal oil lamp. I can 

remember like it was yesterday 
when Daddy was out of money for 

gifts on Christmas Eve. He went 

out in the yard, fired the shotgun, 
came back in the house and told us 
SantaClaushadcommitted suicide. 

The chickens roosted in a circle 
around the top rim of our drinking 

water barrel and my job every night 
before going tobed was to goout and 
turn them all around to where they 
were facing in. 

Yes, I remember the depression. 
I can't forget the bad things, like 

people not having new clothes very 

often, like some people not having
