Turkey City 
Council Meets In 
Regular Session 

On August 14, 1997 the 
governing body of the City of 
Turkey met in regular session 
on August 14, 1997 at 7 p.m. 
Members present were council 
members; Don House, Louis 
Randell, Vickie Lindsey, Barry 
Long, and Rick Mullin; Mayor 
George Colvin; Jerry Landry 
City Manager and Theresa 
Clinton City Secretary. 

Minutes of the last council 
meeting were read and 
approved. 

Barry Long made the 
motion to establish a water 
reserve account by depositing 
$3,000 annually from the gen-
eral account. The water 
reserve revenue will be used to 
replace outdated water line to 
increase water pressure and 
quality. The motion was sec-
onded by Rick Mullin and the 
motion carried. 

The 1997-1998 budget of 
$196,900 was discussed and 
approved. 

Louis Randell made the 
motion to pass Ordinance 9708 
tax rate .48799 which is the 
effective tax rate 1.03. The tax 
rate decrease .06 cents is due 
to the 1/2 percent additional 
sales tax that was passed in 
the May 1997 election. Motion 
was seconded by Vicki Lindsey 
and carried. 

The financial state was pre-
sented and approved by the 
council. 

Motion was made and car-
ried to contact Attorney Bill 
Smith about having contract 
with Hall County Sheriffs 
Department to form inter-local 
agreement so that law officers 
will be able to enforce the City 
of Turkey's Ordinance. 

Perry Issues Special 
Local Need Label

Texas Agriculture Commis-

sioner Rick Perry issued a Sec-
tion 24(c) Special Local Need 
label for Furadan 4F control of 
cotton aphids. 

The 24(c) label, effective for 
90 days under provisions of the 
Federal Insecticide, Fungicide 
and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA), 
may be limited to a 10 day appli-
cation window if revoked by the 
Environmental Protection 
Agency. The 10 day window 
would allow producers who pur-
chased Furadan 4F time to ap-
ply the product they have on 
hand. 

Several restrictions are in-
cluded with the 24(c) lable in-
cluding the prohibition of feed-
ing gin trash from Furadan 
treated fields to livestock. Gin 
trash from Furadan treated 
fields should be separated at the 
gin. 

Growers applying Furadan 
are required to possess a copy of 
the Section 24(c) label. Copies of 
the label can be obtained from 
chemical dealers, the Texas De-
partment of Agriculture or 
Plains Cotton Growers.

"It's one of those peak acci-
dent weekends when there is 
much needless injury and 
death," said Rick Bailey, who 
heads the VIP program, a com-
ponent of the Pediatric Injury 
Center at Baylor and HCHD.

The 
Field Day is sponsored by the 
Agriculture Committees in 
Motley, Hall and Briscoe Coun-
ties, in conjunction with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service. There will be three (3) 
hours of CEU's offered to any-
one needing recertification 
hours for private, noncommer-
cial or commercial applicators 
license. 

After registeration and in-
troduction of sponsors and spe-
cial guests, the group will visit 
the weather station and then 
travel to various peanut result 
demonstrations being conducted 
in the area. Througout the tour, 
Extension and Research Spe-
cialist will discuss various topics 
related to peanut production.

parents would only take the time 
to make sure that kids are 
properly restrained, much 
heartbreak could be avoided." 

According to VIP, parents 
should know the law regarding 
car safety restraints. The 
Mandatory Safety Belt Use Law 
requires that: 

All children age 2 or younger 
must be restrained in a car seat. 

All Children between ages 2 
and 4 must be restrained in a 
vehicle. 

All children between ages 4 
and 15 must be restrained if 
occupying front passenger seats. 

The VIP program is the first 
of its kind in Texas and is de-
signed to use an interdiscipli-
nary approach to reduce motor 
vehicle injury among children. 

In a recent study, VIP exam-
ined seat belt use and car seat 
use among two schools in which 
VIP intervened, and compared 
compliance with two schools 
with no VIP intervention. The 
study resulted in a 13 percent 
increase in safety restraint use 
at the two test schools, while a 
decrease of 4 percent in restraint 
use was seen at the two control 
sites. 

