New ant bait offers 
farms, ranches hope 

COLLEGE STATION – Home-

owners know there are many chemi-

cals to treat red imported fire ants. But 
when it comes to farming and ranch-

ing, there has never been a fire ant bait 

approved for use on crops that are 

eaten. 

Now there is hope. A recently ap-

proved bait affects the queen and her 

brood, according to Dr. Bart Drees, 

state fire ant project coordinator. He 

said the product's manufacturers have 

proposed a brand name, Extinguish, 

and he expects it to be available early 

next year. 

The active ingredient of the new 

product is s-methoprene, an insect 

growth regulator; the product works 

similarly to the ingredient found in the 
products containing femoxycarb, the 

ingredient in the products known as 

Logic and Award. Drees said. 
Researchers are still determining the 

best application time and whether the 
product is economical.  

Time For Your Annual Flu Shot 
Is it time to prepare for the next influenza pandemic/ Can the Span-

ish Flu of 1918 or the "Chicken" Flu from Hong Kong replicate in the 
United States? The probability is high, so health care workers are cur - 

rently learning the necessary tools for influenza morbidity prevention. 
To better ensure Texans do not contract the current year's flu virus, the 

American Lung Association of Texas reminds us that this potentially life-
threatening disease can be prevented with an annual vaccination. 

In an article published by Dr. Diane R. Gold in the American Thoracic 
Society's July 1998 edition of the American Journal of Respiratory and 
Critical Care Medicine - it is proposed that asthma in children may be 

linked to the mother's genetic predisposition. If an asthmatic mother 
develops the flu, pneumonia sir another severe respiratory infection dur - 
mg pregnancy, this may increase the tendency of the newborn to develop 
asthma," says Dr. Robert B. Klein, Division Chief of allergy and Immu-
nology at the University of Texas Health Center at Tyler. "This years 
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) guidelines states that 
all women after the 14th week of pregnancy are encouraged to get a flu 
shot. When I know that the mother is in a high-risk category , such as in 
the case of an asthmatic, I encourage a flu shot at any time during the 
pregnancy." 

"Children are largely responsible for the spread of flu into the family 
and community," says Dr. W. Paul Glezen, Professor of Pediatrics in the 

Microbiology Department at Baylor College of Medicine in Houston. "I 
am very excited about the new research being collected on children dur - 
ing our clinical trials with the inhaled flu mist (FluMist tm). If FluMist 
ten minimizes inner ear infection (otitis media), we hope that it will di-

minish some of the early symptoms of pediatric asthma." National Insti-

tute of Allergy and Infectious Disease (NIAID) projects that the FDA will 
approve the FluMist tm for all pediatric patients by the 1999/2000 flu 

season. 

Dr. Charles Bryan, Texas Thoracic Society President at the University 
of Texas Health Science Center, San Antonio says, "Soon there may be 
pills (GS 4104), disk-halers (Zanamivir), or other new ways of receiving 
annual flu immunizations. An influenza vaccination is about 70 percent 
effective in preventing influenza and reducing its severity , and its safe." 

Together, influenza and pneumonia are the fifth leading causes of death 
among Americans over age 65 and the sixth leading cause of death among 
all Americans. Anyone can be a flu victim. However, high-risk groupi 
are the most vulnerable. High-risk groups include anyone over the age of 

65, or anyone suffering from a chronic health condition or lung disease, 
such as asthma, emphysema or chronic bronchitis. In addition, members 
of the health care profession are included in the high-risk category be-
cause of the volume of flu patients trafficking through their offices. How-
ever, anyone who wishes to avoid taking sick time off from work, school or 

home should also get a flu shot. 
The prime time to get a flu shot is between October 1 and November 

15, before the flu season begins. In Texas, some physicians begin provid-
ing shots in early September and may continue offering the service through 
mid-December. Flu shots are available at doctors' offices, Health Mainte-
nance Organizations (HMO), and most other healthcare facilities. In ad-
dition, flu shots are covered by Medicare and Medicaid. Most people ex-
perience little or no reaction to the vaccine. However , one in four people 

might have a swollen, red, tender area where the shot was delivered.

Anyone wishing to run for a po-
sition on the board should apply to 
TSB by October 91 by calling 1-800-
247-8691. A nomination form with 

10 producer signatures is required. 
The Texas Soybean board is re-

sponsible for the disbursement of 
the national soybean checkoff. Half 
of all funds collected remain in 
Texas and are used to fund research 
and promotion to the benefit of 

Texas soybean producers. The re-
mainder of the funds are sent to the 
United Soybean Board and pooled 

with collections from across the 
country. These funds are used for 
nationally and internationally for 

promotion, research (new uses of 
soybeans and production), 
maintanence of global markets etc. 

The state is divided into four dis-
tricts with board members being 

elected on a rotating basis every two 
years for terms of six years. Cur -
rent officers are Weldon Melton, 
Plainview, chairman; Richard 
Raun, El Campo, vice-Chairman; 
and T. P. Rotello, Navasota, secre-
tary/treasurer. 

Other board members are R. D. 
Burnside, III, Baytown; Worth 
Matteson III, DeKalb; Louis Pyle, 

Floydada; Wesley Schumacher, 
Plainview; W. B. Tilson, Plainview.

Brown spots may 
signal insects, disease 

DALLAS -- Most large brown spots 
in home lawns can be attributed to 
record heat and drought, but home-
owners need to be aware of insects 
and diseases at work. 

"Most lawns should recover from 
this extended drought when rain and 
cooler weather arrive this fall," said Dr. 
lames McAfee, Extension turfgrass 
specialist. 

"So, how do you tell what's causing 
the damage?" asked McAfee. "If 
grubworms are present, the turf will 
pull up easily because they chew the 
roots. If drought is the cause, the 
turfgrass will be firmly anchored to the 
soil and not pulled up readily " 

"Don't assume all brown, spots in 
lawns are caused by lack of moisture. 
If an insect or disease is the cause, no 
amount of rain this fall will cure the

land always spent a week each fall 
somewhere in the Western moun-

tains. This September they decided 
to try fishing in Lake Platora, near 
Durango in southwestern Colorado 
for trout. 

They 	are 	experienced 
outdoorsmen, spending lots of time 
in the mountains each year. 

Lake Platoro is a beautiful spot. 
They had been fishing for a couple 
of days and had caught lots of trout. 
The lake is about seven miles long 
and one-half to three-quarters of a 
Mile wide. It lies 20 miles from civi-

lization. To arrive at the beautiful 
lake you must go down many dirt 
roads. 

Bob and Tony use a small 
flatbottom jonboat. This Friday af-
ternoon their batter-U.6 were getting  

swimmer and the water was just too 
cold. He grabbed the boat which 
had an air pocket trapped iunder it 
and hung on to stay afloat. 

As Gene and Don stopped at the 

bank they thought they heard some-
one calling. First they thought it 
was a bird but then Don wondered 

what had happened to the two men 
they had seen in the jonboat. 

They decided to take a look. By 

the time they found them and got 
Tony out of the water he probably 
had been in the water for about 20 
minutes.
