AMARILLO, Texas (AP) —
Containers of radioactive gas that 
can become too hot to Nandi& Nevi 
pecimpted Pantex Plant administra-
tors to changed how workers treat 
them. 

The gas is tritium, the radioactive 
hydrogen isotope that gives hydro-
gen bombs their thermonuclear 
punch. 

Risk-management officials at the 
nuclear weapons plant have found 
that the containers can heat up 
enough to burn workers' hands, 
increasing the chance that a worker 
could drop one and accidentally 
release the gas. 

The containers often feel warm 
because the tritium inside radioac-
tively decays over time. But the 
reservoirs can become hot if they 
are stored too close together, said 
Kerry Campbell, a spokeswoman 
for Pantex contractor Mason & 
Hanger Corp. 

The carriers used to move the gas 
containers have been changed and 
workers now are limited to moving 
one container at a lime, plant offi-
cials said. 

The issue arose earlier this year 
when a worker removed a tritium 
reservoir from a suitcase-like stor-
age container and found the foam 
insulation inside compacted and 
melted, according to a government 
report. 

The problem came as a surprise, 
A U.S. Department of Energy report 
noted that temperature tests of tri-
tium reservoirs over the past three 
years found no evidence that any 
heated up. 

The Pantex Plant is responsible 
for disassembling nuclear weapons, 
Technicians remove the gas reser, -, 
voirs from weapons and ship dint 
back to the Savannah River Site in 
South Carolina for recycling.

Pantex Changes Way Of 
Shifting Radioactive Gas

My Dad was a man before his time in education. I know this 
because he believed in teaching his children to read just as soon 
as we could talk. There have been lots of programs and things 
on TV lately about beginning to teach very young children to 
read, long before they start to school, while their little minds are 
fresh and open and quick to snap up new ideas. 

Like a lot of children in the '40s, I started to school at 5 years 
old -- there was no pre-school or Pre-K then -- you started in the 
first grade. When I began school, at Valley View, I had already 
been reading -- from the newspaper -- for a year or more. As far 
as I know, all my sisters were taught to read early too. 

After supper, when I was just a tot, daddy would set me in his 
lap, and get the ol' Wichita Falls paper, which we subscribed to 
faithfully, even when money was very tight. As he read from the 
paper, he would point out the words to me, and pronounce them 
carefully so I could hear the distinctions and inflections. He made 
sure I learned to recognize the letters in the words, as I learned 
the alphabet, and he taught me the sound of each letter – an 
early day phonics class. It wasn't long before I knew all the small 
words -- "the, and, it, go, car," etc.; and by the time I started to 
first grade, I was reading at a third or fourth grade level. 

I have always argued that the newspaper is an important learn-
ing tool -- not just for the items it carries -- but for its value in a 
home to inform and apprise, to keep for sentimental reasons, 
and of course, because of my own experience, to teach from. 

The newspaper was of great interest and importance to my 
father, and because I idolized everything he did, it became very 
important to me too. I should have known I would wind up in 
the business. Words were fascinating, as all those little squig-
gles on the page became intelligible, and stories became real. 
What a discovery! I could learn about everything; go anywhere, 
be anybody, do anything through the words on the printed page. • 

I am concerned these days that in many homes, there are chil-
dren with no books, no newspapers, no magazines in the house. 
There will be a television -- or two, you can bet on that! But how 
does one learn to read from a TV? Teaching your child early how 
to read gives him a big jumpstart into the wonderful world of 
books and libraries, and the discovery of all the fascinating in-
formation in them. 

Have you ever watched the face of a child when the light sud-
denly comes on, and words take on meaning and form. What a 
tragedy that so many children grow up not learning how to read. 
We need to do everything in our power to make sure that our 
children, grandchildren, and our neighbor's children are read-
ers. Without reading, what is there?!

New Legislation Continues 
SSI Payments To Most 
Noncitizens 

by Patty Brandt 
Noncitizens who were receiving 

Supplemental Security Income (SSI) 
on August 22, 1996, will remain 
eligible for SSI under new legislation 
that contains provisions affecting 
noncitizens in the SSI program. The 
law adds more categories of 
noncitizens who can be eligible for 
SSI, and permits a longer eligibility 
period for certain categories of 
noncitizens. In late August, Social 
Security sent notices explaining the 
changes to approximately 560,000 
SSI recipients. 

The noncitizen provisions of the 
new law is effective as of August 22, 
1996, the date of enactment of last 
year's SSI welfare reform

Sept.5,1940 
N.V.Hamilton brought the first 

bale of cotton for the 1940 crop 
season . Receipt of the bale is 
dated as of Saturday, Aug. 31, the 
earliest first bale here in many 
years. 

The bale lint was of high grade 
and staple and weighed 555 
pounds. It was gined from 1750 
pounds of seed cotton, which also 
returned Hamilton 700 pounds of 
seed. Farmers gin bought the 
cotton for 9 cents. A premium list 
totaling $31.65 in cash and mdse. 
was awarded to Hamilton. 

Prospects for a cotton crop are 
much better at this time than for 
many years and barring some 
unforseen mishap this area will 
harvest a nice per-acre yield. The 
feed crop also is the best in years.
