Have a mammogram 
according to recommendations 
by age: 40, One baseline mam-
mogram; 40-49, a mammogram 
every to 2 years; 50, and over, 
yearly mammograms.

Poisoning Danger 
Of Holiday Meals 

Hectic 	holiday 	meal 

preparations can increase the 
chances for food poisoning 

especially among young children, 
said an expert at the USDA's 
Children's Nutrition Research 

Center. 
"Children 	are 	vulnerable 

because their intestinal tract and 
immune system are not fully 
developed," said Dr. Kathleen 
Motel, and assistant professor of 

pediatrics at Baylor College of 

Medicine in Houston. "They may 
have less resistance to the 
bacteria that causes food-borne 

illnesses : ' 

The severity of the illness 

vanes from person to person. 

Symptoms include stomach 

cramps, nausea, diarrhea and 
vomiting and, in some cases, 
fever. Symptoms can appear 

anywhere from two to 36 hours 

after eating and lasts several 

days. 
When children become ill, 

parents should make sure they 
are given plenty to drink to 

prevent dehydration. 
"Oral dehydrating solutions, 

available in most pharmacies, are 
better for toddlers and pre-school 

age children because they contain 

appropriate concentrations of 
salts (electrolytes) that maintain 
their body fluids; she Sai d. 

Alert your physician if you 

suspect that your child may be 

suffering from food poisoning 
since a young child's condition 
can deteriorate quickly. 

To safeguard holiday feasts. 
Dr. Corinne Montandon, CNRC 
nutritionist and assistant 
professor of perdiatrics at Baylor 
provides the following food 

safety tips: 
• Buy quality foods. Check 

expiration dates carefully. 

• Do not defrost a frozen 

turkey at room temperatures. 
Bacteria can multiply to disease. 
causing levels before the turkey is 

completely thawed. 	Instead, 

place it in its original wrapper on 
a tray or in a pan, and let it 

gradually 	defrost 	in 	the 

refrigerator. Follow 
manufacturer's instructions if 

meat or poultry is to be thawed in 

the nncrowave. 

• Be aware of the dangers of 

croaa c ontainlint• WTI. Avoid 

transferring bacteria by washing 
hands. utensils and work surfaces 

with hot wispy water. Uncooked 
poultr ■, or meat should not come 

into contact with other foods.

To prevent bacterial growth, 
keep hot foods above 140 F and 
cold foods below 40 F. 

• Foods containing dairy 
products, mayonnaise, or eggs 
should be refrigerated until 
served. That includes salads, 
pumpkin or cream-type pies, 

cakes with cream cheese or 
cooked icings and eggnog. 

• If children help out in the 
kitchen, discourage them from 

tasting the cookie dough or other 
goodies that contain raw eggs. 

The risk of food poisoning 
does not end after food is cooked, 
so treat leftovers with care. 

Never leave perishable food 
out on the table or counter for 
more than 2 hours. It is beet to 
promptly refrigerate or freeze 
leftovers in small, shallow 
containers for quick cooling. 

Use leftover turkey within 
three to four days or freeze for up 
to one month. Do not keep 
dressing and gravy longer than 
two days and bring gravy to a 
boil before serving. 

Food 	harboring 	harmful 
bacteria does not necessarily 
have an odor or spoiled 
appearance. Remember the 
adage: -When in doubt, throw it 
out".

At Farm And Ranch Show 

Dryland agriculture in the Tex as 
High plains will be the topic of the 
day when the West Texas A&M 
University Dryland Agriculture 
Institute, the WTAMU Division of 
Agriculture and the WTAMU Agri-
cultural Development Association 
sponsor a series of expert seminars 
November 30, 1993 at the 9th An-
nual Amarillo Farm and Ranch 
Show at the Amarillo Civic Center. 

"Cropping and Tillage Systems 
for Dryland Grain Production" will 
be presented at 9 am. by 0. R. 
Jones, a soil scientist with the U. S. 
Department of Agricul ture-Agricul. 
tural Research Station at Bushland. 

Jones has been at Bushland for 
32 years. The last nine years, he 
has concentrated on tillage effects 
on sorghum and wheat.

Jim Cavin, a veteran farmer in 
Deaf Smith County, and Vanis Byrd 
of Delbert, will host a "Producer 
Panel on Dryland Corn Production" 
at 9:30 am. Cavin grew dryland 
corn in 1991 and 1993. He said he 
was pleased with the yields, which 
were comparable to sorghum. 

"This (dryland corn production: 
is still real new. Farmers need to 

I experiment with it awhile before 
they plant acres and acres," Cavin 
said. "Last year, we had harsh, 
stressful conditions and still did well 
with below-average rainfall and 
above-average temperatures." 

At 9:55 a.m., Mr. Jim Schrib, a 
field sales agronomy manager at 
the Amarillo branch of Pioneer Hi-
Bred Intertnation, Inc., will discuss 
"Considerations for Dryland Corn 
Production." 

"The key to successful dryland 
corn production is to have a high 
soil moisture profile at planting time 
and to use the correct hybrid, the 
correct population and the correct 
planting date," Schrib said. "You 
have to make certain the corn polli-
nates before the temperatures get 
too high." 

Dr. W. Arden Colette, WTAMU 
professor of agriculture, business 
and economics, will discuss "Live-
stock Response to Grazing Old 
World Bluestem on CRP Lands in  

the Texas Panhandle: First Year 
Preliminary Results" at 10:10 am. 

"The purpose of this experiment 
is to determine the profitability of 
utilizing CRP land instead of plow-
ing it up," he said. 

The government allows only one 
CRP experi ment per state. Colette's 
research project took three years to 
establish. He was closely involved 
with the state ASCS (Agriculture 
Stabilization & Conservation Serv-
ice) and the U. S. Department of Ag-
riculture. He will collect data for 
three more years before the project 
is complete. 

At 10:40 a.m., WTAMU Profes-
sor Ron Thomason will conclude the

izing Manure and Compost in Dry-
land Forage Production." 

Thomason has supervised a two-
year experiment at WTAMU's 
Nance Ranch involving various 
applications of manure and com-
post to 50 acres of forage sorghum.

Hunter Education 
Course Available 

Those hunters who have waited 
until the last minute to take hunter 
education, especially younger hunt-
ers and anyone hunting out of state, 
have a few more chances before the 
holidays to take the course, particu-
larly during the holiday break when 
children are out of school. 

Anyone who will be hunting next 
spring also should consider taking 
the course. 

Every Texas hunter born on or 
after September 2, 1971 must suc-
cessfully complete a hunter educa-
tion training course. If you were 
born on or after September 2, 1971, 
and you are 17 years old or older, 
you must successfully complete a 
hunter education course; or if you 
are 12-16 years old you must suc-
cessfully complete a hunter educa-
tion course or be accompanied by a 
licensed hunter 17 or older or if you 
are under 12 years old, you must be 
accompanied by a licensed hunter 
17 or older. 

The program is reciprocal with 
all other states and Canadian prov-
inces. The minimum 10 hour course, 
which must be scheduled over a 
minimum of two days, focuses pri-
marily on hunting safety, responsi-
bility, ethics, game laws and a 
number of other topics. 

The course has a small fee. 
Certification is not required to pur-
chase a license, but the person must 
carry certification while hunting. 

A hunter education course will 
be taught in Lubbock on December 
7, 1993 by John Dee. Call (806) 744-
