ESTABLISHING GRASS 

HAS LONG BEEN PROBLEM 

According to David Seitz of the 
Soil Conservation Service, estab-
lishing grass on high saline soils 
(alkali flats) has long been a prob-
lem to many local ranchers that 
have land with saline soil and a 
high water table. 

Seitz stated that Zack Fisher's 
ranch had 154 acres of cropland 
with high saline soil_ The pre-
vious owner had tried drainage 
ditches to help solve the problem. 
Fisher tried to continue cropping 
the land but all the crops that 
were tried failed. Cotton, feed 
grain, alfalfa and even Midland 
Bermuda proved a failure.

Fisher, acording to Seitz, consid-
ered establishing alkali sacaton 
since it and inland saltgrasr were 
native on the adjoining rangeland. 
As a trial, Fisher did brush con-
trol on the adjoining area to re-
move salt cedar and began prac-
ticing good management practices 
such as fertilizing, mowing, tem-
porary fencing and rotating graz-
ing. However, he still was not satis-
fied with the production of alkali 
sacaton on the bottomland site. 

In the fall of 1972 with the re-
commendation of SCS specialists, 
104 acres of Kentucky 31 Tall Fes-
cue was planted. Moisture condi-
tion was good and a fair stand was 
established. The area was not gra-
zed and in early summer a hay 
crop was removed. Kentucky 31 
is a cool season grass which is 
green all winter. 

Seitz said that in the fall of 
1972, the fescue looked good en-
ough that another 54 acres were 
planted and several bare areas in 
the original planting were over-
seeded. The 1973 planting has pro-
ved very successful and has an ex- 

cellent stand Through this pas-
ture establishment, in conjunction 
with other good conservation prac-
tices such as brush control, cross 
fencing, installation of livestock 
water pipeline and facility good 
range management and a planned 
grazing system, Fisher believes 
that he has doubled the carrring 
capacity of his ranch in the last 
five years.

CONSERVATION FARMING TO 

SAVE TRACTOR FUEL 

A new conservation farming te-
chnique saved an estimated 1.8 
million gallons of tractor fuel in 
Texas this year, reports an official 
of the U. S. Conservation Service. 

Edward E. Thomas, state con-
servationist for SCS in Temple, 
said minimum tillage farming sys-
tems eliminated an average of five 
tractor trips per acre during 1973 
on about 354,000 acres of cropland. 

"A tractor burns about a gallon 
of fuel per acre for the average 
farming operation," Thomas said. 
"Eliminating five tractor trips per 
acre reduces fuel consumption by 
five gallons of gasoline or diesel 
per acre." 

To haul 1.8 million gallons of 
fuel in railroad tank cars would re-
quire a train nearly two miles long. 

Thomas predicted even greater 
fuel savings in the future as more 
farmers turn to the new system. 

"The practice is still a long way 
from being perfected," Thomas ad-
mitted. "But we've come a long 
way in the last three years. If sim-
ilar gains can be made in the next 
few years, conservation farmers 
will be able to make a major con-
tribution in helping ease the ener-
gy crunch." 

With minimum tillage, crops are 
planted directly into the stalks and 
leaves left over from the previous 
crop without prior land prepara-
tion. Herbicides are used to con-
trol weeds, cutting out several trac-
tor trips over a field. Some farm-

ers report minimum tillage saves 
as many as 10 to 12 tractor trips 
per crop.

tion. The practice is equally ef-
fective in preventing water erosion 
and sedimentation from cropland. 

Thomas said one of the big prob-
lems with minimum tillage is that 
surface-applied herbicides used to 
control weeds don't always work 
properly on all soils in Texas. He 

said better, more dependable her-
bicides adapted to mulch farming 
are needed. 

Thomas credited the state's con-
servation farmers with helping de-
velop minimum tillage farming 
systems. 

"This practice has evolved by 
trial and error during the last few 
years," Thomas said. "SCS agrono-
mists, researchers, chemical com-
panies, conservation district lead-
ers, and innovative farmers have 
all had a part in developing the 
measure. We only hope continued 
progress can be made in this 
field." 

With 20 milion acres of crop-
land in Texas, long-term fuel sav-
ing possibilities by improved me-
thods of minimum tillage are huge, 
Thomas pointed out.

destroyed by the abrasion of wind-
blown soil particles. During dust-
storms vehicle accidents are often 
reported. Duststorms also pollute 
the atmosphere. This dust is so 
disagreeable that it is sometimes 
unbearable for families in the area. 

Certain conservation practices 
can be used to reduce wind erosion 
in this area. Stubble mulching is 
one of the most effective ways to 
control wind erosion and conserve 
soil moisture. Stubble mulching is 
the management of plant residues 
for year-round protection of the 
soil surface. Hauled-in mulches can 
be used on cotton land or land that 
does not have sufficient cover to 
protect it. Cotton gin trash at a 
rate of three to five tons per acre 
will effectively control erosion. 

A cover crop can be planted for 
protection when regular crops are 
off the land, but also may be plant-
ed in strips or between rows to 
provide protection from wind ero-
sion. 

Striperopping can be done to 
control wind erosion also. This 
consists of planting crop strips 
straight and at right angles to 
the prevailing wind. Striperopping 
controls soil blowing by reducing 
soil avalanching.

Once vegetative cover is deplet-
ed, emergency tillage will be ne-
cessary. Emergency tillage helps 

create a rough, cloddy soil surface 
to resist the force of the wind. It 

is only a temporary measure be- 

cause clods readily disintegrate. 

Emergency tillage must be at right 

angles to the prevailing winds.
