looking at the good crops. but the 
soil is showing its own signs of 
the extra moisture. 

Many terraces have over-top-
ped. What starts out to be a 
small problem ends up being a 
big one. It starts as the water 
cuts a small hole in the terrace. 
Then in just a little while you've 
got big breaks. Ohce one terrace 
breaks over, the odds are pretty 
good that the rest of them will 
break also. 

When terraces are farmed, 
eventually they are plowed 
down. In this condition they can't 
store the rainfall received. 

Now is a good time to start 
thinking about the repair work 
needed on your terraces. Not 
only should breaks be patched, 
but terraces should be built up to 
prevent future problems with 
breakage. Each terrace should 
have an end block about 1/2 the 
height of the terrace. It will cost 
from 85-810 a plowed acre to 
build up these terraces with a 
breaking plow, a blade or other 
tool to an effective height. This 
means more water storage and 
less fertile top soil loss to 
produce next year's crop.

The Superintendent's 
Corner 

by Wilburn Leeper 

The idea of four-year-old child-
ren attending school is not new. 
In fact, for many years, children 
have been afforded this educa-
tional opportunity and it has 
proved to be a good learning 
experience. Until now, however, 
only children whose parents 
could afford to enroll their 
children in private schools reap-
ed the benefits of four-year-old 
programs. It is now a require. 
ment in Texas for all schools to 
offer a pre-kindergarten for 
children who are four years old if 
eligibility requirements are met. 

Not all children in Texas are 
eligible to participate in the 
state-mandated pre-kindergar-
ten program. Eligibility stan-
dards are inclusive of children 
who are unable to speak or 
comprehend the English lan-
guage and those children from 
families whose income is at or 
below subsistance level. Accord-
ing to the provisions regarding 
the ability to understand the 
English language, the school 
district must administer a home 
language survey to determine 
eligibility. The language survey 
must include screening children 
by using various test methods. 
The provision referring to family 
income level qualifies the child to 
the program if they also qualify 
for free or reduced-price lunches. 

Valley School is not offering 
the class this year because 
schools are not required to imple-
ment the program if fewer than 
fifteen children are identified as 
eligible. An earlier survey show-
ed that only seven children in the 
school district met the eligibility 
criteria. 

The law requiring the program 
provides that the Commissioner 
of Education may waive the 
requirement for implementation 
if the school is unable to provide 
classroom space. This provision 
is not intended to be an "out" to 
escape program implementation. 
The waiver is conditional upon 
the presentation of a plan to the 
Commissioner dedicated to ac-
quiring necessary classroom 
space. Requests for a waiver may 
be granted for one semester only 
and then must be resubmitted at 
the beginning of each semester 
until plans are carried out. 
School districts may be granted 
waivers to delay program imple-
mentation for a maximum of 
three years and then will be 
expected to fully implement pre-
kindergarten classes. 

• 
The Valley School science lab-

oratory was completely renova-
ted last summer with new 
furniture, equipment, supplies 
and changes in room structure. 
This was somewhat of a major 
project which called for addition-
al plumbing, wiring and refinish-
ing. All the old furniture was 
discarded and was replaced with 
new fixtures and furniture. A 
new wall was installed to separ-
ate the classroom area from 
laboratory facilities and an addi-
tional doorway was installed 
exiting from the lab into the 
hallway. 

Mr. Coker and his science 
classes find it real nice to work 
and study in lab facilities such as 
are now available at Valley. 

The Valley Booster Club has a 
very active and functioning or-
ganization this year. The club  

meets every Tuesday evening to 
carry on business, share refresh-
ments, and view films from 
recent football games.

COTTON BOARD ACCEPTS 

NEW BUDGET PROPOSAL 

The Cotton Board charged 
with administering Cotton Incor-
porated's research and promo-
tion program has accepted and 
sent to the Secretary of Agricul-
ture for approval an 518.5 million 
budget for 1988, up just over two 
percent from the $18.1 million 
budget in 1985. 

The budget, funded by a 
voluntary producer assessment 
of 51.00 per bale plus six-tenths 
of one percent of bale value, was 
adopted at the Board's 19th 
annual meeting in September at 
South Padre Island, Texas. Al-
though the Cotton Board has 
only 19 cotton grower members 
and 19 alternates, the meeting 
was attended by over 100 
producers and industry leaders. 

Board members from the High 
Plains are Ray Joe Riley of Hart, 
a past president of Plains Cotton 
Growers, Inc., and S. M. True of 
Plainview, president of the Tex-
as Farm Bureau. Another Texan, 
Tommy Funk of Harlingen, was 
named chairman of the Cotton 
Board at the Padre Island 
meeting. Funk succeeds Glen 
Stevens of Fresno, California. 

For 1986, 65 percent of the 
budget, $12.03 million, will be 

directed toward U. S. promotion 
and overseas technical assistance 
to mills that buy U. S. cotton, 
with 26 percent or 54.81 million 
going for research. This com-
pares to Cotton Incorporated's 
1985 budget which allocated 60 
percent and 28 percent, respec-
tively, for comparable activities. 

The shift in emphasis reflects 
continuing efforts to control 
costs, a realignment of opera-
tions and a reallocation of limited 
resources into research and 
promotion areas which offer the 
greatest opportunities, Stevens 
said. 

CI is trying "to match grower 
needs and priorities," he contin-
ued, explaining that an expan-
sion of market development is 
needed "to help move this huge 
crop through to the consumer." 

Stressing that cotton contin-
ues to enjoy strong consumer 
demand, CI President Bob Boslet 
said cotton's market share of all 
fibers excluding carpets totals 41 
percent in the first six months of 
1985 compared to 40 percent in 
1984, 39 percent in 1983, and only 
34 percent 10 years ago in 1975. 

"This budget will allow us to 
move ahead with our highly 
successful research and promo-
tion projects and will help keep 
cotton's gains on target," Boslet 
said. 
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
