These are changes that the 
Secretary has authority to make 
without any action on the part of 
Congress. 

Each of the changes, according 
to knowledgeable industry sources, 
will be extremely adverse to pea-
nut interests. The changes, if al-
lowed to stand, could totally wreck 
a very fine peanut industry. 

One of the changes provides 
that there can be no lease or sale 
of peanut allotments for the 1974 
crop. This could work an extreme 
hardship on farmers in this area. 

Another change will provide an 
increase of $2.00 per ton in stor-

"Most land in Texas should not 
be farmed in clean tilled crops 
without terraces, contour farming, 
minimum tillage, or other proven 
conservation measures," Thomas 
stressed. "Besides, these practices 
help increase production in the 
long run. 

"But some land should not be 
farmed under any circumstances," 
Thomas said. "We are already get-
ting reports of sandy. highly ero-
sive soils in Texas being plowed 
up for crop production. Let a 
drouth, coupled with high winds, 
hit this land and massive dust 
storms will be the result." 

He said some steep soils will pro-
bably also be put into cultivation 
next year Serious erosion and sedi• 
mentation damages can result un• 
less sound conservation measures 
are installed. 

Thomas, head of the U. S. Soil 
Conservation Service in Texas, 
said his agency supports full ag-
ricultural production as a princi-
pal means of checking food price 
increases. 

"But we also need full protection 
of the land along with full produc-
tion," he emphasized. 

He urged farmers to contact lo-
cal SCS offices before putting land 
into cultivation. 

"Our soil surveys show which 
soils can be farmed safely," Thom-
as pointed out. "They also can be 
used to determine which soils are 
most productive. Careful planning 
can hold erosion hazards to a min-
imum; but carelessness can quick-
ly return us to the disastrous ero-
sion conditions that existed in the 
1930's and 1950's," he warned. 

Such conditions in the Great 
Plains, where wind erosion is a 
constant problem, led Congress in 
1957 to establish a conservation 
program to return high risk crop-
land to grass. 

"Under this program in Texas, 
we have helped farmers convert 
more than a million acres of crop-
land to grassland," Thomas said. 
-This land should remain in grass. 
For it or other land like it to be 
put back into cultivation will be a 
disastrous step backwards. 

"As chief guardians of our 
state's soil resources, farmers and 
ranchers have a responsibility to 
themselves and to future genera• 
lions to use their land wisely," 
Thomas continued. "They have 
made great strides in conservation 
work in the last 35 years. With 
proper planning, we can meet the 
demand for food without increas-
ing dust storms, sediment pollu-
tion, and other problems caused by 
accelerated soil erosion." 

Farmers are expected to bring 
thousands of acres of former "set-
aside" land back into full crop 
production in 1974 to meet the in-
creased demand for farm commodi-
ties. Many farmers will also farm 
their land more intensively as they 
try to increase yields per acre.
