Avalanche Journal 
Joan and Clinton Pigg are 

what you'd expect from a couple 

residing in the far reaches of 

Turkey. 

They're quiet and reserved. 

Mrs. Pigg is the talker of the 

two, although not much more 

than her quiet, slim husband 

who looks every part the farmer 

raised off the rugged Caprock. 

H is long legs are covered with 

new dark blue wranglers jeans 
and cowboy boots, and his dark 

hair is topped off with a straw 

work hat splattered with mud. 

Pigg leans against the win-
dowsill at Methodist Hospital a 

few feet away from his only son, 

not saying much except when 

called upon. When he does 
speak, it is deliberate and 

thoughtful, and his words are 

spoken with much affection to-
ward his son, Jarret, who is ly-

ing in a hospital bed nearby 

awaiting a kidney transplant. 

Jarret's life revolved around 

football, basketball and track at 

Valley High School and showing 

calves at stock shows. Then 

there was the cyclical farming 

season that beckoned him at 

different times of the year 

One morning before classes, 

15 year old Jarret hopped into a 

pickup truck with two other 
classmates to run back to Tur-

key from school-a six-mile trip-
to pick up a friends checkbook. 

Two miles out on the paved 
road, the driver overcompen-

sated for a curve and the pickup 

rolled through a utility pole. All 

three were found outside the 
truck with serious injuries. 

Jarret's collarbone was bro-

ken; his arm which already was 

in a cast after a football injury, 

was rebroken, and his left kid-

ney was destroyed. 

Physicians found the inter-

nal organ bleeding and removed 

the damaged kidney only to find 

that the other fist-sized organ 
had become diseased. 

His remainingkidney worked 

at 21 percent capacity when he 
left the hospital. 

Before he left Methodist Hos-
pital, surgeons mentioned that 
a kidney transplant might be 
necessary. Several months later, 
Jarret's blood pressure shot up 
and his headaches increased 

because his kidney began failing. 
It was removed two weeks ago. 

He has since been on dialysis, 
a process by which a machine 

takes over for the kidneys. 

The kidney is the "great regu-
lator of the body, -  according to 
Dr. Keil Kurtzman, Chairman 

of the Department of Internal 
Medicine at the Texas Tech 

Health Sciences Center. 
The organ is responsible for 

cleaning waste materials from 
the blood and balancing the 

s electrolytes, said Dr.

Baird Helfrich, Director of Re-

nal Transplantation at Univer-
sity Medical Center and Meth-
odist Hospital. 

Ever since transplantation 
was mentioned, most ofthe Pigg 

family members have offered one 

of their kidneys for Jarret, as 
have most of the residents in 
their hometown. 

Mr. and Mrs. Pigg are being 

tested to see who is the better 

match for their son, but the 

family is betting that Pigg will 

be a stronger match. The trans-

plant is scheduled for early July. 

The propects of a successful 

transplant look good, Helfrich 
said 

Lubbock's transplant center 

is well above the national aver-

age success rate of 90 percent for 

living-related donors, Helfrich 
said. The national average suc-

cess rate for transplant recipi-
ents who receive a kidney from a 
cadaver is 80 percent; in Lub-

bock, the success rate is more 
than 90 percent. 

"Quitaque Quest" 
Quitaque Quest, the first an-

nual bicycle race, was held Sat-

urday featuring 41 riders par-

ticipating in three different race 

distances. Although the num-

ber of participants was less 

than hoped for, the riders at-

tacked the course with a com-
petitive spirit. 

Seven riders kicked off the 

event at 8:am and rode a dis-

tance of 40 miles. In this event, 

Larry Tedder of Dallas com-

pleted the race in the event best 
time of 2 hours 26 minutes with

Tedder out raced Chuck Spaugh 
of Lubbock to the finish line by 
a mere .03 seconds. 

In the 18 mile race, Darren 

Jenks of Amarillo was the first 
finisher while Cory Speer of 

Amarillo finished a close second. 
Jenks finishing time was 
clocked at 55:05 minutes and 
Speer 56:23. This most popular 

race fielded 27 riders in six dif-

ferent age classifications. 
Riders from Quitaque who 

participated in the 18 mile event 

included Manual Ramos, Manuel 
Ramos, Jr., and Vance Lemons. 

Manual Jr. finished 3rd in his 

class while Vance was 4th. 
There were 5 riders who finished 

one hour or less, including a 12 

year old youngster from Dallas.

Since the kidney transplant 
programs began in Lubbock at 
Methodist and UMC in July 
1990, Helfrich has performed 
121 transplants. Unlike heart 

hearts and livers, kidneys are 
relatively easy to match, Helfrich 
said. 

The risk to the living donor is 
negligible, Helfrich said. How-

ever, many times, undiagnosed 
diseases, such as hypertension, 
heart disease and kidney cander 
are discovered while the donor 

is being evaluated.Helfrich owes 

the success of kidney 
transpantation in the region to 

the transplant team's attention 
to detail and the strong family 
values in the area. -Each human 

being is an individual person. 

We're not a factory, so I believe 

the patients get a better one-on-

one here than they do in the 

Most patients return to nor-
mal activities and can even par-

ticipate in sports after recover-

ing from a kidney transplant.

Turkey Residents Warned 
of Nitrate In Water 

The Texas-natural Resource Commission has tested Turkey 
water samples, and found that Nitrate/Nitrite is 13.40 mg. This is 
high enough level to cause concern among parents of very young 
infants. 

The Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission (TNRCC) 
sets drinking water standards and has determined that nitrate 
poses an acute health concern at certain levels of exposure. Nitrate 
is used in fertilizer and is found in sewage and wastes from human 
and/or farm animals and generally gets into drinking water from 
those activities. Excessive levels of nitrate in drinking water have 
caused serious illness and sometimes death in infants under six 
months of age. The serious illness in infants is caused because 
nitrate is converted to NITRITE in the body. Nitrite interferes 
with the oxygen carrying capacity of the child's blood. This is an 
acute disease in that symptoms can develop rapidly in infants. In 
most cases, health deteriorates over a period of days. 

Symptoms include shortness of breath and blueness of the skin. 
Clearly, expert medical advice should be sought immediately if 
these symptoms occur. 

Letters have been sent out to notify Turkey residents of the 
results of the nitrate test, to encourage parents and other responsible 
parties to provide infants with an alternate source of drinking 
water. Local and state health authorities are the best source for 
information concerning alternate sources of drinking water for 
infants. 

TNRCC has set the drinking water standard at 10 parts per 
million (ppm) for nitrate to protect against the risk of these adverse 
effects. It has also set a drinking water standard for nitrite at 1 
ppm. To allow for the fact that the toxicity of nitrate and nitrite are 
additive, TNRCC has also established a standard for the sum of 
nitrate and nitrite at 10 ppm. Drinking water that meets the 
TNRCC standard is associated with little to none of this risk and 
is considered safe with respect to nitrate.
