the Y. E. S. project, a new intergen-
erational project designed for rural 
communities. 

Y.E.S. matches 4-H and FHA 
youth with senior citizens in their 
community to provide assisted liv-
ing services to help seniors main-
tain independent living and to pro-
mote postive intergenerational re-
lationships between the two age 
groups. 

This project is the result of a 
collaborative effort among the Texas 
Tech University College of Home 
Economics, the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service home economists 
in the South Plains district and the 
Texas Tech Health Sciences Cen-
ter. 

The Robert Wood Johnson Foun-
dation, the nation's largest health 
care philanthropy, is providing ma-
jor funding for this project. 

The extension agent, one home 
economics teacher and one addi-
tional local person will form the 
county resource team. Patsy Towe, 
who was unable to attend the train-
ing, will be a member of the county 
team. 

A county advisory committee will 
be formed to make recommenda-
tions and set project policies for the 
county.
