Karen Wedge-
worth, of Laurel, Miss., 
served her home preserved 
foods to persons left home-
less by the ravages of hurri-
cane Camille and a railroad 
tank car explosion. Also, 
through her efforts, food pre-
servation exhibits have been 
retained at the South Missis-
sippi Fair. 

"I know people still pr,- 
serve food", says Miss Wedge-
worth, "and I believe that the 
preservation of food is impor-
tant to good health and 
happiness." 

One of the oldest sup-
porters of the 4-H program, 
Kerr provides additional sup-
port to the food preservation 
program through publications 
on canning and freezing food 
processing, and technical and 
public relations assistance.

These 4 -H'ers are helping to 
clear litter front a stream as 
part of their activities in the 
4-11 conservation of natural 
resources program, sponsored 
by John Deere. Other youths 
in the program work in wild-
life conservation, cleaning 
roadsides, restocking forests 
and streams, beautifying 
urban areas, and other en- 
vironmental efforts geared for 
urban and rural communities.

A recipient of a $700 
scholarship as a 4-11 winner, 
Miss Moore has also worked 
to help curb air and water 
pollution in her community, 
in her role as a conservation 
writer for a local newspaper. 

While enjoying success 
working, alone, 4-leers have 
found their clubs and groups 
an even better way to 
multiply their consenation 
efforts. 

A group in San Diego 
County, Calif., helped the 
U.S. Forest Service replant 
largo areas of Cleveland 
National Forest that were 
destroyed by fire. They also 
built bird houses to 
encourage the nesting of use-
ful birds in the forest 
preserve. 

John Deere's schedule of 
incentives includes up to four 
medals of honor in each 
county, and an expense-paid 
trip to National 4-H Congress 
in Chicago, Nov. 25-29, for 
one winner from each state. 

During the national 4-11 
event, six national winners 
are to be announced, each 
receiving a $700 scholarship 
from the donor. 

Club and group recogni-
tion included county and 
state certificates and a $50 
cash award to one county in 
each state reporting the most 
outstanding 4-11 conservation 
program.

CANNING FOR 
"SPECIAL" DIETERS 

Home canning operations don't 
have to fold when salt-free or su-
gar-free diets enter the picture. 

Sugar and salt used in regular 
home canning are primarily for 
flavor. They don't affect the keep-
ing quality of food. 

To can without sugar, use fully 
ripe—but not soft-ripe--fruit. Pre-
pare fruit as you would for regu-
lar canning. Then add a little wa-
ter and cook fruit until it's boiling 
hot. Pack hot into hot canning 
jars. 

If needed, add boiling water to 
cover. Adjust caps, and process in 
a water bath canner, following 
recommended time for fruit being 
canned. 

Don't add artificial sweeteners 
to fruit before it's canned. Sweet-
eners should be added to fruit 
when it's ready to cat. 

To can vegetables or meat with-
out salt, just process as usual, leav-
ing out salt. 

In canning special foods for just 
one member of the family, half-
pint or pint jars may be the best 
size to use. 

Once open, a jar of homeeanned 
food will keep in the refrigerator 
for two or three days, depending 
on the type of food and refrigera-
tor temperature. 

DO IT YOURSELF! 
Non-food items make up a large 

part of most everyone's budget. 
And of these items chemical pro-
ducts account for the greatest 
share by far. If you doubt this, 
just look in your cupboards, medi-
cine chest, on the dressing table, 
or at the checkout counter of your 
store. Cleaning supplies of all 
kinds, floor waxes and furniture 
polish, detergents, personal and 
health care products, shampoos 
and hair rinses, cosmetics, pet sup-
plies, automotive chemicals, yard 
and garden chemicals and home 
care products are just a few of 
the many. 

Now here's a fact that may sur-
prise you. On an average, less than 
an Is spent by the manufacturer 
for materials that the consumer 
pays $1.00 for in the form of the 
finished product. But given the 
formulas and taught the simple 
procedures, anyone can formulate 
their own products in small quan-
tities from locally available mater-
ials, using simple kitchen uten-
sils. Here are several examples. 

DRAIN CLEANER 
1) Baking soda (Sodium Bicarbon-
ate)-2 level tablespoons 
2) Table salt (Sodium Chloride)-
2 level tablespoons  

3) Baking powder (Tartaric Acid)- 
1 teaspoon 

Mix powders 1, 2 and 3 together 
in cup with fork. Pour into drain, 
flush slowly with water. Note safe 
bubbling cleaning action. Impor-
tant: This is not a clogged drain 
opener, but a drain cleaner. Regu-
lar use will keep drains fresh and 
free running. Retail cost per can, 
about 79c. Your cost to make, a-
bout lc. This really works! 

