5741, report production ancL'or 
disposition of the affected crop 
by December 15, 1986. Program 
crops for this purpose are wheat, 
barley, oats. corn, grain sor-
ghum, cotton. soybeans and 
peanuts. 

The acreage of program crops 
that will be eligible for disaster 
pay will be the sum of the 
planted acreage, on farms that 
are participating in the 1986 
program

 are in compliance 

with all the provisions. 
The payment rate is the basic 

county loan rate for all crops 
except peanuts. The rate for 
quota peanuts is 30.37 cents per 
pound and 7.49 cents per pound 
for additional peanuts. 

There are provisions for disas-
ter pay on other commercial 
crops for which insurance is 
offered by FCIC. 

Should this program become a 
reality, you must make less than 
50% of your yield to be eligible, 
and you will never be paid on 
more than 50% of the yield. All 
crop insurance benefits must be 
subtracted from the eligible 
amount of disaster pay. This 
includes insurance benefits from 
any and all insurance companies. 
Probably any pounds or bushels 
receiving this pay will not be 
eligible for deficiency pay. 

It appears that all crops that 
will not be harvested should be 
appraised prior to being disposed 
of. DO NOT dispose of crops 
without an appraisal at this time. 
Hopefully. the ASCS offices will 
know more about this program 
soon.

The regular meeting of the 
board of directors of the Briscoe 
County Appraisal District was 

held Thursday, November 13, 
with all members present. Mrs. 
Carlye Fleming, chief appraiser, 

THE VALLEY TRIBUNE 

reported that 1986 collections 
stood at 40% as compared with 
28% at the same time in 1985. 

Collections through the month 
of October 1986 were Briscoe 
County, 40.7%; Silverton ISD, 
40.9%; City of Silverton, 29.2%; 
City of Quitaque, 36.3%; Mack-
enzie Municipal Water Author-
ity, 34.6%. 

Final reappraisal costs were 
studied. Mrs. Fleming reported 
the following to be extra expens-
es over a normal year, 1985 for 
example; Outside Appraisals, 
$900.00; Extra Payroll Expenses, 
$4,672.00; Extra Travel Ex-
pense, $410.00; Extra Supplies, 
$500.00, for a total above 1985 of 
$6,482.00. 

All other expenses were about 
the same as prior years. Cost per 
parcel was approximately $4.96 
as compared to $17.50 per parcel 
in 1980. This included new, 
updated cards for all property 
owners and reworking all maps. 

House Bill 79 of the 69th 
Legislature was discussed. Part 
of the legislation permits some 
cities and counties to opt for an 
additional 1/2% sales tax each, 
decreasing their local property 
tax levies to reflect revenue from 
the new sales tax. Either entity's 
tax may be put before the voters 
either by act of the City Council 
and/or County Commissioners or 
by petition signed by at least five 
percent of the voters. The 
method of handling this tax 
would be somewhat complicated, 
and although it sounds appealing 
there are several drawbacks. 

The new government set-aside 
program was discussed at length. 
How this property will be valued 
in the future is the main issue for 
the appraisal district. This is a 
question that the State Property 
Tax Board-will try to analyze in 
the coming months in order to 
offer guidance to real estate 
appraisers in appraisal districts. 

The appraisal district will need 
two Appraisal Review Board 
members for the 1987-88 term. 
Board members chose persons to 
serve. Mrs. Fleming was instruc-
ted to contact these people 
before the December 11 meeting 
and to report back to the board 
at that time.

Conservation 
Corner 
by John Crowell 

A list of highly erodible and 
potentially highly erodible soils 
was released this week by the 
USDA Soil Conservation Service 
as mandated by the Food Secur-
ity Act of 1985. 

The list revealed that approxi-
mately 57 percent of the land in 
Briscoe County is highly erod-
ible. Most, but not all, of this land 
is located below the caprock. 

