Soil Test Suggested 

For Small Grain Land 
Although small grain planting 

time is just around the corner, 
there's still time to get a soil test 
on the land to be seeded, says 
Briscoe County Extension Agent 
Jimmy Vanstory. 

Small grains cannot be expected 
to perform well when grown with 
inadequate amounts of plant nu• 
trients. Lime may be needed in 
parts of East Texas and in coastal 
regions. 

Many producers apply nitrogen 
in the fall or as a topdressing in 
the spring but do not consider 
other nutrients that small grain 
crops may need, points out Van-
story. 

Small grains are very responsive 
to phosphorus and only a soil test 
can determine the amount to ap-
ply. Phosphorus stimulates rapid, 
early growth which is especially 
important if the crops are to be 
grazed. Phosphorus should be 
drilled at planting or broadcast 
and worked into the soil prior to 
seeding. 

Some fields may also need pot-
ash which improves the standing 
ability of plants. However, this 
plant nutrient is generally not 
needed as often as nitrogen and 
phosphorus, notes Vanstory. 

A soil test is the best guide to 
a sound liming and fertilization 
program for small grains, contends 
the agent. Soil samples may be 
submitted to soil testing labora-
tories run by the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service at College 
Station, Lubbock and Seymour. 

Information sheets and instruc-
tion for collecting and mailing 
soil samples are available at the 
County Extension Office, adds 
Vanstory.

In "Gunsmoke" Role 
by Myra Setliff 

Avalanche-Journal Staff 
Some South Plains viewers ac-

quainted with the intriguing story 
of the "Valley of Tears" in the 
Quitaque area may recognize an 
interesting parallel to the two-part 
season premiere episodes for "Gun-
smoke," which began Monday. 

According to historical annals, 
the valley gelow the Caprock was 
an exchange ground for Comanch-
es engaged in trade of stolen cat-
tle and often white captives. An-
guished cries of captive families 
presumably gave the valley its 
name. Ironically, a bit part play-
er in the episode was already more 
familiar with the Quitaque ac-
count. Historical artist Ben Carl-
ton Mead of Dallas was coinciden-
tally called on to portray a char-
acter in the "Gunsmoke" produc-
tion. He had previously collected 
information about the valley and 
traveled there to sketch scenes. 

Well - known throughout West 
Texas for his artistic works, par-
ticularly the mural at the Pan-
handle-Plains Museum at Canyon, 
Mead is also recognized for his il-
lustrations for Westerh magazines 
and boles and historical paintings. 
A native of Bay City, Mead lived 
with his family in various loca-
tions on the South Plains includ-
ing Lamesa and Plainview. Mead 
is a graduate of Amarillo High 
School. 

The artist attested that the in-
spiration for the episode must 
have been something read or 
heard about the Valley of Tears, 
but added "it was never as big as 
they made out." 

Explaining how he came to be 
cast for the show Mead said his 
daughter who lives in California is 
acquainted with series star Jim 
Arness and happened to show him 
a picture of her father since he 
has started sporting a beard. Ar-
ness said he thought the rugged-
looking Texan could fit into a part 
on the show sometime. 

CBS flew Mead and his wife to 
Tuscon, Arizona, where part of the 
action was filmed "in country like 
the valley except for the saguaro 
cactus," Mead said. 

Entering the filming location, 
Mead encountered Arness. "He re-
cognized me, slapped me on the 
shoulder and said, 'I see you made 
it. —  After that Mead was refer-
red to as "Arness' friend" among 
the 160 extras and bit players and 
85-member crew. 

In the absence of "Gunsmoke" 
regulars Milburn Stone, Amanda 
Blake, Ken Curtis, Buck Taylor 
and Glenn Strange who do not ap-
pear in the premiere episode, 
Mead got to sit in Curtis' chair 
while reading over his lines and 
really got the feel of being a per-
former. 

Although the filming of his per-
formance only took about 20 min-
utes, Mead stayed a week to take 
pictures during the filming. He 
caught some of the action scenes, 
but he is awaiting the screening 
to see how the conclusion came 
out.

Wheat Program 
Outlined Here 

The 1974 wheat program is de-
signed to encourage all-out produc-
tion and thus there will be no set-
aside requirement, reports County 
Extension Agent Jimmy Vanstory. 
There will also be no conserving 
base requirement for the four-year 
life of the Agricultural and Con-
sumer Protection Act of 1973. 

New in the wheat program is the 
target price feature. If the aver-
age price for wheat is at or above 
the $2.05 per bushel target, the 
producer will receive the differ-
ence between th target price and 
the five-month average price re-
ceived by all farmers. 

There will be no preliminary 
payment, notes Vanstory. Any pay-
meet due will be paid after De-
cember 1, 19'74. If the average 
price received by all producers is 
under $2.05 per bushel for the 
July-November, 1974, period, a pro-
ducer would be paid on an amount 
of bushels determined by munti-
plying the farm allotment by the 
projected yield established for the 
farm. The projected yield repres-
ents the potential production for 
the farm as determined by the 
Agricultural Stabilization and COn-- 
nervation Service (ASH) county 
committee. 

The total amount of payments a 
person may receive under one or 
more of the 1974 wheat, feed grain 
and upland cotton programs may 
not exceed $20,000. Loans will be 
available to producers on their 
1974 wheat crop at a national av-
erage of $1.37 per bushel, an in-
crease of 12 cents over 1973 loans, 
points out Vanstory. 

The national allotment is set at 
55 million acres. Thus, on the av-
erage, each producer's allotment in 
1974 will be about three times that 
of his 1973 allotment. This allot-
ment is not a constraint on the am-
ount of wheat that can be planted, 
and its sole purpose is for making 
payments to producers in the event 
the five-month average price re-
ceived by farmers is less than the 
target price. 

Producers may substitute any 
non-conserving crop or any con-
serving crop used for hay or for 
grazing in order to preserve their 
wheat allotments and to make 
them eligible for any payments un-
der the target price feature. Crops 
for which a marketing quota is in 
effect are excluded, adds the a-
gent.
