Rangeland Can Be 

Double - Cropped 
Wildlife is usually present on 

lands used primarily for livestock. 
Habitat for deer, quail and other 
wildlife has deteriorated on most 
of our grazing lands due to inva-
sion of brush and overgrazing. 

The wildlife crop can usually 
be increased at no extra expense 
if proper consideration is given 
during the planning of brush con-
trol and grassland management. 
This second crop is always valu-
able even if no direct income is 
realized. 

Controlling brush can be bene-
ficial or harmful to wildlife, de-
pending on how it is done. Brush 
control has a tremendous effect 
on the ecology of the controlled 
area. It should be carefully plan-
ned to minimize damage to wild-
life habitat and the total environ-
ment. 

Mechanical means of brush con-
trol offer the greatest flexibility. 
Tree - dozing allows selectivity in 
individual plants while creating 
ground disturbance. This soil dis-
turbance often encourages the 
growth of annual forbs which pro-
vide some of the best food for 
quail and other wildlife. 

Leaving desirable kinds of 
woody plants will help wildlife, 
provide shade and shelter for live-
stock, improve natural beauty and 
increase the value of the land. 

Controlling brush in patterns is 
a good practice. Leaving all brush 
on steeper land, along draws and 
creeks and otherwise tailoring to 
fit the land is most desirable. Con-
trolling undesirable species in 
strips or blocks, and leaving con-
trolled brush in piles for wildlife 
cover are also good techniques. 
Leaving molts of scateered woody 
plants over the pasture is also 
good. 

There are many other practices 
that effect wildlife habitat, but 
brush control is one of the most 
important. The landuser hat des-
ires to keep or increase wildlife 
needs to make specific plans to 
maintain or improve the habitat 
when controlling brush. Your Soil 
Conservation Service technicians 
are available to help you plan 
your farm or ranch including plans 
for better wildlife habitats.

Wise Purchasing 
Is As Important 
As Earning 

Before shopping, set priorities 
and analyze reasons for each pur-
chase. 

This advice comes from Mrs. 
Doris Myers, home management 
specialist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service, Texas 
A&M University. 

"True, earning money is impor-
tant—but spending it can be criti-
cal," she said. 

"Consumers today are faced 
with seemingly endless products 
and multi-services. Therefore, pur-
chasing decisions must be selec-
tive. 

"Buying is always a matter of 
making choices," she continued. 
"Choices must be made between 
wants and needs, one product and 
another, and between saving or 
spending money. 

"Although wise decisions re-
quire much thought, time and ef- 

fort, they are definitely worth it. 
Wise decisions, based on priorities, 
can eliminate much emotional 
spending," the specialist said. 

She offered some guidelines for 
setting purchase priorities. 

"First, determine whether the 
product is really needed — and 
worth a sacrifice. Is it in line with 
the overall family spending plan? 

"If the item isn't necessary but 
is important to the person wanting 
it—and if he's aware of his rea-
sons for purchase and willing to 
pay the price — there's nothing 
wrong with the decision to buy it. 

"However, after close analysis of 
reasons and cost, a less desirable 
item may be selected. 

"Knowing why an item is need-- 
 ed can help in understanding mo-

tives," Mrs. Myers pointed out. 
"There's a big difference in 

need when an item for work is 
considered—rather than one for 
pleasure." 

Another consideration concerns 
expectations—how long is the item 
expected to last or be in use? Qual-
ity and durable products last long-
er. 

"On the other hand, if the item 
isn't used often, it doesn't have to 
be as durable as one used constant-
ly." 

Mrs. Myers emphasized another 
factor—whether the item is pur-
chased simply because it's on sale. 

"The 'sale' sign or barbain idea 
attracts many shoppers. As a re-
suit, unneeded items often are 
purchased. 

"Some people have gone broke 
buying so-called bargains. Inexpen-
sive items—if not needed—are too 
expensive to buy. 

"Compare qualities as well as 
prices," the specialist continued. 
"Fantastic" deals are often just 
that—too unrealistic to be true. 

"Don't forget to ask about the 
cash price of the item. 

"Also find out what credit is 
available. Does the business offer 
30, 60 or 90 day charge accounts?
