atively somber America was

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Use Of Microfilm For Census 

WASHINGTON — Impor-
tant new microfilming pro-
cedures in the processing of 
the 1970 Census will make 
possible the most compre-
hensive and useful storehouse 
of information ever as-
sembled by the Census Bur-
eau, reports Karl Adams Jr., 
president of the National 
Microfilm Assn. 

And, considering the 
volume of information and 
the cost involved, Americans 
will get more for their money 
—$210 million — than ever 
before. 

Adams, microfilm con-
sultant from Weston, Mass., 
explained that by using 
microfilm to provide input to 
computers and to record their 
output, the Census Bureau 
will save of millions in 
personnel costs over the cost 
to process the same amount 
of data by previously used 
methods. Taxpayers benefit 
from having more 
sophisticated equipment able 
to do a better job of proces-
sing census data. 

"A significant break-
through in the handling of 
tremendous masses of 
information was the marriage 
of microfilm to the corn-. 
puter. Next year every 
American will benefit by the 
developme:. of devices that 
read data from microfilm 
directly to computers, and 
advances in computer-
ou tputtnicrofilming (COM) 
technology," Adams said. 

Some four billion facts 
about 205 million Americans 
and their 62 million homes, 
apartments and other dwell-
ings will be gathered. 

It will take three to five 
weeks to gather the bulk of 
the data and 18 months to 
sort, process and put that 
data into useable form — a 
comparatively short period of 
time, considering that in 
1790, when the census con-

sisted of only five questions 
about four million persons, it 
took 18 months just to 
collect the data and prepare it 
for reporting. 

Completed multi-page 
census questionnaires will be 
photographed at the rate of 
two per second onto special 
high contrast negative micro-
film, which records only the 
pencilled-in dots used to 
indicate correct answers. 

roams question-

The microfilming is facili-
tated by an automatic page 
turner developed in the 
Census Bureau's Engineering 
Development Laboratory 
under the direction of 
Anthony A. Berlinsky. As 
each questionnaire is fed to 
one of 40 available microfilm 
cameras, an automatic turner 
flips pages, and after sensing 
when the last page is reached 
ejects it and begins processing 
another. No comparable 

device exists. 

The microfilm is fed to 
FOSDIC (film Optical 
Sensing Device for Input to 
Computers) which scans each 
microfilm frame with a beam 
of light and converts the dots 
into magnetic code on 
computer tape. Six FOSDICs 
will operate around the clock 
for four months to transfer 
50,000 rolls of microfilm 
onto 6500 reels of computer 
tape at the rate of 70,000 
items of information per 
minute. In 1790 only about 
six items could be handled 
each minute.) 

The computers, capable of 
processing 700,000 items of 
information each minute, 
output directly to microfilm 
(COM) at speeds up to 
90,000 characters per second 
— about 30 times faster than 
data can be recorded by 
impact printers, the usual 
output recording devices 
which resemble high-speed 
typewriters. 

To illustrate the data 
processing speedup since 
1790, the Census Bureau 
compared clerks with pencils 
tabulating census data with 
the modern computer, and 
found that in terms of units 
of work, the modern com-
puter performs the work of 
14.000 clerks. 

"Computer-output-
microfilming is one of the 
latest developments in 
electronic data processing, 
and its use is growing at a 
fantastic rate," says Adams. 
He reports that a recent 
survey of its members by the 
National Microfilm Assn. 
indicates that .by the end of 
1970 them will be at least 
five times as many COM units 
in operation as there were at 
the beginning of 1969. 
Industry spokesmen predict 
as many as 12,000 COM 
recorders will be in use within 
five years.

Man has reached the moon — the same moon that's been 
around for centuries, dominating the heavens by night and 
influencing man's way of life. 

For instance, the Babylonian 
on record, was based entirely   
on the moon. Since the actual 
duration of a moon month is 
approximately 291/2 days, the 
Babylonians alternated 
months of 29 and 30 days. 
Because the calculation of the 
lunar year was shorter than 
the sun year, after a few years 
winter was arriving in the 
spring — so the Babylonians 
added a 13th month every 
two or three years to keep 
winter in its proper place! 

If you think 13 months a 
year is strange, one of the 
earliest Roman calendars was 
probably the most bizarre in 
history. The calendar con-
sisted of 10 months, begin-
ning in March and ending the 
December. The period be-
tween December and March 
was considered of little 
importance because during 
those bleak winter months 
there was little activity. 

The Romans finally de-
cided not to ignore the wirier 
months, and added January 
and February to fill the gap. 
However, man was not satis-
fied with simply having his 
calendar tell him the date. 

Calendar, one of the earliest 

Ancient calendars were often 
used as decorations in 
temples, and a famous Aztec 
calendar tells of the world's 
creation and destruction. 
Today's calendars have taken 
note of these earlier calendars 
and up-dated them — adding 
such information as recipes,. 
household hints and first aid 
information. 

If your home is average, 
you probably have a calendar 
in the kitchen, and in all like-
lihood this calendar was a 
gift, perhaps, from your 
grocery or pharmacy. Busi-
ness concerns give away in-
numerable calendars each 
year. For instance, last year 
pharmacists alone gave away 
between eight and nine mil-
lion St. Joseph Family 
Almanac Calendars, the most 
asked-for and widely distri-
buted calendar in the world. 

But where do we go from 
here? We've been to the 
moon — so maybe the next 
calendar will be a "Space-Age 
Calendar" for use not only on 
the Earth, but also on the 
ntaon and all the planets!

After you 
have made your floral design 
on your loom, let the straw 
dry thoroughly and it will then 
hold its new shape. Or you can 
spray your work with an 
areosol fixative to give it 
additional body.
