Failing in that 
trust, there is no other foundation 
upon which we can build with as-
surance. Consequently, we stumb-
le around without direction or 
purpose. There is always some-
thing lacking, something we need 
for satisfaction. 

It is no wonder that there is so 
much unhappiness and apprehen-
sion. The heart is filled with anx-
iety even when all seems well. We 
gain victory when, with the storms 
raging fearfully around us, we can 
say, "I believe in God!"
