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basic reading skills program 
offered by Prescription Learning 
for grades 1-6. If federal funding 
becomes availabile, the program 
will be used during the 1988-89 
school year to improve reading 
skills. The program will utilize 
computers to assist in testing, 
leveling, and instruction for 
students needing remedial 
instruction.

Qualified and effective teachers 
will be attracted and retained. 

The turnover of teaching 
personnel in the school district is 
usually low and the effort to 
attract new teachers is effectively 
met. One problem does exsist 
when classes need to be split to 
meet the 22-1 ratio regulations. 
Classes in the lower grades (K-1) 
consistantly range near the 22-26 

enrollment, making it difficult to 
determine personnel needs. This is 
a rural and remote area and the 
availability of teachers to meet 
emergency vacancies does not 
exist usually. Encouraging 
prospective teachers to go into the 
teaching profession is a must. 

Two special education teachers 
were employed on emergency 
certification and are successfully 
completing certification 
requirements. Ten teachers have 
advanced and are retained on 
Level II of the career ladder. 
Others are progressing towards 
meeting Level II requirements. All 
Level II teachers were paid the 
inaximun of $2000. It was 
necessary to return some unused 
career ladder funds to the state.

They'll help steer you 
in the right direction and you'll 
start re-developing your interview-
ing skills. Also consider temporary 
work as a means to ease back into 
your career, improve on old skills, 
or even investigate a new industry. 

• Look into volunteer work op-
portunities in your former career, 
or in a new one. It can be a reward-
ing way to re-immerse yourself into 
the working world. 

• Subscribe to a newsletter or 
trade journal in your field of in 
terest, to catch up on the newest 
development and employment op-
portunities. 

Says Ambrosio: "Re-entering the 
workforce can seem intimidating at 
first. But today there are more re-
sources available than ever before, 
to help make the transition a smooth 
and rewarding one."
