GRAIN COSTS REPRESENT 

SMALL PART OF TOTAL 

PRICE OF BEEF 

The housewife who sees the high 
cost of her succulent Sunday pot 
roast the result of increases in 
grain prices has unfairly placed 
the blame. 

Fact is, grain costs are only 20% 
or less of beef's on the hoof price, 
according to a current study by 
Grain Sorghum Producers Asso-
ciation of Lubbock. 

"If you deduct the entire cost 
of grain sorghum used in fattening 
a steer for market, beef still would 
be selling today for the price 
housewives were paying last Janu-
ary," said Elbert Harp, GSPA's ex-
ecutive director. 

Harp points out that a 1,000 
pound Texas steer will have con-
sumed a ton of grain sorghum at 
market time. At today's price of 
$5 per hundred pounds, the cost 
of grain to fatten a steer will run 
$100 a head. 

Subtracting the $100 grain cost 
from the steer's $500 price tag re-
sults in a price of $400 or 40c a 
pound for the 1,000 pound beef. 
And 40c was the total price of the 
animal last January. 

"The point is," Harp explained, 
"the increase in the grain price 
is not the big increase in cattle 
production cost." 

Harp noted that even with grain 
at $5 a hundred pounds, the cost 
of grain in feeding out a steer 
is only 20% of the total cost when 
cattle sell for 50c a pound. With 
60c cattle and $5 grain, the cost 
of grain would be about 16.7% 
of the animal's total sale price. 

When the processing cost and 
store markwp are added, the cost 
of grain to feed the animal is an 
even smaller percentage of the 
over the counter price paid by the 
housewife.

TWO GRADUATE COURSES 

PLANNED IN ANIMAL SCIENCE 

The Texas Tech University Cen-
ter at Amarillo (Pantex) announ-
ced August 14 that two graduate 
level courses in animal sciences 
will be offered during the fall se-
mester.

The course in protein nutrition 
offers a detailed study of protein 
metabolic systems and the appli-
cation of this understanding to the 
practical feeding of livestock.

The course in energy utilization 
emphasizes the application of 
knowledge about energy systems 
in formulating practical rations.

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FEDERAL HIGHWAY FUNDS 

NOW AVAILABLE AGAIN 

Federal Highway funds became 
available today following a two-
year logjam as President Nixon 
signed the three-year $20 billion 
act. 

State Highway Engineer Luther 
DeBerry said the compromise bill 
was the result of hours of hard 
work led by Texas' own Senator 
Lloyd Bentsen and Representative 
Jim Wright in the 10-week Senate-
House conference committee ses-
sions. 

"Passage of the act means we 
can go forward with dozens of 
highway projects throughout the 
state which have been pigeonhol-
ed',' DeBerry said. He pointed out 
there will remain a backlog of vi-
tally needed projects. 

DeBerry said, "One provision, 
sponsored by Senators Tower and 
Bentsen, freed the state to com-
plete the San Antonio North Ex-
pressway with state funds. Twice 
the project has been caught by 
changes in Federal law and pro-
cedures as a Federal-aid project 
and for some years the resulting 
impasse has denied the needed 
roadway to the people of San An-
tonio. This legislation should 
greatly shorten the time required 
to complete the project." 

The new highway act, which for 
the first time contains funds for 
mass transit, also contains more 
than $2 billion for safety during 
the three years, DeBerry said. 
High on the list of such projects in 
Texas are replacement of narrow 
bridges and elimination of hazard-
our intersections and rail cross-
ings. This is in addition to the in-
creased safety benefits accruing 
from construction of modem high-
way facilities with more built-in 
safety features.