"Motor vehicle occupant in-
juries cause more childhood 
deaths than another type of in-
jury," said Bailey. "The VIP 
program urges extra caution 
this holiday weekend. End - of-
the - summer activities should 
not end in tragedy."

This past Sunday evening I watched a movie on CBS TV titled, The 

Man Without A Face. The story line was about a man who had been 
in a bad car wreck and a young boy was killed. The man was a school 
teacher. Another young troubled boy convinced the man to tutor him 
but when the town found out what he was doing, they condemned the 
man for helping the boy. All because of the way he looked and that 
he was rather a recluse and no one in town knew much about him but 
everyone had an opinion and was quite ready to spread rumors about 
who he was and what he did for a living and how evil they thought he 
was. Do we sometimes make the same mistake with somone when 
we first meet them? Do we let our first impression or the impressions 
of our friends color the way that we feel about people? It is so easy 
to let others make up our mind for us. We never want to be the only 
one to stand up for someone or something! Perhaps if we went out on 
a limb more often for the under dog we would really like ourselves 
much better. 

When a new family moves into town, everyone wants to meet 
them, find out their occupations, how many children they have, 
where they have lived before, where they grew up, who their parents 
were, where they went to school and on and on---Then one by one 
these answers cause us to form an opinion of the family or at least 
some members of it.

'We would be quite angry if someone treated us with this kind of 
Judgement". Just because we once knew someone who was in the 
same situation does not mean that the new person will react in the 
same manner. Just because someone is different from us does not 
mean that they have to be a bad person or will be a bad influence on 
our loved ones. 

We don't want to be in the shoes of the people of the town that the 
movie was about and be responsible for ruining someone's life just 
because we believe a fallacy, do we? Think it through before making 
up youimind! 



Telephone users are reminded 
the new areas codes assigned 
last May to portions of north 
and central Texas must be di-
aled to complete a call beginning 
August 24. The metropolitan 
Fort Worth area retains the 817 
code. Cities in the northern part 
of the state changed from 817 to 
940, including Childress, 
Wichita Falls, Gainesville, 
Denton, Mineral Wells, 
Throckmorton, Haskell and 
Aspermont. Central Texas cit-
ies in 817 changed to the 254 
area, including Waco, 
Breckenridge, Glen Rose, 
Hillsboro, Donie, Cameron, 
Killeen, Evant, May, Cross 
Plains and Cisco. 

GTE reminds telephone us-
ers to reprogram automated 
equipment that uses the area 
code, such as storing or analyz-
ing telephone numbers, security 
systems, business telephone 
systems, modems, speed call lists 
and automatic dialing. 

Central and North Texas are 
two of 70 regions nationwide to 
receive new area codes over the 
last two years. The need for 
codes has increased due to 
population and business growth, 
entry of new competitors for lo-
cal service, and the proliferation 
in use of fax machines, modems, 
cellular phones, pagers and ad-
ditional phone lines. 

In 1996, the 972 area code 
began serving the suburban ar-
eas surrounding Dallas, and the 
281 area code replaced 713 for 
suburban areas surrounding 
Houston. In July of this year, 
the 830 area code was assigned 
to the part of the 210 area code 
north of Webb County, and the 
956 area code was placed in 
service for the portion of the 210 
area from Webb County south. 
The San Antonio metropolitan 
area remained 210. Mandatory 
use of the new south Texas codes 
will occur October 6.

Most people would prefer a 

naturally-occurring product over 
chemicals when it comes to insect 
control. 

But finding effective alternatives 
to pesticides can be difficult. 
Di uatomaceous (Dluh-toh-m ay 
sehous) earth is a natural approach 
to pest control that uses the decay-
ing form of aquatic organisms called 
distomes. When they die, they leave 
behind their hard silicone shells 
which are then mined and ground 
into a fine dust. Extension urban 
entomologist Dr. Roger gold says 
the concept is based on the fact taht 
insects have a wax coating on the 
outside of their body. 

The diatoms shells have sharp 
edges that break the wax coating on 
an insect's exoskeleton causing it to 
dehydrate. Gold says diatomaceous 
earth tends to clump in humid cli-
mates so it doesn't work as well. Ae 
with any pest control method, it can 
also be hazardous to animals and 
humans. Entomologists Bay take 
the same precautionsyouwould with 
other pesticides.