UNDERARM DEODORANT 
1) Powdered alum (alioninuntiam. 

monk= sulfate) from your drug 
gist-3 tablespoons 

2) Water-1 pint 
3) Perfume (toilet water, cologne 

or rose water)—To suit 
Dissolve 1 in 2 and add 3. Ap-

ply with cloth, tuft of cotton, plas-
tic spray bottle. Retail cost for 
some quantity, about $10.00. Your 
cost to make, about 3c.

Shirttail Sermon 
THE SIN OF BEING TOO BUSY 

Everyone thinks at times he is 
the busiest person in town. Enter-
ing the office, store, or mill, one 
hears the statement, "This is my 
busy day." Approach the ordinary 
individual concerning some project 
aside from the regular routine, and 
he will likely say, "I haven't the 
time to do it." 

Because folks are busy with big 
business is no reason why they 
should neglect the claims of the 
biggest man ever known in this 
world. Jesus Christ was both big 
and busy—none has been bigger or 
busier. Yet he has always found 
time to be about His Father's busi-
ness. 

In I Kings, Chapter 20 —a chap-
ter on the battles of Israel— this 
story springs forth. The Israelites 
under King Ahab had beaten the 
Syrians under King Benhadad. The 
captured leader of the Syrians was 
marked for punishment and en-
trusted to one of the prophets. 
The phophet allowed the prisoner 
to escape. His excuse was that he 
had been too busy even for his 
chief duty of securing the prison-
er. 

We may think how terrible for 
a man to be so busy that he cannot 
tend to important matters. Yet 
how many are so busy that they 
have not the time to accept Christ 
as Saviour. There is nothing of 
more importance in the life of 
man. Many men are too busy for 
Christ. They are concerned only 
about the things of this world. 

The Christian is guilty of being 
too busy also. We may not be re-
bellious against God, but we may 
simply kick duty under the bed 
while we imagine God is not look-
ing our way. "He that loveth not 

, his brother whom he hath seen, 
how can he love God whom he 
hath not seen?" If you do not love 
Christ enough to serve him then 
you are too busy. The Christian 
that is too busy to attend the 
House of God is missing out on 
the blessings of God. 

Christ needs men that are big 
and busy. He needs you if you 
are willing to commit your life 
and serve him. He does not need 
our excuses of being too busy to 
serve Him. We need to preserve 
our moral balance, speed up our

Pioneer Applies 
For Cost 
Adjustment 

Pioneer Natural Gas Company 
made application August 22 to all 
incorporated cities and towns ser-
ved by its West Texas Transmis-
sion System to change the cost-of-
gas adjustment provision of the 
general service rate, according to 
an announcement by K. Bert (Tex) 
Watson, company president. 

For the last three years, the 

general service rate has been ad-

justed annually in April to reflect 

increases in the average cost of 

gas for the prior year. Pioneer's 
request would allow making this 
adjustment each month for the 
current monthly average cost of 
gas. According to the company, 
this change would more closely 
meet the objective of the original 
adjustment provision.

shortly penalize the company for 
aggressive competition for new gas 
supplies because of the lag be-
tween increases in the average 
cost of gas in the field and the 
time these increases may be passed 
on to the csutomers." 

Watson made note of the in-
creasing demand for natural gas 
and the critical gas supply short-
age which has developed within 
the last few years. "There is in-
creasing demand in the company's 
gas supply area for new gas that 
is being developed at much great-
er costs than existing supplies. 
Pioneer must be able to buy this 
new and more expensive gas and 
participate in more costly 'drilling 
and exploration activities in order 
to assure an adequate gas supply 
for its system customers. Fortun-
ately, Pioneer has pipelines into 
two areas of good potential gas 
supply, and since the acquisition 
of new gas will be necessary to 
continue serving existing custom-
ers, this advantage should not be 
lost to Pioneer's service area by 
failure to meet going prices," Wat-
son said. 

If approved, the effective date 
of the new rate adjustments would 
be October 1, 1973, and the first 
adjustment would Abe applied to all 
bills rendered on or after that 
date. Since the end of 1972, the 
company's cost of gas has increas-
ed by about 21/2 cents per thousand 
cubic feet (MCF) and the first ad-
justment would therefore be about 
3 percent of the average domestic 
price. 

"In 1970, when we reached the 
original agreement on a cost-of-
gas adjustment with the cities, it 
appeared that an annual adjust-
ment would be appropriate,' Wat-
son said. "At that time, it was not 
predicted that the energy situation 
would develop so rapidly accom-
panied by the accelerated increase 
in the field cost of gas which ma-
kes it necessary for us to request