The conservation compliance 
provision of the Act denies most 
USDA farm program benefits to 
farmers who farm highly erod-
ible land unless the land is being 
farmed in accordance with a 
conservation plan approved by 
the local conservation district. 

The Act allows a grace period 
for those who are not using a 
conservation plan. They have 
until January 1, 1990 to develop 
and begin actively applying a 
plan. They have until January 1, 
1995 to have the plan fully in 
effect. 

The provisions will have no 
effect on farmers who are using 
up-to-date conservation plans. If 
you are farming highly erodible 
land with a conservation plan, 
check with your local Soil Con-
servation Service office to find 
out if it meets conservation 
compliance provisions. 

We are ready to help anyone 
prepare a conservation plan that 
doesn't have one. We will do our 
best to try to help people figure 
out how to apply enough conser-
vation practices to keep them in 
compliance with the 1985 farm 
bill. 

Such plans may include wind 
strips, windbreaks, crop rota-
tions, crop residue management, 
terraces, contour farming and 
other measures. 

Farmers with highly erodible 
land may also want to consider 
placing it in the conservation 
reserve. 

SURVEY SHOWS 
NEWSPAPERS BEST SOURCE 
OF INFORMATION 

Newspapers outdistance tele-
vision, radio and all other media 
as the medium most often relied 
upon for "best buy" shopping 
information, community and area 
news, and news about political 
issues and candidates, according 
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to a recent survey conducted by 
the Media Research Bureau of 
the University of Missouri School 
of Journalism in Columbia. A 
total of 518 Missourians, geogra-
phically scattered across the 
state, were interviewed by tele-
phone. 

According to the survey, news-
papers are by far the best source 
of shopping information. News-
papers were selected by 74.5 
percent of persons interviewed, 
compared to 20.1 percent for 
television and 5.9 percent for 
radio. 

Newspapers were mentioned 
most often (48.5 percent) when 
those interviewed were asked 
about sources of community and 
area news. Television was select-
ed by 38.4 percent and radio was 
named by 13.5 percent. 

The gap between newspapers 
and broadcast media widens for 
political issues. The majority (61 
percent) said newspapers are 
their major source of information 
regarding LOCAL political is-
sues, compared to 315 percent 
for television and 7.8 percent for 
radio. 

Newspapers again far outdis-
tance the electronic media as the 
source of information regarding 
individuals who are running for 
local, county and statewide of-
fice. Nearly 73 percent said 
newspapers are their major 
source of information about 
candidates compared to 21.6 
percent for television and 6.7 
percent for radio.

The quality of your local water 
supply has a lot to do with 
whether detergents can actually 
work to get clothes clean, says 
Dr. Ann Beard, a Texas A&M 
University Agricultural Exten-
sion Service clothing specialist. 

"In hard water, much of the 
detergent added to the washer 
goes to soften the water instead 
of clean the clothes," she says. 
"Over time, clothes washed in 
hard water become dingy or 
yellow, develop a build-up of soil, 
may have a stiff, harsh feel or 
show white or gray streaks on 
colored fabrics." 

The specialist says that you 
can compensate for hard water—
to a certain extent—by using 
adequate amounts of low-sudsing 
phosphate detergent and water 
as hot as recommended for the 
fabric. The harder the water, the 
more phosphate detergent you 
will need to use, she says, 
although this can be expensive 
and contribute to water pollu-
tion. Non-phosphate detergents 
and soap will not perform satis-
factorily in hard water, Dr. 
Beard notes.

A Printer 

Good rules for choosing a 

printer: don't have any set 
ideas and take a few tips 
from the pros. 

• Look for two things: relia-
bility and quality. If you are 
unsure, ask a dealer for 

advice. Sometimes a know-
ledgeable dealer can mean 
the difference between get-
ting the proper printer or 
having an unpleasant expe-
rience

• Keep in mind how you are 
going to use the printer. Do 
you need printouts that look 
as if they were typed?