Branding Program 
Could Stall Stolen 
Horse Trade 

by Pammy Millican, CEA-Ag 
A new state law' encouraging 

horse branding will help identify 
stolen animals before they become 
pet food for U. S. markets, law en-
forcement officials say. The law 
takes effect Sept. 1 and allows horse 
owners to permanently brand horses 
for identification. 

The brands, which may take the 
form of traditional fire-branding, 
freeze-branding or a microchip im-
planted under the skin, are regis-
tered with the county clerk's office. 
The new law authorizes the Texas 
and Southwestern Cattle Raisers 
Association to inspect, for identifi-
cation purposes, each horse held, 
handled, purchased or sold through 
a slaughterhouse in Texas. 

A TSCRA inspector at each 
slaughter plant will record identi-
fying marks and check them against 
reports of stolen or missing horses.

School Bus Safety Is 
Everyone's Business

For 23 million students nation-
wide, the school day begi ne and ends 
with a trip on a school bus. The 
greatest risk is not riding the bus 
but approaching or leaving the bus. 
In 1995, 23 student pedestrians were 
killed nationwide in school bus 
loading/unloading zones. Before 
children go back to school or start 
school for the first time, it is impor-
tant that adults and children know 
school bus safety rules. 

Every school bus is surrounded 
by a danger zone. A danger zone 
consists of the 10 feet in front of the 
bus, and on all other sides of the bus 
that are used for loading and un-
loading the bus. 

Following a few simple school 
bus safety tips will ensure that all 
children are safe around the danger 
zones of a school bus. 

1. Children should arrive at the 
bus stop at least five minutes early 
to prevent running up to the bus 
stop when the bus is approacing. 

2. As the bus approaches, stand 
at least 6 feet away from the curb. 

3. Wait for the bus driver to 
signal before entering the bus. 

4. Use hand rails to avoid falls. 
5. When crossing in front of a 

bus, wait for the driver to signal 
before crossing. 

6. Be sure the driver can see you 
at all times. Just because a child 
can see the driver does not mean the 
driver always sees the child. 

7. Always look left - right - left 
before crossing the street. 

8. Never walk behind the school 
bus. 

9. If you drop something, notify 
the driver immediately. Never try 
to pick it up. 
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School bus safety is everyone's 
business. Parents should take time 
to be sure children know and obey 
the rules of school bus safety. For 
more information on school bus 
safety contact the Passenger Safety 
Education Office with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service at

Sorghum Ergot 
Disease Found 

by Pammy Millican, CEA-Ag 
Sorghum Ergot has arrived on 

the High Plains of Texas. Three 
sites were found this past few weeks. 
On Friday, August 15, 1997, ergot 
was found on the Crosby County/ 
Floyd County line, verified by IPM 
Extension Agent, Ron Graves. An-
other site was found southwest of 
Lubbock on Saturday, August 16th, 
verified by Dr. Harold Kaufman, 
Extension Plant Pathologist in 
Lubbock. Another site was located 
west of Plains on Saturday, August 
16th, verified by a reliable consult-
ant. 

Sorghum ergot is a disease 
caused by a fungus that infects the 
ovaries of sorghum flowers, con-
verting each into a white, fungal 
mass that is visible between the 
glumes. The most obvious external 
symptom of infection is the exuda-
tion from infected flowers of drops 
of an amber-colored sticky fluid, or 
"honey-dew", which contains nu-
merous fungal spores. These spores 
are spread rapidly by wind, al-
though the fungus might also be 
spread by sorghum seed infested 
with ergot sclerotia (durable, com-
pact fungal tissue) or coated with 
dried honeydew containing spores. 

Ergot only successfully infects 
unfertilized ovaries. Once fertil-
ized, an ovary becomes resistant to 
infection. Commercial grain sor-
ghum hybrids will likely have a low 
incidence of ergot during normal 
growning seasons in Texas, because 
their high self-fertility results in 
rapid pollination, greatly reducing 
the risk of infection. Johnson grass 
is also a host of the sorghum ergot 
fungus. 

Seed production fields should be 
sprayed. Growers with seed pro-
duction fields should contact their 
seed company if their fieldshave  not  
been sprave.,  A crisis exemption is 
currently in effect for the use of Tilt 
to control Sorghum ergot.
